ST. PETERSBURG, May 28—The pes­
simism over the outlook continues to 
grow. The government as usual in every 
crisis, seems to be hesitating as to which 
course to pursue. The Emperor refuses tp 
yield to the counsels oj the court Camar­
illa, but his attitude continues to be neg­
ative and not affirmative. He seems to 
ding to the idea that a compromise is 
still possible. Several official notes have 
'been issued denying that the government 
intehds to resort to force but at the same 
time there is no evidence that the Em- 

’peror fo ready to yield to the demand for 
the supercession of the present ministry 
with one from the majority in the lower 
house of parliament. The result is a vir­
tual deadlock, the prolongation of which 
can only serve to diminish the chances of 
a peaceful settlement.

Two plans for extricating the govern­
ment without meeting the direct issues 
are suggested by the Emperor’s moderate 
advisers. One is simply to allow the lower

The announcement -that the building was 
to be dynamited this morning drew a fair 
sized crowd, despite the steady downpouri 
df rain, and the preparations for the down- 
til of the structure were eagerly watched 
from various vantage grounds, though far 
enough away to be outside of the danger 
zone. .

The eastern end of Wright street had 
the largest number of spectators, while the 
railway tracks near Gilbert’s Lane had a 
good sized audience. Even away off on the 
hill by the public hospital people were to 
be seen, awaiting the fall of the circular 
structure.

The umbrella, shaped 
roof was supported by eighteen iron pili 
Ians firmly embedded in granite and conf 
erete and so well was the work done 
that only the other day when some iron 
pipes had to be removed the cement was 
found in perfect preservation and better 
than the day it was laid.

It is probable that the brick and stone 
from tfye destroyed building will be sent 
to Moncton, there to be used in the build­
ing of the new I. C. R. shops.

taken in this commonwealth or elsewhere. 
This law covers the skins- and feathers or 
parts thereof, especially of insectivorous 
birds, herons, gulls, song -birds,, terra, &c., 
whenever and wherever taken.”

Albatrosses and frigate birds seem to 
have been overlooked in the list; but the 
notice continues:—“It is respectfully sug­
gested that vou can )>rst observe the spirit 
and letter of the law by removing from 
sale all such feathers, and returning them 
to the wholesalers; and further, by refus­
ing to buy or sell such feathers, aigrettes, 
&c Certain dealers are claiming that the 
bird laws are not ito be enforced or that 
their particular goods, notably aigrettes, 
are manufactured, add are therefore not 
prohibited by tibia law. In case such state­
ments are made, the writer will be glad 
to give an opinion as to whether or not 
any particular features come within the 
scope of the law. and whether or not they 
are liable to seizure and the possessor 
liable to arrest.”
