Lifesavers 'Will Make Another
Attempt to Reach Crews

stranded on the Northeast Bar of Sable
Island yesterday morning, were rescued
early this afternoon by a life-saving
crew from the government station on
Sable Island and the crew of the Hali-
fax trawler Venosta, according to werd
here this afternoon by the local agent
of the Department of Marine and
Fisherfes,

HALIFA.X, N. S, July 20 — The

United States Shipping Board’s
freighter West Cohas and the French
trawler ,Labrador, which went ashore
on the sand bars of Sable Islend yes-
teeday, the former while answering an
S. O, S of the latter, were still fast
in the sands, according to intecepted
agents in Baitimore, received here at
7 o'clock this moraing by the local
agent of the Department of Marine
and Fisheries,

The messages stated that the West
Cohas was not making any water and
that the Halifax trawler Venosta had
arrived on the scene and had estab-
lished a line of communication. The
steamer Winonah City was reported a
mile distant, and the steamer Hat-
teras seven miles distant. Arrange-
ments were being made by the Winonah
City to place a hawser on the West
Cohas in an endeavor to pull her off.

' ON SABLE ISLAND.

The qutadbr, the first of the two
steamers to strike, stranded on the
Sable Island sands about 8 o’clock yes-
terday morning. The weather at the
time was thick, and the seas high. She
immediately sent out calls for assist-
ance. The West Cohas, 8,465 tons net,
picking up the call, at once headed to
the rescue, and at half-past five, East-
ern Standard time, yesterday after-
noon, while nearing the distressed
steamer, she herself struck the treach-
erous sands at the Three Mile East-
ern Lighthouse and in turn sent out
immediate calls for assistance.

LIFE SAVERS’' EFFORTS,

Efforts made last night by life-
saving crews on Sable Island to reach
the stranded ships proved futile. After
three attempts to get to the Labrador,
the life-savers abandoned the effort,
after getting within half a mile of the
boat and decided to camp on the
Northeast Bar for the night, awaiting
a favorable opportunity to reach the
stranded crew. While no word has
been received here this morning as to
further efforts on the part of the life
savers, the opinion was expressed that
the crews of the steamers were not
likely in any danger.

FOG AND HIGH SEAS

HALIFAX, N. S, July 20.—Fog and
high seas again interfered with at-
tempts made this morning, by a Sable
Island lifesaving erew to reach the
French trawler Labrador.

The condition of the steamer West
Cohas was reported as iinchanged. With
communication lines established with
the West Cohas, and weather condi-
tions moderating, the fate of the men
on the stranded ships was not regarded
as of imminent danger.
