$1.49I Dr. George G. Melvin, medical health 
officer, interviewed by The Times-Stnr 
this morning, in regard to the outbreak 
of pneumonic plague, in Los Angeles, 
said:—

“Pneumonic plague is the most fatal 
form of the most fatal disease in the 
world. It kills from 76 to 98 per cent, 
of those who are attacked. It may 
easily he mistaken at first for pneu­
monia.

“A few years ago it nearly depopu­
lated several sections in Eastern Asia, 
especially in Mongolia and Manghurla. 
The Japanese, who happened to be in 
authority at that time, by their activity 
and good health administration suc­
ceeded, after a time, in controlling the 
plague. For this purpose they burned 
down many homes and some villages 
particularly affected.

S: &0“This plggue consists of two forms 
or types, bubonic and pneumonic. The 
bubonie form is also very fatal, but not 
ne.rly so much so as pneumonic. It is 
quite readily distinguished by the pecu­
liar swelling of the glands, neck and 
groin. The pneumonic type is much 
more difficult to distinguish at first, 
and, as already noted, is quite the 
more fatal of the two.

“The plague is propagated by and 
carried from place to place by rats. 
They are very susceptible of the dis­
ease, and as every rat without excep­
tion is infected with fleas, these become 
infected with the poison of the disease. 
As soon as the rat dies the fleas leave 
its body and make every endeavor to 
attach themselves to human beings, 
thus infecting man and producing the 
most dreadful of all diseases.
Destroy the Rats.

“The moral is plain. War should be 
made upon rats, not merely in any cam­
paign but continuously. Rats are thv 
most dangerous animal enemy of 
human life. They cause a hundred 
times more deaths in the world than 
all the poisonous snakes and so-called 
ferocious beasts put together.

“No home should tolerate rats. They' 
may easily be disposed of by starving 
them; that Is, by not affording them 
food; as it is for food they frequent 
dwellings. If the food used in the house 
be sedulously kept in rat-proof con­
tainers, which is not very difficult, and 
the garbage In the yard kept In cov­
ered cans inaccessible to rats, a house 
Infected with them will be entirely free 
within three weeks.

“Cats are practically useless as rat 
destroyers. Traps are useful for a little 
while, until the rats come to know 
them, fqr the household rat is probably 
the most intelligent of the lower ani­
mals. Poison should not be depended 
on and Is dangerous to the family; and 
a poisoned rat under the floor or in 
the wall, once it putrifles, often costs 
the householder hundreds of dollars to 
discover and get rid of It.

“The public is therefore warned ami 
besought once more to destroy rats by 
starving them out of their houses. Even1 
warehouses devoted to food storage 
nfeed not be infested with them, as is 
so generally the case. Rat-proofing of 
all sorts of buildings, especially ware­
houses, is quite easily accomplished. 
Rats almost invariably obtain entrànce 
to sucli places by burrowing under or 
through the foiindations. They will as 
a rule not go farther down than a foot 
and a half in their tunnelling; so that 
if material such as sheet iron oi* what­
not be inserted to a depth of two feet 
or so under the foundation, and 
able care exercised as to windows and 
doors, and strict avoidance of edible 
material about the premises of such 
warehouses r»ts will not be fourni 
there.”

While discussing the subject of pub­
lic health Dr. Melvin referred also to 
the news in The Telegraph-Journal 
that black Smallpox had taken 27 lives 
in Minneapolis, and remarked that in 
the American west there was strong 
opposition to vaccination, with sucl; 
results as are recorded from Minne­
apolis.
