Freight Rates and Wages.

The effort to se-
cure reductions in wages and alterations
in working conditions had already been
commenced in the United States, and
what would be accomplished there
would undoubtedly reflect on the rates
of pay and working conditions in Can-
ada. The increase in wages was a
potent factor in the increase of freight
rates, and with the readjustment of
wages would come a readjustibent of
freight rates. He said that a reduction
in both wage and freight rates would
have a beneficial effect on the general
sentiment of the country.

TURKEY HARBORS
REFUGEES FROM
THE BOLSHEVSTS

Constantinople, April 13—(A. P, by
mail.)—Just as the Mennonites of the
United States have furnished unexpected
help to those of South Russia, so the Old
Believers, who centuries ago filed from
religious persecution in Russia and found
refuge in Turkey, are now aiding the
members of their faith who were amomg
the hundred thousand refugees from the
Crimea.

When it became a question of finding
homes for this great army of fugitives
from Bolshevik Russia, a committee ap-
peared at the refugee headquarters of
the Russian embassy, speaking the Rus-
sian language of 150 years ago, nd ¥n-
nounced that it represented a group of
villages of Old Believers, located near
Panderma, on the Marmora Sea, and

Avert Future Motor Fuel
Scarcity by Utilizing Alco-
hol Resources.

H. N. Whitford, of the Yaie School of
Forestry, told the American Chemical
Society in its annual meeting that alco-
hol manufacture
tion of tropical forests and jpngles could
Le utilized to avert a future scarcity of '
fuel for-driving automoniles. i

There @ an ebundance of alcohol in
tropical vegetation, he said, but the dif-

_fieulty lies in finding the means of manu-
i facturing it profitably-

«The evidence is conclusive,” said he,
“that the tropical sun has the power to
store up more energy in the form of cel-
lulose in a given time than has the tem-
{pemte sun. If this is in a utilizable
; form, it remains for the ingenunity of
iman to overcome the difficulties of pro-
fitably applying it. With the increasing
\needs of the natlonm, it is reasonable to
| expect that sooner or later it will be ne-
| cessary to utilize more fully the plant
iresources of the tropics.
|  “The future scarcity of the country’s
iliquid fuel supply,” continued Mr. Whit- |
iford, “is now so apparent that the ques-;
tion of its early replacement has become |
|a vital problem in natural economics.
i The problem, however, is of such mag-
nitude that only from a consideration of
new sources of energy and thé discovery !
of new raw material would it seem that
any solution could be effective. A ques-

tion involving the synthesis of some |
4,300,000,000 gallons of feasible substitute |
annually calls for the development of
[new ideas and new sources of energy.
Our one great source of energy is un-
doubtedly that of the sun. How can this
source best be utilized? Obviously im
the growth of plan life from which, in
turn, alcohol and other fuels may be
made.” |
‘I Mr. Whitford said that the annual
|production of alcohol from the mpe
{plant in the Philippines is now nearly |
3,000,000 gallons and that one distillery
there had produced ninety-three per
cent. alcohol at a cost of about twenty
cents a gallon, and, if operated to full
capacity, could «make it at a cost of fif-
teen cents a gallon. !
