V:I BANKING GRIEVANCE- THE:On Saturday last Hon. John Yeo’s new BY STEAMERS OFSome months ago we called the atten­
tion of the public, to*a grievance 
which we considered an important one 
as affecting the interests of the people o 
this city, in connection with the deposit 
of the monies received from customs and 
excise duties collected in St John. Every 
year about $1,200,000 is paid by our mer­
chants into the customs and excise de 
pertinents of this city, and that money 
is deposited in the Bank of Montreal 
here. Th us the money of our merchants 
is placed in an institution, which is not 
only indifferent but is actually hostile to 
the interests of St. John, an institu­
tion which has recently attempt 
ed to close one 
important industries in this city, and to 
throw 500 of our people out of employ­
ment. It is well known, as explained 
in a former article, that the larger part 
of the money used for the payment of 
duties, goes out of our local bank, the 
Bank of New Brunswick, and is paid in­
to the custom house in the form of notes 
or cheques. The largest payments are 
made in the spring and fall, because, it 
is at that time that the importations are 
the greatest. These notes and cheques 
from the Bank of New Brunswick, re­
ceived in payment of duties, are depos­
ited day after day in the Bank of 
Montreal, and every morning the re­
presentative of the Bank of Mon­
treal, makes his appearance at the 
Bank of New Brunswick to demand
