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BisA: C. Majority Seeking to Control
the Le Roi Mine—Carlyle
© "in Charge.

the Majority in Control
of Property.

The Le Roi company is now in the
hands of a receiver, who is none. other
than 'W. A. Carlyle, the chief engineer
of "the British American corporation,
says" fhe TRossland Miner. is, the
latest apd most dramatic of the long
series of developments in  connection
with the fight of the British American
corporation to, secure the property, oc-
curred a few minutes after midnight last
evening, when, acting under an order 1s-
sued by Judge Spinks of the County
Court, Mr. = Carlyle, accompanied by
Sheriff Robinson, formally took charge
of the property, after serving the neces-
sary legal notice on Nieholas Tregear,
the -superintendent of the mine. W. J.
Harris, the former manager of the com-
pany, who represented the Turner  in-
terests in Rossland, was in Spokane at
the time and consequently he was not
aware of the developments.

What Will the Turnerites Do?

It is possible, though, that the minor-
ity, represented by Senator Turner, »2111
at once make application before the Su-
preme Court of the province to haye the
appointment of the receiver set aside, Bu#
this is mere conjecture for no one knows
as yet how the Turner faction will view
this latest development,

What Mr, Mackintosh Said.

Hon. C. H. Mackintosh, the resident
director of the corporation, was seen
shortly after midnight by a Miner re-

rter.

“Is ‘it true that the British American
corpordtion has secured an injunction
against the management of the Le Roi
comgany?” Mr. Mackintosh was asked.

“Yes,” said Mr. Mackintosh.

“Why did the necessity arise?”’

“Because the Britsh American corpor-
afion owned a majority of the stock of
the ‘Le Roi‘company, apd because on'the
resignation of Col.” Peyton as managing
director of the company, 8 vacancy-oc-|
curred which in the interest of all.the
shareholders should be filled.

The Majority Should Rule, { the

“Qur corporation throughout all its
dealings has endeavored to conduct’ its’
affairs on absolutely British commercial
principles, which naturally means that
2" majority should have control. We
held a control in the Le Roi company,
and still hold a control, as I believed
with the consent and the desire of the
minority shareholders. I say this advised-
ly because of my conversations with Sen-
ator Turner and Col. Turner.

“On Tuesday last, which was the day
of the usual monthly, meeting of the
trustees, it was deemed necessary that a
general manager should be appointed to
succeed Colonel Peyton. Our legal "ad-
visers in Spokane advised us that al-
though five out of the nine trustees were
in favor of the appointment®of Mr. Car-
lyle to that position yet Colonel Turner
the president of the company, absolu‘ely
refused to put the motion to that effect,
afid a motion of adjournment was declar-
ed carried, although a majority of the
trustees present was opposed to the mo-

tion,

The Courts Appealed tto.
: *“Phis afternoon, Judge Heyburn, our
solicitor at Spokane, arrived here angd
presented affidavits which convinced me,

the agreements which it had person-
ally professed to me that it deswwed to
carry out. I submitted the proposition
to our Rossland solicitors, and the Te-
sult was an application under the
statutes of British Columbia to Judge
Spinks, who happened to be in the city,
asking that an injunction be issued and
that a receiver be appointed.  After
very deliberate consideration, Judge
Spinks granted the application, and ap-
pointed Mr. Carlyle the receiver, under a
bond, which was approved by the jadge.
Aecting under this authority, Mr. Carlyle
and Sheriff Robinson proceeded to the Le
Roi, where the necessary papers were
served on “the' officials . of the company.’

Mg, Catlyle then took possession, and

appointed Nicholas Tregear, the super<
intendent of the mine, ‘agent on behalf
of the shareholders of the Le Roi.

it was simply that as five out of the nine
trustees: were in favor of carrying ‘out
the = wishes of - the ‘majority, while the
chairman - absolutely refiused to.alow the
majority to rule, Iegal proceedings were
necessary.
