Joly, having passed away at Govern­
ment House last evening after a long 
illness. She had been frowing gradual­
ly worse for some time, and all realized 
the futility of physical agencies to cope 
with the case. She bore her suffering 
with great fortitude, and when the end 
came, about 8 o’clock, it was without 
any evidence of suffering. Sir Henri 
Joly and Mr. and Mrs. Edmond Joly 
were present when she passed away.

Lady Joly was born in the city of 
Quebec on July 25th, 1837, and was the 
daughtes of Mr. Hammond Gowen. She 
married Sir Henri Joly in 1856. There 
were eleven children, of whom six are 
still living.

The deceased lady was of a decided 
literary turn of mind, and in the East 
organized a Shakespeare dub, which 
was attended by many prominent ladies.

Un­
fortunately, she was obliged to abandon 
the organization on account of ill-health.

There must be at least, a few days’ 
close season, if the department did not 
arrive at a decision for a permanent close 
season. •

He referred to the lobster industry in 
Eastern Canada. Three years ago the 
industry was completely ruined, but 
the propagation had been carried on 
with such good care, that this season, 
although it was a month shorter than 
usual owing to the late spring, the catch 
was fair and reasonable. Application 
was made to extend the season, but the 
department said no, and refilsed because 
it believed that when proper rules gave 
satisfaction they should be strictly ad­
hered to. In British Columbia it might 
be advisable to establish a close season, 
and it wpuid not be diflieult to agree 
upon a date with those in the industry. 
He was pleased to hear that our neigh­
bors to the south of us were better dis­
posed than a few years ago. Mr. Bell- 
Irving might have touched their hearts, 
but he himself believed that their pocket's 
had been touched, and that that had 
something to do with it. On the De­
troit river and_in Lake Erie the depart­
ment had some difficulty in dealing with 
the Americans. The regulations in re­
gard to the whitefish close season only 
applied to Canadians, and the Americans 
used to laugh when the Canadians had 
to stop. It was put to the department 
that if the industry was going to be de­
stroyed, the Canadians might as well 
have a hand in the destruction, e» the 
cloee season was abolished. That brought 
the Americans to time, and-they immedi­
ately asked that the former regulations 
be reinstated, and they were ready to do 
the same. Mr. Prefontaine Said he hop­
ed to have a close season for salmon so 
that the fish could pass.

The Americans had offered to contri­
bute to the installation-and maintenance 
of hatcheries on the Fraser, and he had 
a communication at Ottawa in regard to 
that phase of the matter. But we will 
admit of no such proposition, he said. 
The Dominion is ready to provide all the 
money necessary to foster the industry 
in British Columbia, and he hoped to be 
able to go back to his colleagues and tell 
them accurately what he had ascertain­
ed relative to the sentiment dn this prov­
ince as to the salmon fishing industry.'

Tho matter of a settlement of differ- 
should be taken up vigorously, and

Mr. Burdis stated that 59 names were 
signed to the memorial out of 78, and 
that these were obtained in a few ho 
Monday. Many were ont of the city, 
and it was impossible to obtain their 
signatures.

After brief speeches by Messrs. Bell- 
Irving, Wilson and Jackson, Hon. R. Pre- 
fontaine, who was greeted with hearty 
applause, acknowledged the cordial 
words of welcome with Which the previ­
ous speakers had prefaced their remarks.
He said that his visit to British Oolum- 
bia as a member of the cabinet was to 
show that as head of the important de­
partment of marine and fisheries he took 
enough interest' to try and do something 
to alleviate the depressing conditions of 
one of the most important industries of 
the Dominion.

