Workman Who Kad Bomb In His Pocke

Warsaw, May 19.—A “werkihan, who
was trying to avoid the obgervation of
two detectives on Miodowa street at
noon to-day, stumbled on the curb of the
sidewalk and a bomb which he was
earrying in his pocket expleded, killing
the workman, both detectives, and some
persons who were passing. |

It is believed ‘that -the bomb was in-
fended for Governor Maximovitch, who
was expected to pdbs the spot on his
way to the cathedral to attend the ser-
vices in honor of the Czar's birthday.

"The bodies of ‘the victims were liter-
ally ‘blown to pieces. A cafe near the
seene-of the-explosion was entirely de-
“molished, all the windows iB the meigh-

.borhood were smashed and a lampost
was torn-out 0of :the gro

The first report-was to the effect that
a bomb had been thrown *among local
officials who were on their ‘way to or
returning from the cathedral, and caused
inte: excitemeut. g
workman and the two detéctives were
killed, though two passersby were sex-
erely injured and others slightly hurt by
fragments of the bomb.

When a correspondent of the Associat-
ed Press reached the scené the mutilat-
ed remains were lying still in the road-
way, part of them being on the sidewalks
20 yards distant. The roadway was
covered ‘with debris.

Later Particulars.

Warsaw, May 19.—The duthorities are
convinced that;the bomb was intended
for the governor-general, It mow de-
velops that he was attending the services
at the cathedral which is situated at.thé
corner of Diuga and Miodowa streeéts, a
few yards from the scene of the explo-
sion. All the high officials and mem-
bers of the Russian embassy were also
present. The governor-gefieral had re-.
cently been threatened with a bBomb at- 4
tack, particularly since the May Day dis-
“Furbdnces. Bde pelice; MNgls, . e
ercise the greatest vigilanee whenever
he leaves the palace.

A poorly dressed man was . observed
loitering on the street. When the man
saw the detectives he ran towards the
entrance of a confectioner’s store, when
he either ‘tripped or threw the bomb
backwards at the detectives. The explo-
sion occurred only a minute before the
people commenced to pour out of the ca-
thedral. Three minutes later the gov-
ernor-general would have passed the
spot.. Cossacks were hastily summoned,
soon. cleared the streets, and tRe gover-
nor-general drove by another route to
the castle; In all nine persons were
wounded. .

POLICE AT COUNCIL.

Attended Session in Philadelphia While
Leasing of City’s Gas Works
‘Was Discussed.

Philadelptia, May 18, —Amid scenes
of disorder unprecedented in the annals
of Philadelphia’s "legishative body, the
council to-night voteu to lease the city's
‘gas works fo the United Gas Improve-
ment Co. for a term of 75 years for the
total sum of - $25,000,000, the money to
be paid in various amounts before the
end of 1907. -The council chambers and
committee room ‘were crowded with ex-.
eited citizens protesting against the lease
from 1 p. m., ‘when the proceedings open-
ed, until 8 p. m., when the select council
passed the bill and sent it to the mayor.

All through the session of the common
council there wag disorder.

In the select eeuneil there were many
policemen on duty, and no one dared to
interrupt the proceedings. There was
neither a cheer nor a hiss when the bill
passed that body.

The agitation against the passage of
the bill resulted in the common council
amending the measure so-as to provide
for a slight reduction in the price of gas.
The amendment, as adopted, provides
that the price of gas from the date of
the lease until June, 1911, shall be $1
per thousand cubic feet, the same as the
present price; fgfpm 1911 to 1921, 95
cents; from 1921 to 1936, 90 cents; from
1936 to 1956, 85 cents; and thereafter
until the expiration of the lease in 1980,
80 cents.

CROP REPORTS

Issued by the Ontario Government and
the C. P. R.

Toronto, May 18.—The QOntario depart-
ment of agriculture correspondents and
representatives report the crop conditions
in Ontario on May 15th as follows:

Fall wheat—Taking the province over,
the crop suffered less than usual from
winter killer. The cold winds prevail-
ing in April were very trying to fields in
exposed places; nevertheless the crop
picked up wonderfully with the more
favorable weather which followed. Fall
wheat now has a most promising appear-
‘ange in most quarters, more especially in

*the casé of early sown fields. The more

Yavorable  statements ;eome from  the
counties in which the crop has & Targe
acreage. But little fall wheat has been
plowed up compared with the two or
three years immediately preceding. The
absence of any marked evidence of the
Hessian fly is one of the most gratifying
features of the -reports concerning fall
wheat.

Winter rye—The crop is reported to
be in good’ econdition, having come
through the winter well.

Clover—The indications are that there
will be a full yield of clover this season,
taking the province as a whole.

Vegetation—Growth in field and forest
is hardly as advanced as usual, although
a large number of cattle were reported
to be on the grass.

Fruit trees—A considerable loss-is- re-
ported among plum trees and some peach
<and other fruit trees are also said to
have been winter killed, although not to

_the same extent as last year.  Blossom-

ing was starting, and cherries, plums and
peaches were ¢oming out’ profusely. Ap-
.ples are not likely to be so heavy a ecrop.

Live stock—Live stock of all classes
came through the winter without any
serions mishap, and any disease com-

.plained of being more or less local in

character.

Spring seeding—The sowing of spring
grain’ averaged a8 week ‘or two ‘earlier
than usual, in many instances being con-
cluded in ‘April. The seed bed was in
ideal condition and the catch was gener-
ally successful,

Favorable Report.

Winnipeg, May 18.—The weekly crop
report of the C. P. R. is as favorable as
could be desired, and the onl note of
complaint in it comes from a couple of
districts in the Red River valley, where
the rains have had a tendency to set the
low lands back. All points on their
western lines are shown and at every
point the agent reports that the crops are
well above the ground and growing splen-
didly. The universal rains of last week
have been a wonderful help and the
growing grain is vigorous and of a dense
and even growth.
