Permanent Head of the Department 
of Justice at Ottawa Gets Ten 
Thousand Dollars a Year for BHs 
Service»--He Is tin* Man Who 
Straightened Out Copyright Bill 
and Revised Statutes.

On that morning a few week» ago 
when the plan waa laid which put 
Harry Thaw back on American soil, 
where he belonged, no doubt one of 
the chief planners of the coup was 
Edmund Leslie Newcombe, C.M.G., 
» aputy Minister of Justice, says 
Frances A. Carman In Toronto Star 
Weekly. Hon. C. J. Doherty and 
Hon. Arthur Melghen are fine law­
yers; but the permanent head of the 
Department of Justice Is not out­
classed In their company. Hls opin­
ion Is always listened to with re­
spect, whenever a difficult legal 
question Is up for discussion. He 
hai made a name before he entered 
the Government service, twenty 
years since, and he has added to hls 
laurels on many occasions in the 
interval. So that, without detract­
ing anything from hls political 
chiefs, there is little doubt that he 
had a considerable hand in ridding 
the Dominion of the “undesirable" 
Thaw.

Edmund Leslie Newcombe is a 
lawyer In every inch of his nearly 
six feet. When one sees him plead­
ing a case befoio the Supreme Court 
there Is a distinct feeling of surprise 
and disappointment that he does not 
wear the wig of dignity so dear to 
the English barrister.

Like many another wise man, the 
permanent head of the Federal legal 
department comes from the East. 
He was born In Cornwallis, Nova 
Scotia, on February 17, 1859, so 
that he Is now just a little beyond- 
the half-century. Ke was educated 
at Dalhousie College—one of the 
oldest colleges of the Dominion— 
and at Halifax University, and was 
called to the bar at the age of 
twenty-four. For the next ten years 
he practiced his profession in Hali­
fax, winning a high place among the 
lawyers of hls native province. 
When only twenty-eight he was 
made a governor of hls old college, 
and later lectured to her students 
on insurance law. The man who 
picked him out for the Dominion 
service was Sir John Thompson, him­
self one of the greatest masters of 
the law Canada has ever produced. 
Subsequent years have shown that 
Thompson knew men as well as law.

One of the special problems which 
the new deputy attacked was the 
tangled skein of the .aw In regard to 
the publishing of books. The rela­
tions on this subject as between the 
Dominion and the Imperial Parlia­
ment are highly Involved, and have 
been the subject of much negotia­
tion—negotiations which have some­
times been rather bitter and which 
have been marked by the disallow­
ance of Canadian laws by the Im­
perial authorities. Two years after 
he came to Ottawa Mr. Newcombe 
was sent as the representative of 
Canada to confer with the Imperial 
Government on this subject. After­
wards there were many conferences, 
and in them, the Deputy Minister us­
ually had a part. The problem was 
settled shortly after the Laurier 
Government went out of office, but 
the solution has never yet been put 
into statutory form.

Another outsâandlng service which 
Mr. Newcombe has been able to per­
form for the country was in connec­
tion with the last revision and con­
solidation of the Dominion statutes. 
For four years he and hls seven fel­
low-commissioners were at work. 
They had before them the task of 
consolidating all the laws passed by 
the Dominion Parliament from the 
previous revision in 1886, and when 
they had finished their work was put 
in three compact volumes—the index 
to It alone made a fourth volume. 
Until this work was done lawyers 
had to search through all the Acts 
pf each year to find the law; now 
the compendium of 1906, enacted 
Into law by the Dominion Parlia­
ment, Is the final source. This is a 
great saving to the lawyers and their 
clients, for If the lawyers had to 
spend more time on a case, one may 
be sure the client would pay the bill. 
Hls salary is $10,000 a year.

The coun|ty folk waited In vain 
for the “Government official,’’ aàd 
great was the exasperation when Jt 
dawned upon them that they had 
been the vlctiplâ of an elaborate hoax.

It will be noticed that Germany is 
not the only cotititty tn the world 
which Is subjected to hoaxes. Even 
In military and royal affairs Great 
Britain has knewn something anala- 
gous to the Kopenlck and Strassburg 
affairs.

Is it not a matter of history that 
once, not so iq&ny years ago, a smart 
military-looking man arrived In the 
town of Boston In Lincolnshire, Eng­
land, and announced that he was’to 
command of five hundred troopers, 
who were to reach the town the fol­
lowing day.

The mayor gave up- 
a proposed visl: to the contineirfr. 
money flowed In from all quartéps to 
help to give the party a royal recep­
tion, and the captain himself was 
given a reception as great and costly 
as that which Is fefeherally bestowed 
upon a-dbtliigulshed visitor.

Birmingham worked Itself up Into 
a state of wonderful excitement, but 
It waa nothing to the excitement 
which followed when it was known 
that the captain had vanished, leav­
ing behind him an army of creditors 
to mourn his departure.

A Clerical Novelist.
Monsignor Robert Hugh Benaoi

-so In a new way. Action Is automatic, 
and the sand or grit te forced—not 
dropped—under both rear wheels as 
soon as the vehicle begins to move in 
a lateral direction or skids. The .'.Iy­
er's duties are not Increased, but If 
desired he may also make use of the 
sand when there la any spinning or 
slipping of the wheels on a greasy 
surface or a hill. The sanding, which 
Is spasmodically done by municipal 
authorities under certain conditions 
and In certain localities, thus becomes 
automatic whenever the road is In 
dangerous condition or within thq 
judgment of the driver.
