READS PAPEIR ON FICTION,

Winfield Talks of Books and
‘Their Makers,

Rev. Mr,

(Montreal Gazette.)

Some Fiction was the subject of an.
interesting - paper read Friday night
before the St. James' Literary club,
by Rey. T. Winfield of Melville church,
Westmount. Hes sajd that everyone
knew  the difference between the man
whose life was summed up in mere
eating and drinking, and him who had
companionship with - all classes and
all ages by means of books. In' every
department of literature there are cer-
tain’authors who are prominent among
their fellows, and may be taken as
standard writers. Some men have
drawn up lists of the “hundred best
books,”” but he had nmo desire to do so.
He believed each man must select his
own library for himself,

Nine-tenths of what is now read is
fiction, and of this. much deals with
great topics, such as history, science,
philosophy, theology, A careful win-
nowing process is most important, all
that is immortal and much that is not
immortal, but merely . enervatingly
sentimental and sensational should be
Jeft alone. 'The standard author leads
the vanguard:of literature, and his
truth to life is proved by the way men
talk of the creations of:his : brain as
though they wete real people. . There
is a-danger in modern reallsm that on-
ly the lower side of life is presented,
and  so- the picture. drawn is such as
would be seen by one who had known
only the prison and hospital aspent of
life,

Mr, Winfield then reviewed various
well-known  authors, giving the. palm
to Anthoiik Hope as the humorist and
dramati f modern. authorities, and
to Kipling for versatility and truth to
life, Still, each man wmust judge for
himself, and every man who reads will
find oné author pleases him at one
time, and another at 'another.
