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ENFORCING THE LAW,

If it be true, as it seems to be, that
the men who are actlng‘ in the cam-
paign now being waged against the vio-
lators of the liquor license law are
doing ‘so on principle with no hope of
personal reward, they deserve more
credit than the movers of many reso-
lutions at temperance conventions,

St. John has a liquor law that can-
not, be assailed on the grounds of se-
verity. The temperance people con-
tend that it {s too lax and
have been urging the govern‘ment to
amend it. | Yet, lax as it is, it has not
been enforced. That liquor has been
and is being sold at many places on
Sunday, after ten o'clock Monday,
Tuesday, Wednesday, Thursday and
Friday nights and after seven o'clock
Saturday evening is notorious. The
officials who dre paid to see that the
law is observed have been complained
to in vain, Of late the offenses have
grown more frequent. Any policeman,
not blindfolded, could bring enough evi-
dence into court to comvict every vio-
lator. But, until a few days ago, no-
thing had been done.

Then, according to the Star’s inform-
ation, a few men got together, talked
the matter over and decided that, since
nobody else was willing, they them-
selves would see that the law wés not
openly ignored. They must have fore-
seen ‘the unpleasantness that would
follow, the petty persecution, they
would meet, the many snéers at ‘“in-
formers” they would have to stand
and, if their motives were untainted by
pecuniary expectations, it took an un-
usual amount of pluck to Isad them to
act as they did.

Outside of the interests of temper-
ance altogether it is to be hoped that
their efforts will be successful. It is
not for the public welfare that any
daw should be ignored. Moreover, the
rebuke that the action of these men
s administering to paid officialdom
should have a wholesome effect,

‘Whoever oppose this movement, it is
certain that those liquor dealers of St.
John who ‘Observe the license law as
they observe all other laws, will not be
among thera.

PARLIAMENT.

OTTAWA, July 4.~The house. met
at 3 p. m. after holiday recess, when
several bills were advanced a stage.

In answer to Col, Hughes, the min-
ister of militia said that Col. Jones
and Col. McLean of St. John, were re-
commended as brigadier at Camp Sus-
sex and the choice fell to the latter.
As to Col. McLean’s absence from Can-
ada the minister said it was not neces-
sary for officers on the retired list to
apply for leave of absence.

After routine this afternoon at four
o’clock Hon. Mr. Emmerson in orders
of today presented the I. C. R. esti-
mates, prefacing them with an exhaus-
tive array of figures to show the re-
lative receipts and expenditures for
the past three fiscal years, although his
late comparison was between the last
ten months of the fiscal year, and the
ten months preceding. Having no per-
sonal knowledge of the road's working
except fo. the past four or five months,
Emmerson merely recited figures put
in his hands by the deputy heads, much
of which he did not understand .and
could not explain when challenged by
Dr. Danfel, Blain, Clarke and other
opposition members,

John Haggart, ex-minister of rail-
ways, was not present, although it was
announced Thursday that Emmerson
would take up his estimates and the
criticisms were therefore not as oc-
casion demanded. BEmmerson while
claiming that the road was doing the
best possible service to Canada at ‘8
minimum of ‘cost, admitted that for the
last ten months of the fiscal year, while
the expenditure had increased the
earnings- had fallen off, the resuit be-
ing a net deficit of $546.77. This, he ex-
plained, Was largely due to increased
wages paid to the ° employes ‘of the
road. In regarding the statistics pre-
pared for him by the heads of the
railway department, Emmerson be-
came sadly mixed up, but he held his
temper in hand and made the best of
a bad situation.

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MESSIAH LIVES IN
“ABODE OF LOVE.”

The Rev. T. H. Smyth-Pigott, Who
Has Had Many Adventures, Is
Playing a New Role.
—— e

LONDON, July 4—The Rev. T. H.
Smyth-Pigott, a properly qualified cler-
gyman of the Church of England, who
.some years ago startled London by
claiming to be the Messiah, has again
come very prominently to the fore.
When Clapton, a suburb of the metro-
polis where he first became famous,
was made too hot for him Mr. Smyth-
Pigott betook himself to a Somerset-
shire village, where he is now residing
in a large house standing in its own
grounds.

The gelf-styled Messiah calls his resi-
dence “the abode of love,” and there
he has gathered around him more than
a hundred disciples, whom he terms
“Agapemonites.” These are mostly
young women, many of them said to
be of remarkable beauty. One of them
is ‘& special favorife of Pigott, who
some days ago announced, “I am the
lamb of God, and this is the wife of
the lamb,” as he waved his hand in
the direction of his specially honored
companion, who goes by the name ot
“Beloved Ruth.”

“Reloved Ruth” is doscribed 8s a
handsome young lady, who, when she
is not in attendance on the adored
within the houee, lolls on the lawn of
“the abode of love” in a hammock of
scarlet hue and wears expensive sum-
mer dresses. :

Pigott takes his meals by himself,
and his lady disciples practically draw
lots as to who shall have the honor
of waliting upon him. Before breaks
fast he takes a constitutional round
of his charming grounds, his head bent
in thought, his lips moving as it in
prayer. A special kind of bread, of an
unleavened nature, is sent direct from
London and eaten by some of the
strictest of the sect. Everything is of
the best, for the motto of the “Agape-
monite” is “luxury and enjoyment, and
peace with good works.”

There was recently a special gather-
ing of Pigott's disciples from all parts
of England. Addressing them in the
garden of the “abode of love” Pigott
asserted his blasphemous claim to be
the Son of God. Many of the “Agape-
monites” openly wcrshipped Pigott,
who said: “I am the Lord Jesus, who
has come again.”

Revelations  and miracles are confi-
dently awaited by Pigott’s followers, in
whose case deferred hope appears to
strengthen their faith.

In the “abode of love” they fare
sumptuously every day, if orders given
to local tradesmen are any criterion.
None may address Pigott by any
name except “Messiah.” He rarely
appears outside of the walls of his
carefully guarded temple of mystery.
One day last week, however, he gave
a picnic to his disciples among the
Quantock Hills. News of the outing
had been bruited abroad, and, though
every effort was made to preserve gec-
recy regarding the place seleoted for
the picnic, the “Agapemonites’ driving
to the rendezvous at different times
and by various roads, a crowd of curi-
osity seekers eventually came across
the gathering. Pigott was found seat-
ed in the midst of his faithful, who
sprang to their feet and jealously sur-
rounded their leader as soon as they
realized that his whereabouts had been
discovered. The scene before it was
broken in upon had been a strange
one. Men and women rapt in silent
thought, gazing with ecstasy at the
trees and flowers while the Messiah,
near whom was Ruth, peering intently
into the depths of a buttercup.

Smyth-Pigott comes of an old Som-
erset family. He was born in 1852, and
after several voyages as a sailor took
orders. In 1884 he joined the Salvation
Army, and after eleven years of zeal-
ous work with that body he suddenly
separated himself from it in 18%. For
