NEW YORK, June 12—A coroner’s 
jury which today Investigated the death 
of Dr. Charles A. Foster, the noted 
alienist, con finned the result of an 
autopsy by a coroner’s physician. The 
doctor died frwm uriamia. At the same 
time the jury censured the police for 
having placed Dr. Foster in a cell when 
he was found acting strangely on the 
street on the night of May 17. In effect 
the verdict was that the police had 
made a blunder in the arrest of Dr. 
Foster and the jury recommended thàt 
whenever a prisoner is brought before 
the police officials charged with intox­
ication, a proper medical examination 
should be‘made to ascertain whether 
the condition of the person is not due 
to physical causes other than Inebriety. 
Friends of Dr. Foster who demanded 
the investigation on his death, claimed 
that his life mght have been saved had 
the police called an ambulance.
