A BRUTAL CRIME

NEW YORK, Jan. 4—A murder in
| Glasgow, Scotland, developed an Am-
erican chapter yesterday when Oscar
Slater was arrested as the liner Lusi-
tania docked. The arrest was made on
a warrant issued by  United States
Commissioner Shields at the instance
of Courtenay W. Bennett, British con-
sul general in this city. Slater, who
sailed under the name of Otto Sands,
or Sando, was easily recognized by the
cabled description. He is a German, 37
years old, and has a prominent nose
with a noticeable crook in it. He was
accompanied by a tall French woman
who he says is his wife. She is detain-
ed at Ellis Island.

On December 21 Ist Miss Marion Gill
christ, 80 years old, who livead alone
with her maid at 15 Queen’s terrace,
Wegt Princess street, Glasgow, was
found murdered in her flat at that ad-
dress and two men who were seen in
the neighborhood have been arrested
on suspicion. On Christmas Day word
was cabled from Glasgow to the Brit-
ish consul general here that another
suspect, a crooked nosed man, was
about to sail for New York from Liver-
pool. The cable also said that a diamond
(brooch had been stolen at the time of
the murder, hut the Glasgow papers
leave it in doubt if anything was
stolen and describe a diamond broo:ch
thought to be missing as ‘“circular.”
Among the things taken from Slater is
a pawn ticket for a three row diamond
crescent briooch, on which he had se-
cured a loan of $300. He says it was
his wife's.

He was arraigned before Cominission-
er Shields, who held him for examina-
tion on January 19. He denied his guilt
and in Marshal Henkel's office had an
oppertunity to confer with counsel,
Willjam A. Goodman. In a statement
issued later through his lawyer Slater
denied that he ever knew the Gilchrist
woman and declareq that he did npt
leave Glasgow until four days after
the murder. He sgaid that the woman
was murdered at 7 o’clock in the even-
ing and that he had pawned the brooch
before Mrs. Gilchrist’s death. The
date of the pawn ticket is December
21, the day of the murder. The pawn-
broker was Alexander J. Liddel of 8
Sauchizhall street. Charles Cox, coun-
sel for the British consulate, took a
copy of the ticket and will communi-
cate with the Glasgow police.

Stater said in his statement given out
through his Iawyer that his Glasgow
address was St. George’'s road, three
miles from Miss Gilchrist’s abode, and
that on the day of the murder he was
not nearer her home than a half inile.
He added that h: had been out walk-
‘ing with a friend and on .the rcturn
he left a friend at a corner that dis-
tance from the scene of the murder.
The friend in golng to his own home
was obliged to pass the Gilchrist place
and in ‘doing so learned of the crime
and' told ‘Slater about it later in the
evening.

Glasgow papers say that on the day
of the murder Miss Giichrist’'s maid
went out about 6.30 p. m. to get an
evening paper. When she returned she
found her mistress lying on the hearth
rug in the dining room, her head beaten
almost beyond recognition. Apparent-
ly the assallant had rung the door bell
and*when Miss QGilchrist onened the
door had struck her down and carried
the body into the dining room. One of
the hobbies of the old lady was the col-
lection of antique diamond brooches,
necklaces and rings, and some of these
were scattered about the room and it
was stated that a small circular dia-
mond brooch was missing, although
the police dismissed robbery as the mo-
tive for the crime.

Miss Gilchrist had had a fear ¢f bur-
glars and had arranged with a Mr.

A Driscoll's Fate fo the

NEW YORK, Jan. 5.—After having
been buried nearly five months in a
potter’s field, near Paterson, N. J., the
body of James A. Driscoll, seventeen
years old, was exhumed yesterday and
identified by his parents, who had been
searching for the lad constantly, hop-
ing that he was alive. In all tkat time
the fact of young Driscoll's death was
known to Stephen Bolcar, whose home
in Boonton, is near that of the Dris-
colls, but he sald nothing until New
Year’s Day. ; ’

Then, realizing that possibly he had
done wrong, he told Mr. and Mrs. Dris-
coll that he, their son and several oth-
er boys of about the same age, had
gone to Paterson on August 12. Ncne
of them had money, but they beat their
way on the Lackawanna Railroad and
spent the day in Paterson. In tke ev-
ening Bolcar and Driscoll started for
home on a freight train. Bolcar got
aboard safely but the other boy slip-
ped between two cars and was killed.

After hearing this revelation, Mr. and
Mrs. Driscoll went to Paterscn, where
they learned that a body answering to
the description of their son had been
found on the railroad and afterward
buried, Albert McBrier, the morgue
keeper, showed to the parents a photo-
graph of the lad, which made the iden-
tificatfon practically certain,but it was
decided to open the grave. This was
done in the presence of the father and
mother, and when the coffin was open-

| ed they made the identification posi-

tive hy marks on the bodv.

At their request the coffin was again
sealed and the body was sent to Boon-
ton, where it will be buried in St.
Mary’s cemetery.

His majesty continued: “This happy
gathering is the first and best 'proof
of the benefits which have been con-
ferred by our constitution. I declare
devoted my

sacred rights, and I shall be the great:
est enemy of any one who may act in
a contrary sense.”

Ahmed Risa Bey, president of the
parliament, replied, reccalling the fact
that in ancient times the califs con-
descended to meet the representatives
of the people. He added: “Since then
your majesty is the first to resume the
custom.”
