Fishery Association. The commission 
met again on Thursday and a large 
number of witnesses were called, and 
the same ground gone over as on the 
previous day with the same unanimity 
of opinion amohg the majority of the 
witnesses questioned. The evidence 
brought out at the sitting of the com­
mission showed that there Is a vast 
falling off or depletion of our herring, 
line and lobster fisheries In the last 
twenty years. The net fishermen lay 
It to the weirs, the weir men to the 
netters; but the truth of the matter 
is as one witness, Willard Ingalls, said, 
they were all Implicated In the de­
struction of the fish.

It was Interesting'* and at times 
amusing to listen to the various wit­
nesses as they gave their evidence. 
Some were rathqr caustic In their re­
marks and their words filled with 
biting sarcasm, and at other times 
were humorous, but a more intelli­
gent and clearly defined concensus of 
the opinion and wishes of the fisher­
men could not have been obtained 
than were the answers to the questions 
propounded by the Inquisitors of the 
commission. В. C. Bowers of Brier 
Island did not come to the meeting at 
Grand Harbor on Thursday. N. H. 
.Cole, representing the Portland Pack­
ing Co., and B. A. Holmes, packer of 
sardines and lobsters, with Ms man­
ager, John F. Calder of Eestport, Me., 
and Capt. John A. Ingereoll of the 
Aurora Khd a long Interview with the 
members of the commission on Wed­
nesday evening after their arrival at 
North Head from the meeting at 
Grand Harbor. All these gentlemen 
are engaged In packing lobsters. As 
the outcome of the commission's visit 
to this Island we may expect to see 
the limits of the herring spawning 
grounds shifted to John’s Point, two, 
miles southwest of Seal Cove and 
Island, and no change made In the 
distance limit from the weirs where 
nets can be set. No weirs or nets 
fished from six o’clock Saturday night 
till six o’clock Monday morning The 
lobster regulations as applied to Grand 
Manan to follow the old regulations 
In regard to length of lobster to be 
taken, 91-2 inches, so that canneries 
can be operated.

I and Two Islands claimed by the net 
fishermen to be Oh the spawning 
grounds as now laid out be prohibited 
from' taking herrings during the closed 
season, as the net fishermen are, and 

That the regulation now for­
bidding any nets to be set closer to 
any weirs than 1,000 feet, be amended 
to read not nearer than 600 feet from 
any weir.

The weir fishermen were to be given 
their choice of any one of the above 

, resolutions affecting the weirs, which 
-are the spirit of those presented to the 
commission by the net fishermen of 
North Head, If not the very letter of 
the resolutions.

The lobster question was next dis­
cussed, and 10 1-2 inches was urged as 
the legal limit.

The dogfish came in for discussion. 
Though no one could devise a scheme 
to annihilate him in short order, all 
urged that the government put on a 
bounty sufficient to make It a paying 
business to fish for and destroy him.

The next day, Wednesday, the 9th, 
the commission met at Grand Harbor 
at 1.30 p. m., when a most representa­
tive gathering of fishermen was pre­
sent. The majority favored the pre­
sent closed season and limits to the 
spawning grounds, but the net fish­
ermen present favored the resolution 
of the North Head fishermen re shifting 
the limits of the spawning grounds. 
They went even farther, proposing that 
the line defining the eastern limit of 
the grounds be drawn from a point 
known as John’s Point, two miles be­
low Seal Cove, straight 
Green Island and throwing out of the 
limits the -two Wood Islands 
running out towards Gannet Rock, 
three miles and then sweeping around 
.Southern Head and up to Bradford’s 
Cove (on the west side of the Island). 
This question created considerable dis­
cussion and comment.

The lobster bait question, or the 
taking of very small herrings for that 
purpose, was brought up. 
number of witnesses were unanimous 
|n saying that some regulation should 
be passed forbidding the taking of any 
herrings under six Inches In length at 
the least, some advocating seven Inches 
jib the legal length, thinking that this 
would he adequate protection to the 
fisheries and would not Interfere with 
the sardine business, which (with the 
exception of one or two witnesses), 
they did not think a great Injury to 
the fisheries. Some thought there were 
Uust as many fish as ever, but for some 
unknown reason they did not come in 
shore In the unlimited quantities as 
they used to do. the lobster regula­
