The
operation of replacing the human
scalp, following violent ‘removal, and
at the same time causing the blood
vessels to reunite, is so rarely success-
ful that the authorities of the Lincoln
(Hospital, where the remarkable feat in
surgery was performed, kept all the
circumstances secret until satisfied, as
they were yesterday, that the union
was perfect. .

The story of the peculiar accident
was told in The Press February 18.
Miss Willston, 18 years old, was em-
ployed by the International Manufac-
turing Company, at 137th street and
Willow avenue, The Bronx. On the
morning of February 17, just after the
mill machinery started, she took down
her long hair to rebraid it.

DEATH OF “JIM” DOE

fRecalls the Murder of Officer Steadman
Jn Moncton in 1892.

(Moncton Transcitpt.)

A Dorchester correspondent writing
to the Transcript says: ‘“The convict
“John Doe,” who died of paralysis in
the penitentiary at Kingston, Oat., has
been incorrectly reported as coming

| from Halifax, having been transferred

duct. The fact is he was ‘‘Buck’s”
pal in ccnnection with the Steadman
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murder in Moncton. He was serving
a 25 year terry Some of the Dorches-
ter staff have vivid recollections of his
stay in the maritime institutiom.”’
As regards the above, when the news
“Doe,”” the convict,
was first published, the Transcript was
impressed with the idea that it must
mean “Jim Doe,” the pal of Buck in
the murder of Police Officer Steadman.
The construction of the news item
stated that his name was “John” Doe,
and that he had been sentenced to life
twenty years ago at Halifax. “Jim’’
Doe, “Buzk’s” pal, was captured in the
Canaan woods, up north, aboyt two
weeks aTter fthe murder of Officer
Steadman, which occurred at the Don-
nelly house, Telegraph street, cn_the
night of August 1st, 1892. “Buck® was
hanged at Dorchester, and “Jim” was
sentenced to 25 years in peniteritiary.
He was utterly incorrigible and was
transferred to Kingston some few
years since. ShorTly after the transfer
word was received in this city that
“Jim’”’ had gone insane and was con-
fined in the insane ward. “Jim” was
certalnly a Tnost desperate character,
was apparently well educated and an
excellent pianist. It was rumored at
the time of the murder that he was

| well connected in St. John, but had run

away from home when quite young.

Steadman, for which “Buck” paid the
penalty on the scaffold, Monctonians
with the facts.

HALIFAX, N. S, March. 1.— The
Liberal Conservative convention that
met here today was the largest and
in many respects the best in the his-
tory of the party in Nova Scotia. De-
legates were present from every part
of the province, the total in attendance
being about 225. The purpose of the
convention was mainly to perfect pro-
vincial organization. To this end, for
one thing the province was divided in-
to five districts, the chairman of each
of which will be a vice-president of
the association. R. L. Borden was
made honorary president, and John F.
Stairs, president. A resolution advo-
cating greater relief by the local gov-
erninent to the miners’ relief societies
and the establishment by the local
government of an old age and perma-
nent disability fund for miners was
adopted. A resolution of appreciation
of the work of C. E. Tanner, M. P. P.,
was adopted, and also the foilowing re-
solution of appreciation of R. L. Bor-
den :

“That this convention desires to -ex-
press and place on record its full con-
fidence in R. L. Borden, M. P,, as the
leader of the Liberal Conservative
party 'of Canada and its hearty ap-
proval of the policy he has propound-
ed respecting the tariff, the Grand
Trunk Pacific contract, and the con-
duct of public affairs generally. It
also desires to express its high *appre-

BRITISH NAVY ESTIMATES.

LONDON, March 1—In the course
of a discussion of the naval estimates

) in the house of commons this evening,

1

Premier Balfour while admitting the
magnitude of the estimates, said the
house should not only consider the am-
ount, but should watch the general
European and Asiatic situation, which

'alone could jdstify what the country

was asked to expend. The country
should not lose sight of the possibility
of war between Great Britain and two
great maritime powers, which could
hardly end without great losses on the
part of both the enemies and Great
Britain, in which event the other na-
vies would be intact and in a mari-
time position which they did not now
hold.

Continuing, Mr. Balfour said he was
reluctant to mention the possibility of
war. He did not think such a dread-
ful contingency was one which they at
present had any reason to apprehent.
But, when talking of the navy they
must always be talking of the possi-
bility of war, and he was forced when
indicating the general outlines of the
reasons which compelled the govern-
ment to ask for this sacrifice to indi-
cate possibilities which did not exist
25 years ago. There was no possible
comparison between the dependence
Great Britain placed on her navy,
which was defensive, and the depend-
ence placed by America or any Euro-
pean country on their ‘navies, which
were offensive. Great Britain’s pol-
icy had been to ‘see what other na-
tions were doing in the way of laying
down ships and to immediately make a
reply. So long as the admiralty was
careful not to anticipate or force other
countries on, but simply to follow suit,
in insuring the other countries did not
outstrip Great Britain in the race for
naval superiority, Mr. Balfour believ-
ed the country would support parlia-
ment in the expenditure.

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DEAR BREAD IN NEW YORK.

Two Cents a Dozen Added to Rolls
and Size of the Loaf is Reduced.

Up went the price of bread yester-
day. Two cents a dozen was added to
the price of rolls, buns and small
breadstuffs and. the ordinary bread
loaf was decreased in weight suffi-
clent to make an increase of about
three-fourths of a cent a pound to
the consumer. ;

At all of the principal retail bakeries
on the west side these prices went in-
to effect and the result was a constant
volley of protests from customers and
small dealers all day. As a rule east
side dealers did not increase their
price. Most of the bread in that part
of the city is sold by small dealers who
carry their wares through the streets
in carts, and they feared their trade
would be permanently injured. They
propose to hold a mass meeting next
Ftiday night, when a permament or-
ganization will be formed to oppose
the intrease in the price of flour.

C. E. Abbott, formerly president of
the Retail Bakers’ Association, said :
*‘The price of flour has increased $1.20
a barrel. That is a condition we are
not to blame for and a cendition we
cannot get away from.” Among the
wholesalers it was the generally ex-
pressed opinion that prices of flour
would soon get back to where they
were a month ago.

LAURIER CAN SYMPATHIZE.
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His Cabinet Disagreeing and

His Overthrow Near.

PARIS, March 2.—The Figaro this
morning follows up the interview it
published yesterday with Premier
Combes upon the reports that the
cabinet is likely to fall soon, with the
report of the lengthy conversation be-
tween a member .of the cabinet, whose
‘identity is not divulged, and an intimate
friend. This minister said there was a
total absence of cordial relations among
the cabinet members, who avoided ex-
changes elsewhere than at the official
mectings, and who even then did not
discuss matters, but simply accepted
the proposals made by Mr. Combes.
He added that all the members would
be glad when the cabineét was over-
turned, but that none was willing to
compromise his colleagues by taking
