Canadian Australian Liner Made a

Record Trip.

MONTREAL, June 8.—The steamer
Manuka, the crack new steamer of the
Canadian-Australian line, arrived in
Vancouver at 9 p. m. on June 7, two
days ahead of her scheduled arrival,
as she was not due until the evening
of the 9th.

Nearly
every man and boy in the place owns
a gun er an apology for one. Game
laws, if they are aware that such
things exist, must be a continual sub-
jeot of jest, for they e paid no re-
spect whatever. SmalN pleces of
ground around the houses are culti-
wated and enough meadow hay is cut
to keep a few cattle and the few horses
the com"nunlty is proud to own. Be-
yond this the amount of work done is
absolutely nil. As far as personal pos-
sessions are concerned, what one owns
all use.

Quite a Number of Provincial People

- o

BOSTON, June 8.—The unfavorable
weather of 'the past.week has checked
the spruce trade, but still the demand
thas ben fair. Prices for frames con-
tinue firm. From the provinces seven
schooners arrived last week, bringing
635,365 fet of lumber and 600,000 laths.
Quotations here are as follows: Spruce
'—10 and 12 inch dimension, 320; 9 inch
and under dimension, $19; 10 and 12
inch random lengths, 10 feet and up,
$20.50; 2x3, 2x4, 2x5, 2x7 and 3x4, 10 feet
and up, $17; merchantable boards, 5
inch and wup, $17; matched boards,
$18.50; eastern hemlock. boards, 12, 14,
16 feet, $15. Shingles—Cedar ex, $3.25
to 3.40; clear, $2.75 to 2.90; 2nds, $2.25
to 2.40; clear white, $2.15 to 2.20; ex. No.
1, $1.76 to 1.90. Lath, spruce—11:2 in.;
$3.10 to 3.25; 15-8 in., $3.25 to 3.40. Clap-
boards—Spruce, 4 feet, $42 to 43; clears,
$40 to 41; 2nd clears, $38 to 39; pine ex-
tras, $556 to 60; clears, $50 to 55; 2nd
clears, $45 to 50.

All reports from the business world
give evidence of contraction in opera-
tions. Curtailment in production is
lessening the purchasing ability, Some
peoplet are economizing because they
are forced so to do, others because they
are influenced by conditions surround-
ing them. It is believed that the de-
pression is largely sentimental, as there
has been no crop disaster to account
for it. There never was such an abun-
«dance of money. Nevertheless, the de-
sire to await a clearer knowledge as
to the crops and the political outlook
is spreading. The spirit of conserva-
‘tism is as noticeable among sellers as
it is among buyers. It is recognized
that on the first appearance of activity
it would be necessary to add materi-
ally to the stocks on hand. In some
lines there is a fair retail trade, while
in others climatic conditions have been
unfavorable to any extended buying.

Ocean freights remain at a low ebb
of .lepression, with no improvement in
any case from the abnormally low car-
rying rates recently prevailing. The
outward movement of grain at pres-
ent prices is extremely light, many
vessels leaving without a bushel of
grain, and ir soine cases refusing to
carry grain at present unremunera-
tive rates of 3-4d. or below.

Fresh mackerel are in abundance
here. They are mostly all large and
are worth 8 to 10 cents. Some new
salt mackerel have been landed of late.
They were also large and sold at $10 to
10.50 per bbl. The mackerel fleet is
now in provincial waters. Old salt fish
are quiet and are held at nominal quo-
tations. Cured ard pickled codfish are
easier, but the supply is not large.
Commission housas ask $6.75 to 7.25 for
large shore; $5.75 te 6.25 for medium;
$7.25 to 7.75 for large Georges and $7.50
to 8 for large dry bank. Pickled her-
ring are steady and unchanged at $6.50
to 7 for Nova Scotia large split. Fresh
fish are in fair supply, though the fog
has hampered the offshore fishermen.
Ldbsters have been in full supply, al-
though the last shipment has been re-
ceived from Yarmouth, and prices are
expected to advance. Quotations are
as follows: Market cod, 21-2 to 3c. per
1b.; large- cod, 3 to 4c.; Georges had-
dock, 21-2 to 8c.; white eastern hali-
but, 12 to 1l4c.; gray, 8 to 9c.; eels, 10c.;
sea bass, 20c.; buck shad, 12 to 15c.;
roe shad, 30 to 35c.; live losters, 12c.:
boiled, 1l4c.; eastern salmon, green, 20
to 30c.; western, 15 to 20c.
