10 HELP BRAMNE MEN
WHO SAGRIFIGED LIMBS
IN OUR DEFENGE

An Appeal in Behalf of Men
Who Have Lost Arms or

" Legs in War—A Worthy
Cause.

The following letter was written by
one of the officers of Belgian Relief
Commission in London, to a friend in
New York. It presents in a graphic
manner the claims of one class of dis-
abled men, and makes an appeal in
their behalf. This letter from an Am-
erican to an American naturally makes
reference to the opportunity for as-
sistance from the United States, but
as the beneficiaries of the gifts will
no doubt include Canadians, it is felt
that the people of this country, too,
should have opportunity of subscrib-
ing.

My Dear Katharine:-—

Possibly, after reading this letter,
you will be generoug enough to think
that the very nature of the appeal to
be found in it is sufficient apology on
S|{my part for bothering you with the
matter. As a result of visits during
{the last few months, to various hos-
pitals where cases of men having lost
arms and legs are cared for, having
long talks with the matrons of these
Institutions, and coming in direct per-
sonal contact from time to time with
the men themselves, I have found
specially tragic cases that hdve so en-
listed my sympathy, and appealed to
me that, finally, I could no longer re-
sist the desire to make some effort to-
ward helping at least a few of them.
In every case where a man has lost
an arm or a leg, or both, the Gowern-
ment provides artificial ones; but the
allowance made for the purpose does
not cover the cost of modern and most
useful types of artificial limbs. (They
are very expengive.) Many of the
maimed men have private means, or
families, who make it possible for
them to possess the latter. On the
other hand, there are men (those hav-
ing lost arms especially interest me)
who having not a shilling in the world,
_~|and no one to help them—face a per-
fectly hopeless future, because of the
lack of an extra ten, fifteen or twenty
pounds, which, added to the Govern-
ment allowance, would enable them to
possess the very newest artificial
arms, and with which men can earn a
living in so many different ways. Re-
cently, I visited the Roehampton Hos-
pital, where only cases of men having
lost their limbs are taken. There are
over five hundred of these poor fel-
lows in this one Institution, and
amongst them are some of the tragic
cases | refer to. One young soldier
there demonstrated for me what could
be done with the Carnes arm. He had
lost both arms, is an electrical en-
