‘udget Speech Resumed.

Hag. Mr. Pugsley said: I do not intend
toglletain the hous: very long by the few
fitional obeervations I have to make be
»ause I think that yesterday I went into
sufficient detail with: reference to the pub-
lic 2ccounis and the various matters con
tained in the budget to emable the house
to form a correct idea of the financial state
+f the province.

There is one matter, however, in regard
to which I wish to make a few remarke
_the comeolidation of the Statutes. It
will be remembered that the legislature at
a former session granted $20.000 for this
nocearary work. At that t'‘me we did nov
tnow what would be the amcunt of the |

The revised statutes of 1877 cost $22,500,
and the book contained 1,123 pages, with-
out the index. The present revision con-
‘aine 2,719 pages without the index or two

I learced to-
day ‘that while 1 was correct in stating
that the comrpany proposed to erect a re-
finery, I should have atated that the cap-
ital for this building has been provided,
that the nachinery is being got ready and
that in a few months the refinery =vill be
in operation. The owners of the property
seem to he well asvured that the oil is
there in abundance and I look with confi-
dence to a great development in that di-
rection, ws well as large royalties ito the
province from oil.

Outlook Promising for lrcreased Revenues
There are many other directiong in which
we might very well expend public money,
but we are restrained by want of means.

Mr Flemmicg.

Mr. Flemming—I concur ic the regret
which has been expressed by the attorney
general at the absence of the premier, for
[ have always listened with interest to tte
fnancial etatement which he hae been pre-
senting for the past few years. I may eay
qurther that as we are well aware of the
ability ©of the attorney general we knew
that the financial statement would not
tail at hig hands and while it was very
general and did go into mamny details 1
have no doubt that he would make an
excellent finance minister.

The attorney general hae referred to the
large increase in the territorial revemuc
and that the amount laet year was $10,000
mone than the estimate. 1t ia well known
that we have had a period of great pros
perity in the lumber trade and therefore
that the returns from stumpage are large.
A large amount of lumber has been cut
thi year on eccount of the ‘forest fires
so that the -territorial revenue will prob-
ably be large. But while that is true of
the present vear the praspects for the
future are not so very bright. The lumber
market is depressed and if it should re-
main eo it mrght give us a much smaller
revenue.

Mr. Hazen Oppases Factory Commission.

Mr. Hazen eaid that this was & piece of
unnecessary legislation, the trouble was
that the -attormey gemeral had plunged
into this factory legislation without giving
it due consideration. The bill as he draft-
ed it was mot applicable o this country
and if it had passed with out amendments
it would have closed all our saw mills for
it contained a provision that every saw
must be femced in.. .I think that there
should be such a factory act for workers
in large factories and that there ought to
be an age limit. I am also in favor of the
provision in rezard to health and fire

escapes. y

The introduction of this bill has served
us an education and if before the next
gession the government gives it their at-
tention the house will be able to deal with
this subject without a commission. That
is 'why I oppose the b#l because I think
it ‘unnecessary and likely to lead to ex-
pense. .

Mr. Robertson Favors Commission.

Mr. Robertson was in favor of the com-
mission. This factory legislation was a step
in the right way and he was proud of the
position our province was taking among
the provinces of Canada. While it might
be true that euch legisiation - was mot
needed in the rural districts it was in St.
John, He was glad that the government
nad given their attention to this matter.
Why should they hesitate to spend money
for the benefit of the working people who
were the bone and sinew of the country.

Commission Agreed To-

Hom. Mr. Pugdiey quite agreed with the
leader of the opposition that the bill had
operated as an educator. 1t has attracted
much attention but that was the object
for which he had introduced the bill eariy
in the session so that it might evoke dis
cussion. He had prepared the bill wath
some care but had not the practical know-
ledge necsssary to make it perfect. There
were such differences of opinion with re-
gard to the matter that the government
thought the best nway Wwas to appoint a
commission. The government. would see to
it that the expense of this commission
would mot be large. The bill was agreed

to. ;

The bill to amend the act to authorize
the revision and consoiidation of the
statutes of the province Wwas also agreed
to in the committee. This bill' authorizes
the payment of a further sum of $15,000
for this object.

Mr. Hazen said he had been opposed
to the consolidation from the first and
had voted against it, but as this expemse
had been incurred there was nothing to
do but to pay the bill.

The bill to amend the act to jncorporate
the town of Dalhousie for water, sewer-
age, fire, light and police purpose Was
agreed to in committee.

Mr. McLatchey explained that the ob-
ject of the bill was to increase the power
of the commissioners and to enlarge the
boundary of the towm.

The house adjourned at 11.40.

Domville Wants to Wake British Shilling
Worth 25 Cents.

THE GRAND TRUKK PACIFIC.

Says It Will Carry Canadian

Freight to Purtland, at St

Jonh's Fxpense.

Ottawa, April 12—(Special)—The debate
on the Grand Trunk Pacific project was
sesumed today by George Taylor (Conser-
vative) who spoke of the contract as an
iniquitous ome.

Mr. Casgrain (Montmorency) followed.
He leaned towards government ownership
and maintained that the government Wwas
forcing the Grand Trunk to build the easit-
ern section to the maritime provinces, The
money could be better spent by building
local roads in Quebec.

