Toronto, Aug. 31—Situated on the shore
of Lake Ontario and comprising some 200
acres of land, the general location of the
National Exhibition could hardly be im-
proved. For twenty-seven years this ex-
‘hibition has been held annmally with suc-
cess. Today its equipment, lJand and build-
ings are probably worth $1,500,000, and
yet further plans have already been ma-
tured.

The property of this institution is own-
ed by the city of Toromto, but it is man-
aged by a board of  twentydive
directors who are chosen from the

city council, board of trade, Press Associa-|

tion and kindred bodies. The only paid
official among them is Dr. Orr, the secre-
tary and manager. All the others are pub-
Hc spirited citizens who have cheerfully
given of their time and ability for the
benefit of their city and province. Some
of them have been on the board nearly
twenty years, and during several months
of the year they have been willing to
spend a portion of each day in devising
ways and means for the promotion of the
great annual fair. The term “National”
as applied o the fair may perhaps be a
trifie ambitious, but- after examining the
varied products - shown on its
I am  satisfied that it measures
up to that quality. more fully than
any other anmual exhibition in Canada.
Nearly all the exhibitors come from the
provinces of Ontario and Quebec, because
phese contain the most highly organized
branches of industry end agriculture.

I do not observe the name of a siggle
firm or individual from New Brunswick,
end but two from Nova Scotia. The dis-
tance of course is a great obstacle for such

And from my ¢bservation of many
{Americans and Britons I am inclined to
think that Canada is raising up a people
with a stronger and tougher fibre than
either kindred. The Oanadian has an 1n-
dividuality of his owm. It is clearly dis-
tinguishable and will probably. persist. No
better set-up type of man can be found
anywhere.

Cooper, editor of the Canadian Magazine,
I was invited to the directors’ luncheon
on children’s day. Fach day is set apart
for a particular subject such as edugatx_on,
manufactures, the press, etc. Specialists
in those lines are invited to be present
and discuss different phases of the sub-
ject for that day. On children’s day the
subject was education. Teachers, inspec-
tors and members of the city school
board all contributed their quota of sug-
gestion, criticism and comment.

The impression  left with a
visitor is that the directors of the To-
ronto exhibition are a body of far-seeing
men, keenly alive to the wants of their
city and deeply imbued with the spirit
of progress.

_ with the magnitude of the fair. On the

grounds may be seen agricultural hall,

\AM SHATTERED
B A CUNSHT

Fredericton Lad While Taking
Weapon from €anoe Was Badly
Wounded

Prompt Action of Companion
Likely Saved Young Coburn’s
Life--Rev. A. R. Robinson of
Gibson Resigns Charge--Other
News of the Capital.

Fredericton, Sept. 3—(Special)—The, St.
John yacht Zuleika arrived in port last
night and will remain until tomorrow.
Those on board were J. Fraser Gregory,
Dr. L. A. Langstroth, Thomas Lawson,
J. Ernest McFee, F. E. Smith and John
Dick. :

The first shooting accident of the sea-
son took place Saturday morning at a
point on the Douglas shore of the St.
John river about five miles above here,
and it came within an ace of having fatal
results.

About 5.30 a. m., Douglas Coburn, son
of Mrs. Coburn, of Saunders street, aged
fifteen years, and his young friend, James
D. Fowler, son of Mr. and Mrs. James
D. Fowler, and about the same age as his
companion, started off for Springhill to
try their luck as sportsmen. :

The young fellows got a canoe at Ather-
ton's boat house and paddled up as far
as Springhill,

The canoe was pulled up on a boom
and young Fowler got out first, and then
young Coburn followed. After getting
out of the canoe Coburn reached over for
his shot gun, which was lying with the
barrel pointed towards him. He picked
up the gun, which was a 16-guage, and-as
he was lifting it out of the canoe the trig-
ger caught and the gun was discharged.

The charge that was in the gun enter-
ed Coburn’s left hand in the palm and a
little below the wrist and passed through
the fleshy part up to his arm near the
elbow, where it became embedded after
scorching his shirt near his heart.

Immediately after the shot Coburn call-
ed “I have shot myself,” and at once
Fowler was at his companion’s side. It
did not take young Fowler long to size
up the situation. He concluded that the
first thing for him to do was to stop the
flow of blood and this he did by tying
a couple of handkerchiefs around the in-
jured arm. Then he ran to a farm house,
secured a horse and wagon and drove
Coburn at a rapid gait to Dr. Mullin’s
office at St. Mary’s. P

Dr. Mullin did what he could hurriedly
to stop the flow of blood and then drove
Coburn to Mrs. Richards’ private hospi-
tal, where Dr. Atherton and Dr. Mullin
administered chloroform, cleaned out the
wound, fixed up the torn arteries and
made the unfortunate young fellow as
comfortable as possible. Later on young
Coburn was taken to his home on Saun-
ders street and is resting as easily as,
could be expected. It is said that unless
bload poisoning sets in the injured boy |
will not have to lose his arm.

SCHOONER FROM HERE
GETS INTO TROUBLE

Comrade Neglected to Get Health
Certificate Before Sailing

Scituate, Mass., Sept. 1—The Bnglish
schooner Comrade, from St. John (N. B.)

sel. .

Here Capt. Kerrigan found himself in
trouble, as the collector refused to enter
his craft, having been advised through the
Boston custom house that the Comrade
had sailed from St. John without the
necessary health clearance certificate from
the customs authorities.

Capt. Kerrigan thus finds himself up
against a snag, for in addition to having
violated a maritime law, which lays him
liable to a heavy fine, as he cannet enter
his vessel within the required time limit
he will involuntarily again violate the
law. He has wired his home port for ad-
vics and is anxiously awaiting a reply.

At the custom house in Plymouth the
officers were at a loss how best to pro-
ceed, as it was the first case of the ‘kind
in their jurisdiction.

The captain says it was from thought-
lessness on his part that in the hurry of
sailing he forgot to take out the necessary|
health certificate, and that he did not|
think of it until he reached the customn
house this afterncon and attempted to
enter the vessel.

In the meantime the vessel is tied up
at the wharf here with the skipper await-
ing developments.
