THE TOBACCO QUESTION,

To the Editor of the Catholic Record, London :

DEaR SiR—I was very agreeabiy sur-
prieed to notice la your irsue of Ostober
4'h & communtcation on the tobacco ques
ton cf slrgular power and comprehen-
slvences from the pen of Mr, O'Belen J.
Atkingon. Last week another correspon-
dent replied ; but h's reply, while perhaps
containir g all that can be sald 1o favor of
tobacco, comen very far from refuting any
of Mr. Aiklncon’s arguments. Your
Lindeay correspondent contends that the
tobocco habit must be a good one, because
it is so univereal—apparently qulite for-
getting that the ssme argument may be
advanced with equal foico In behalf of
every other bad or viclous habit that dis
greces Coristerdom.  He also etates that
the money spent in it fs not wasted, b
cauee, forsooth, the preparation of tobacco
glves employmest to thousands of persous.
1i he had studied Poor Richard’s Aimanac
with prcfit, he wounld coneider it more in
crder to ack: “ What return have I re.
ceived for my money ?” and, falling a
satisfactory answer, would take but scant
consolatfon from the conviction that a
brewer, a distiller or & tobacco planter
was the better (ff for his loss, Bat the
great virtue clalmed for tobacco is a nega-
tve one. ‘It does no haim,” they aay,
Let us see.  All must admit that it ocea
slors 8 most wanton expenditare of the
eallva. This saliva, physlologists clatm, 1s
intended by nature for mofstening the
focd, ard Is eesential to proper digestion,
This makes it rather difficult for us to
undersiand bow tobacco can esslst diges
tion, at the srme time it deprives the focd
of an fugredient that s essential to diges
tlon, We are aleo told that tobacco
*'soothes ths nerves” It does nothing of
the kiud ; it irritates them. To prove
this, let & smoker ““ gooth his nerves ” and
then careful'y abstaln forsome hours feom
any employ ment that is llkely to disturhb
them, aud he will find that, nothwithetand.
frg this, bls nerves will soon become un
steady ard excited ard will eontinue so
till they sre aguin relieved by the pipe.
And why?  Because tobacco Is an irrl.
taut, and, a8 Is the cace with all etimulants,
its sccor dary cffect fs always the reverso

of its primary.

It should be remembered that nicotine,
the active principle of tobacco, 18 the
most intensely poisonous substance known,

with the slvgle exception of pramis acld,
Tobacco coutains from 2 to 8 per cent. of
nlootiae, s0 that on the aversge s pound of
tobacco contaios from 300 to 350 grains
of this polson, ouly 2 greins of whick, if
glven In such & way as to sccure its full
eff.ct, ls sufficlent to kill s man, “Tobaceo
fs to bs recommended to kill vermin of all
sorts, except a kind of parssite that breede
in bar rooms and billiard halls, aud may
often be seen adbericg to lamp-posts or
boviring around street corners or reilwey
stat'ons, repeating the experiment
dese:ibed by Columbus when he wrote in
bis ship journsl ‘we saw the naked sav-
sges twist huge leaves togetber and emoke
like devils.’” Most intelligent smokers
use pipes made of some ebeorblog mater-
fal such as clay or meerechaum, which will
suck up the olly matter (nicotine) before
it reaches the mouth; bat the emoke
which they inhale also contains a certain
smount of this pofson ard fts «ffect on
the delicate mucous membrane of the
lucgs s often very injurlons, The
humean orgauism, however, poeeesses in
wonderful degree the power of accommo

dating iteelf to the corditlons imposed
upon it. For fnstence, a man, taking
arsenic, by beginning with emall dcses
and graduslly focreasivg them, may, 1a
time, be able to take, withont
apparent, or st least, immedlate cffect,
&8 muoch as would kill thie) men
entirely unueed to it, It 1s this power of
adapting Iteelf to circumstances that
eaves the syatem of the tobaceo user from
the fall eff2ct of hls wrong duiog, atd
persors of the vital temperament with
robust constitutions may uee tobacco with.
out eufferlog wuch appreclsble irjury.
With all others, however, the csae fa,very
different, and with them the tobacco habit
becomes not only a qaestion of economy
ard good manners, bat a moral cne as
well. A man does not owa bhis life or
mental capacities in the sensa that he
cen do with them as he may chooee ; he
merely holds them in trust from God ;
and surely the Almighty will not hold
him gulltless who, for his own selfish
gratification, Indulges in a hablt that fs
likely to shorten bis life or Impalr his in

tellectual facultlcs. Your correspondent
refers to King James * counterbla:ts,” but
does not attempt to answer the king’s
log'e.  “Good countrymen,” says the
royal author, “let ue conslder what honor
or policle can mouve us to imitate the
barbarous and beastly manners of the
wilde, slavish and gcdless Indlane, espect-
a'ly ineo vlle a custom, Why do wee not
a8 well {udtate them In walkiog naked as
they doe? Ia preferring glasses and such
toyes, to golde and precious stones, as they

doe? Yes, why do wee not deale Gud

and adore the devlll, as they doe ?”

