Domestic Recipes.
Strawberries.

How to Preserve Tnes. —Some of rur
readers who have a surplas of this excellen: |
but short-lived fruit, may profit by the an- ’
nexed receipts, which we find in The Ohio |
Cultivator, and some of which we know 1o}
be valuable to those who msy mnot possessl
the required knowledge to enable them
artificially 1o prolong the strawberry season : |

« Strawberry Preserves. — Select 1he |
largest and handsomest berries, weigh them
and spread on platters. For each pound |
of fruit allow a pound of powdered whiie
sugar. Sprinkle half this amount over 1he
berries, and let them stand several bours in
a cool place, to harden and to form liquor
Put them in a porcelain-lined kettle, and by
degrees strew on the rest of the sugar.  Buil
them slowly fifleen minutes, skimming
thoroughly, then take them from the syrup |
and spread again on platters, to cool and
harden into shape. Then put them into
wide-mouthed glass bottles, pour the syrup |
in boiling hot and seal 1he jars. t

** Strawberry Jelly.—Take the berries
when first ripe and fresh, smash and drain
thew through a flannel bag. To each pint |
of juice put a pound of white sugar, and
one-third of the white of an egg.  Doil slow-
ly about ten minutes, skimming thoroughly,
then dip it into tumblers and cups, and set
it into asunny window uncovered till 1t
jellies, then seal them over. It will never
form a very firm jelly, but it is delicious and
beautiful.

“ Strawberry Jam.—Small and poor ber-
ries will answer, i/ clean and free from de-
csy. Mash with a wooden pesile, add to
each pound one-fourth of a pound of brown
sugar, boil about fifteen minutes, and seal
up in earthen, glass and stone jars.

“ Canned Strawberries.—Put the berries
over the fire without sugar, and with almost
no water, and as soon as the whole mass is
to the boiling point, dip it while boiling in-
10 the cans (glass is better than tin for such
acid fruit,) and pour over the fruit in each
can a liule boiling syrup, neatly thick
enough to candy. Fill perfectly full, and
seal air tight at once. These are very fine
eaten with cream.

‘“ Surawberries should pever he washed
for preserving. If durty, do not use them.
Strawberry short-cake is a luxury. Make
a large, thick shoricake, sphit it twice
through, and spread with butter and a layer
of fresh strawberries and sugar, put the
parts together sgain and serve hot.”

T'iie thirteenth appeared A D. 1066, the year
of the battle of llastings, perhaps the most
important of all modern baties. ‘T'he Thir-
1y mnth showed itself in 1G1¥, the year
when the Thirty Years’ War began, a war
in which immeasurable evils were inflicted
on humanity. Eleven of these calculated
comets, {rom the forty-second to the fifty-
second, both inclusive, appeared in the
twenty-eight years that preceded the Eng-
lish revolution ; and one came-in sight im-
mediately after that event. Between the
passage of the Stamp Act and the bLegin-
ning of the war of the American revolu-
lion, eight comets appeared ; and the same
number appeared in the six years that pre-
ceded the meeting of the French States
General in 1739, to which meeting is as-
signed the commencement of what we spe-
cifically call the French revolution, Be-
tween the opening days of 1790 and the
1st of March, 1516, calculated comets al-
most swarmed, twenty-eight of their num-
ber, from 103 10 130, both inclusive, then
coming within the sight of observers; and
\hese twenty-six years were so crowded
wi'h events of the first magnitude, that they
stand without rivals in interest. Nations and®
Jdynasties were continually tumbling down.
In 120G and 1507 were two comets, and in
those years occurred the battles of Jens,
Eylau, and Friedland, and the Peace ol
Tisit, In 1511 were two comets, and one
in 1312, and 16 those years belong the Rus-
sian expedition. There were two in 1813,
when Napoleon’s forces were driven out of
Germ:ny snd Spain. There was cne in
1815, and Waterioo cccurred in the ful'ow-

In 1456 appeared that comet which now
bears the name of Halley, which was last
seen in 1335, and will come again n 1911,
when you reader,unless you are very young,
will not be much troubled about it. This
comet was called terrible, and its tail at one
time extended over G0°, or two whole
signs of the zodiac. It certainly frighten-
ed men more than any other comet that is
mentioned, I'he Christians associated it
with the idea of Turkish conquest, and the
infallible Pope himself confirmed their fears,
and made then: a part of the religion of the
time, by ordering public prayers, in which
both the Turks and the comet were “ pitch-
ed into.” e also directed that the church
bells should be rung at noon, in order to
remind people ta recite these prayers, which
was the oricin of the praciice that still en-
dures; so that when the noon bells shall
ring to-day, the reader will be pleased to
recollect Pope Calixius, the Turks and the
coimet of 1156. We don’t know what ef-
fect all these doings had on the comet, but
the T'urks didn’t value them a rush, for
they went on, conquering and to conquer,
and in a few years we find them at Ouranto,
i lisly, while their gallies and light troops
were more than ouce seen from the Clam-
panile of St. Marks, in Venice.

Many other “ coincidences” of this kind
might be mentioned ; so that when we re-
collect how superstitious and egostistical
men once were, it is not strange that com-
ets should have been supposed to have some
connection with mundane affairs.

them the cauge of evils with which they
could have had no connection, and which
have proceeded from the dark abyss, the
human heart, s far more terrible thing than
any comet that has ever appeared, from the
days of Ogyges to the days of Louis Napo-
leon.

Russell, the traveller, writing from Cairo,
in November, 15825, said:—‘ The Egyp-
tians think that the comet actually visible
is the cause of the violent earthquakes
which we have felt here on the 2lst of Aug-
ust, and that it also exercises its mnalignant
influence over the horses and asses, which
die from bursting. The truth is, that they
die of bunger, the forage failing in conse-
quence of the impetfect inundation of the
Nile.” On this passage, Arago remarks :
—*“If indiscretions were not forbidden
here, [ should easily convince the reader
that in the matter of comets all the Egyp-
tians are not upon the banks of the Nile. |
shall say, then, only listen when you are
present at one of those brilliant reunions,
where are gathered together those whom it
is usual to call the social notabilities ; lis-
ten for a single instant to the long discourse
of which the future comet furnishes the
text, and then decide if we can congratu-
late ourselves upon the pretended diffusion
of intelligence, which so many optimists
love to point out as the characteristic fea-
ture of our age. As regards myself, I have
long since abandoned these illusions. Un-
der the brilliant and superficial varmish
with which the purely literary studies of our
colleges almost invariably invest all classes
of society, we generally find—let us be
brief—a complete ignorance of those beau-
tiful phenomena, of those grand laws of na-
ture, which are our best safeguard against
prejudice.” Caustic enough ; but who shall
say that these observations are not well
founded '—Am, Traveller.
