2. The Minister further submits that the Connissioners u e that the new Basin is used by sea-goingvessels which have traversed the improved deep-water ehannel between Quebec and Montreai, upox
which large sums of money have been expended by the Trust, and that by this action the Harbour
revenues are likely to be seriously affected.

3. The Minister represents that the matter having been referred for report to the Chief Engineer of
Canals, who states to the effect, under date 12th January mst., that at the time of the passage of
the Act cited (1855) the municipalit was responsible for the expenditure incurred in dee in
the channel of the river, and that te Government, about ten years laer, assumed the eb ni
respect of Lake St. Peter, amounting to $1,164,235; further, that the Harbour Commissioners have
not in any way aided in the construction of the new Canal entrance and Basins, and that he is
unable to see grounds for giving thein control over the revenue which may arise therefrom.

4. The Chief Engineer suggests that the Comnmissioners should be allowed to retain the right of levyingdues in respect of the old Lower Basin, but that the Government should retain full control of the
new works and Basins, and of the revenue that niay be derived from their use, and he advises that
the rates should be levied by the Government on vessels loading or unloadin in the new Bas'
equal and similar to those levied by the Commissioners in respect of the old Basin.

5. The Minister concurs in the view taken by the Chief Engineer, and recommends that authority be
given in accordance therewith.