When he was called upon to accept the 
portfolio, lie was face to face with two 
great questions, He was ready to as­
sume his duties with all the energy and 
ability of which he was capable, but 
there were two questions which hamper­
ed him in his action, and the government 
in it's policy. The first of these was who 
controlled the fisheries, the Dominion or 
the provinces on the coasts. They were 
face to face with this double control, but 
he had hoped that the matter would be 
settled satisfactorily. When he had taken 
office, the session of 1908 had begun and 
lie had not time to consider seriously the- 
question of the fisheries. The session 
of 1903 lasted until October, and it had 
been his firm intention to have visited1 
British Columbia, as he did t 
could thoroughly understand 
without going to the locality and judging 
personally of the circumstance^ and the 
reasons. But October was too late, and 
the question had been left over until this 
season. His interest could he judged.
When he had not even waited for pro­
rogation before starting westward, and 
he had assured his friends in the East 
that this was not ft political trip but one 
by which he hoped to inform himself.

When the text of the resolution and 
the memorial was read, his friends would 
say that he had got what he deserved, 
but the canners were not to blame for 
saying what they thought. Had they not 
done so so clearly, the question might 
have been treated lightly, and not, per­
haps, in the serious way he intended to 
do. If it were a matter of one province, 
the minister said, the question of fisher­
ies would be an easy matter to arrange, 
but the diffieirltv is to make a settlement 
which will apply to all. From what he 
had been able to learn in respect to 
British Columbia, the question, as regards 
this province might well be settled inde­
pendently of the other provinces. He 
understood the crucial stage of the 
salmon fishing here, 
only right that the Dominion gov­
ernment should come to the aid1 of the 
industry and adopt means, once for all, 
to renew confidence. But that, he said, 
was begging the question. His col­
leagues would have to be taken Into con­
sideration, but what he had staffed was 
his opinion in regard to the matter.

The second important question which 
had hampered the government was that 
of traps. The point was whether the 
government should allow the Americans 
to take tbe fish, while we quietly folded 
etff arms. The government was ia favor 
?f traps, but the final settlement was de- 
Hyed until late in the Season. It had 
beèti brought to his afctêfition that it 
wouhf be better to leave the matter over 
until year, but as the principle bad 
te® adopted, the government thought it 

better to go ahead, and if any of 
the CAfitier* wished to risk the expendi­
ture this year, -why all right.

It was difficult to say what op­
portunities were not being lost, and there 
may be other fish industries to develop 
which would, in time, be just as valu­
able as that of the salmon. We should 
keep what we have, and develop the 
others gradually. (Applause.)

The control of trap licenses by one or 
two privileged canning firms, and by a 
large number of persons not hitherto identi­
fied with the business, and ignoring the 
large vested interests of the Industry ae a 
whole, is much to be deprecated.

When the regulations were recedved, 
most of the Fraser river canners recognized 
it was too late to take advantage of this 

nnd so did not apply for trapseason, 
licenses for this year.

The British Columbia fisheries commis­
sion (appointed by your honorable depart­
ment) in reporting to the Dominion, govern­
ment in May, 1902, stated: “Dissatisfaction- 
end endless trouble would arise if any par­
ticular fishermen or parties were given the 
best locations, and other firms with large 
vested interests were less favorably treat­
ed.” This view was submitted to the com­
missioners by the Fraser river canner» in 
a memorial dated January 26th, 1902. Clause 
6: “We unite in expressing the opinion that 
trap fishing is the most scientific method 
of catching salmon In certain waters, and 
that under proper regulation» the use of 
traps is not prejudicial to the conservation 
of the fish supply. Over $3,000,000 has 
been invested in this Industry in permanent 
improvements and -appliànces, boats, nets, 
etc., by canners and fishermen oa> the 
strength of existing regulation». It follows 
that if those vested Interest» cannot be 
safeguarded or protected when trap sites 
become open to location' and license, those 
presently interested in the business must 
protest against the establishment of traps 
in order to protect the value» of their prop-, 
erties. If, however, regulations on this 
subject could be so formed that 'for a lim­
ited number of years cannery owner» and 
fishermen presently engaged in- the busi­
ness should have privilege of priority li> 
selecting locations on equitable terms (after 
which trap right shall be open- to all) then 
and in such case only the establishment of 
traps in British Columbia water» might be 
supported.”

Assurance was also given by Professor 
Prince, and in the House, that -those vest­
ed interests in canneries and equipment», 
which amount to about $2,500,000 on the 
Fraser river, would be protected.