Mr. Lemieux (solicitor general) in re-
ply, said that if Mr. Casgrain had been
looking after the recent bye-clections in
Quebec he would have found that the cry
wih the Conservatives was that the Lib-
erals wowld never build the eastern section
but if the opposition got in they would
do so.

He said that Quebec had contributed
$75,000,000 as its sharve for the comstruc-
tion of the Camadian Pacific yet the peo-
ple of that province did not complain al-
!:houg'u the road did not serve the prov-

ince.

Mr. Lemieux declared himself in favor of
increased subsidies to the provinces from
the dominion. They were mot now paid
enough.

Dr. Daniel.

Dr. Daniel (8t. John) recalled that in
order to have the first transcomtinental
line, the C. P. R., built, the government
had to offer great inducements and even
with that it was touch and go whether
the road would be put through. If it had
not been built: Canada would have had
no Northwest and mo great wheat fields.

The C. P. R. had been the making of
the country. Had it not been for the C.
P. R. the members of the house would not
now be discussing the cost of a second or
third transcontinental line.

In the deal with the G. T. R. the gov-
ernment occupied the position not of
senior, but of junior partner. The deal
would place in the hands of a foreign cor-
poration ‘the important transportation in-
terests of Canada. In fact the acheme was

one which would mortgage the dominion’'s
future in this respect.

e was perfectly satisfied that the pro-
‘ject did mot originate with the govern-
ment but with the directors of the G. T.
R., which wanted a line westward from
North Bay to tap the Canadian Norih-
west so as to get a connection for their
eastern systems.

Extend the 1. C. R.

He was of the opinion that the Inter-
colonial under proper management could
be extended to the wheat fields of the
west and operated successfully. It could
be made a good commercial road. If ex
tended it could do the part that was ex-
pected of it in the development of the
country. But ithe - Intercolonial was not
properly managed or treated now. In this
connection he cited tlie amount which was
being paid to the government road in an
experiment trial for carrying wheat from
Depot Harbor to St. John and Halifax.

Tyranny on 1. C. R, Saysthe Doctor.

The member for Hants {(Dr. Russell)
had objected to govermnent ownership
because it degenerated to the making of
the road a political machine. The 1. C. R.
was demoralized hecause of political con-
trol. No private compiany would cxercise
such tyranny over ils QINROYes &3 was in-
stanced on the 1. C. R. e said that a
man had heen dizmissed from the road be
cause he was mot present af o eertain
elaction, although he awas attending the

funeral of his sister. He denounced such

tyranny and therefore he believed, that
Dr. Russell was right im his
denunciation of political control.

Dr. Daniel was confident that theve
could be such political control as would
guide the policy of the road in the hands
of the minister while at the same time
the employment, and dismissal of employes
here and tnere might be leéit to independ-
ent parties. There was a desire for proper
governmert ownership and the peopit
would endorse it.

| C R. Ought to Be improved

Dealing with the Quebec and Moncton
section Dr. Daniel said that it was very
problematical whether a shorter line could
be got than the I. C. R. He did mot think
that better grades than the I. C. R. could
be found by the proposed route. The in-
tention was to spend $13,000,000 on the
section from Quebec to Moncron; this
money could be spent to very much better
advantage in the manitime provinees. He
was not speaking in the interest of his
own constituency but for all the marifime
provinces. The grades of the I. C. R. could
be lessened and the curves straightened,
and the ports of Halifax and St. John na-
tionalized.

Favors St. Joha Valley Route.

In his own opinion if a mew line were
to be built it should be from Edmundston
down the valley of the St. Jobn to St.
John city. The road as proposed by tie
bill did not go through a country which
would give any local traffic.

In regard to the scheme from a mari-
timo provinee point of view he objected
to it because it would shut them out from
handling the traffic at the terminals. They
all knew where the terminals of the Grand

Byunk lay. They did mot le im fhe -
fine provinces.

He objected to the Grand Trunk wmiking 1
Cenadian monmey to build up Americam
ports. He thought any. maritime provinee
fan would be making a mistake to vote
for a scheme which was o build up Port-
Jand im the United States at the expemse
of St. John. Some of the changes that
were made in the medifications were ap-
parently for the express purpose of per-
mitting the G. T. R. to take Camadiam
produce to the United States ports. He
wanted to know why the deposit was to
be released before the eastern section was
to be built. If it were intended to con-
struct the eastern ecction there was RO
necessity for making a provision of st
kind.

When the lime was built from North
Bay to Winnipeg and the Pacific coast,
the G. T. R. would get all that they de-
sired and then their deposit would be re-
leased.

He declared that the epeeches from the
Conservative side had not been answered
from the government side. In his opinion
the country was not making a good bar-
gain amd it shouid not be adopted by &he
louse, According to Mr. Wade (Anna-
polis) such pressure had been brought be
bear upom the government that it was
forced to agree to the building ou wae east-
ern section.

Dr. Daniel invited Mr. Wade to bring
his influence to bear upon the government
o induce it to emsure the shipment of
freight, that went over the G T P, b
(Canadian sea ports.

The C. P. R. was mot a political road
but was a commercial road built along
the shortest distance between the two sea-
boards. If the G. T. P. were built this
could not be said of ib.

In conclusion he said that the maritime
province memn ‘Who supported the project
would be brushed aside as cobwebs whea
the guestion was submitted to the people.
(Conservative cheers.)

Wednesday morning a train with pearcly