It may be of fnterest to Catholies tn re-
membir that at least two of the Popes
fssued oncyclicals rgatast the tobacco havit,
viz, Urban VIIL, “the vlgorous and
enlightered fourder of the collsge of the
Propaganda,” and Lmnogens XL “the
jadiclous reformer,” who refused to be
coerced by Loufs XV, even aft:r that
potentate had se’'zed the Papal territory « f
Aviguon and threatened to send a fluet
agalust Rime, If this latter fact had been
kaown by the bretbrea of tho Montreal
corference it {a posatble they might have
Leen more leslent towsrds a custom that
had incarred the Papal displeasara,

TRIP DOWN THE ST. LAWRENCE.

It was 7 p. m. when we left Tadousac,
We cailed agaln at Rivier du Loup,
Murray Bay, ecd artived at Quebec at 6
8. m. on Sunday morning, Daring the
trip we made many acquainiancessnd bs
cams filendly aud fnumate with saveral
dletinguished personages on board the
Carada : among others I might mention
an Eogilsh gentleman urmed Morrle, who
hed travelied over every comtinent and
traversed every sea and ccean ; a success
ful and weslthy Irishman named Duo
van, of Munroe strest, Brookiyn, whose
children wers very iuteresting, and, for
thetr ege, accomypliched We €xchapged
cards elso with Dr. Hatlan, of Philedecl
phia, avd regretfully parted with a son
snd married davghter of Gieneral Tecom-
geh Sherman, of the Unlied States army,
Very R:v. Father Debougule, of the
Redemptorlst Order, who 1s rector and
parish priest at St, Avne do Beaapre, met
us at the statlon, The train leaves every
morning at an early hour for the mow
celebrated sbriue, where 83 much genuing
falth and plety find & home and & ter
wions, avd where s) many startling
miracles attest the power of God and the
benign 1rflaence which Mary’s mother,
tae good St, Anne, exerclses 1a the cours of
Heuven,
About five hundred people boarded the
ten cars that left at 7.30 for Si. Anne's
that morniug. They were O. M B, A.
men, with thelr friends aand families,
b:sides one hundred javentle Z)uaves,
dressed in thefr quatnt French uni-
form of grey, wiin red faclugs and
sashes, All were fasting and pre.
pered to receive Communion whan
they reached thoir destinattou, ‘The
yourg Boldiers of tne Cross bal their
brass band, which played some lively aire,
aud headed the procession the moment we
alighted at St, Aune’s, for all fellinto line
at ouce, as {f by magic, and advanced in
reglmeutal order to the porch of the far-
fawed sanctuary of Catholic faith and
dovotion,  Father Debouguole, carrying
oue of our satchels, led the way througn
the crowded porch and aicles, aad con
ducted us through the sanciuary, whers
Mass was belug celotrated, direcily to the
vestry, Here we duffed our iravelilog
costume and prepared for the celebravlon
of Mass, whilo toe organ peals aad loud
chaniieg of Gregorlan mustc by male
vofees alone filled the church fuelde and
the Z)uave band's strains were echoed back
from tho Laurentfal hills on the outslde,
At the end of High Maes bundreds upon
huudreds approached the holy table to re.
celve Communion.  Four priests were
admlnisteriug the Bread of Angels at tho
ssme time, aud elready hundreds had re-
ceived Communion at the earlier Masses,
1% was afterwards explained that a steamer
from Montreal had arrived very early in
the morning with two or three hundred
pligiime, Afrer Communion all returned
to the altar rails to veaerate and kiss the
relics of St Anue, so that amid peals of
music and loud chantlog of hymus there
was a constant golng aud comiug to and
from the al:ar ralls from 10 a m. until
noon. We were hospitably entertained

at breakfast in the dinlng-room of the

Redemptorist Fathers, whose grand and
smple residence or monastery is bailt at
the rear of th:d Bastiics and conuected with
it by & covered passage.

T'ho chuich of St Aane s bullt rn
the flats at the foot of the Laugentide
chain of bilis, within easy distance of the
loog quay lately bullt, which fachitates
tha ingress of pilgrims to the sacred shriue,
Tha present charch s the thied built
updor the patronege of 8: Aane on
simost the same site. Tae first was erect
ed by some French marluers from Britanny
in the year 1620, They hafled from that
part of the western French comst where
stands & famons shrine evtitled St. Aane
D’Auray, When overtaken by a vislent
storm ia the Galf of 8St. Lawrencs they
solemeoly vowed that if S;, Anne, whom
they luvcked imploringly, heard thelr
cry of supplication and brought them safe
to land, they would build her a sanctuary
on the very spot where thelr feet first
touched the ground. Tnrough the dark.
ening storm they were drivea all night
before the wind, and expected every
moment to be dashed on the nelghboring
rocks, When moruiog broke, ssys the
legend, bright and cloudless, these brave
men grz:d around and bebeld, to the
Nortb, the Laureatide M>untaius, and
away to the east a little river now called
the River S:. Auns, up which thelr
shattered bark rode safely and apchored
in smooth waters. It was on the baok of
this stream they raised a wocden chapel,
the begiuning of the sauctuary which was
destined to become famous throughout
America.

After a number of years it was found
necessary to take the o!d chapel to pieces
and wita new material to erest a larger and
more permavent structure, l[a 1665 the
Venerable Mother Mary of the Lacarna-
tlou wrote from Qaiebec to her sun iu
France:

“Ssven lesgues fiom hera there is a
church dedicated to St. Anne, In which Oar
Lord vouchsefis to work great miracles
at the intercession of the holy mother of
tbe Biessed Virgin. There may be seen
the paralytic walking; the biind recover-
ing ibelr eigh: ; aud the ¢ick, po ma'ter
woat may ba their malady, regaluiog thetx
health,”

This church, balli of stone and wocd, 1s
stlil in & good state of preservatior, and
stzudes ou the foot of the bill a little ts the
norih of the present graad Baellics, which
was erected 1a 1876 In 1670 the ralntly
Bishop Lavsl asked aud obtatned a very
preclous and well authenticated relicof St.
Acvnpe from the chapter of Carcassonne,
and in 1877 Ruv, Father Lalibetts, whea on
a visit to Rome, secured another, which s
the otject of much devotion. Itdss pars
of the humble cotisge In which S:.
Joachim and S:. Anue dwelt with thele
child, the immaculate handma'd of the
Lord, the spotiess Lily of Is:acl.

The actusl church, of which the o!d one
at the foot of tho hiil 13 bat an suxlliary,
fa nearer to the river slde and mezsures

“hohe 65 F 30k

the lateral chapels, 22 foct on emou o0
not incladed, The towers are 165 feet
high each, and between them, on tha
facade, is & large ceutral ross wicdow,
Taoere are thieo spaclous entrance doois, In
the Doric style, fl:inked by fluted coluwns
with pediments, Over cach door 13 a
slab on which are carved emblems of
the three theological virtues — faith,
hope and chazity., The whole Is su'e
mounted by & colossal sistue of
St Anue in carved wood, coppor gilt.
Tais statue, woish is 14 feet in beight, is
of marvelious beauty, and is the work of
a Balglan eculptor. Tae pligidm who
enters for the fiest time Into the sanctu-
ary of Si. Aane de Biaupre is immsd!
ately lmpressed with tho richness and fa-
putiog grandeur of the edifice. The
wailsare hung with magnificent paintiogs.
“Indeed, both azchitect and painter have
alike striven to lmpart an air of digaicy
and eplendor to this tewple of the now
celebrated  Cinadian Thaumsathueglst.”
(Maouel of St, Anne's, by a Redemytorist
Father.)

On eachelde of the ent-ance door are tall
pyrawids of crutches and varlous surgleal
applisuces , euch as trusees, iron supports,
eic, that were lefi behlad by the maimed
aud the efllicted who were miraculously
cured by the Intercesslon of S: Aune
These pyr:mids reach to a hdgnt of 55
feet from the flyor of the church, A few
feet from the Communlon rails, at the top
of the central pas:age (or alsle), stands a
magnificent statue of St. Anae, holdirg
the iufant Mary in ber arms, Oaa trellis
work surroundiag the pedestal ara sus-
pended numerous gifts, such as gold rings,
gold watches and chalne, silver aad gold
hearts, etc , which have been hung there
by clients whose prayers were favorably
received by St. Aane.

PROF, KOCH'’S DISCOVERY.

Berlin, Nov, 8 _The discovery of
Prof. Koch, of the Berlin University, of
a method for the cure of consumption by
ipoculation wiih attenuated tubercalar
bacillus, iz exociting the greatest interest
[t seems probable that a motion will
be introduced in the Prussian Diet
looking to the establishment of a bacier.
