
Bill to make a new and more con-
venient division of the Province
into Counties for the purpose
of effecting a more equal Repre-
sentation thereofin the Assem-
bly than heretofore.

l'rc-rable. W HEREAS the present division of this
Province for the purpose of electing

Members to serve in the Assenbly thereof, as
made by a certain Proclamation issued in virtue
of and iin conformity to the Provisions of the
Statute in that case made and provided, bv His
Excellency, A1ured Clarke, Esq., Lieutenant
Governor, then administering the Government
oftthis Province, bearing date at the Castle of
Saint Lewis the seventh day of May in the
year one thousand seven hundred and ninety two,
is, by reason of the great extension of the old
settlements and the fbrmation of new settle-
ments in remote parts of the Province, become
inconvenient : and whereas the apportionnent
of fifty Members to serve in the Assembly,
among the said divisions respectively, is, from
the aforementioned causes and the increase of
the population of the Province more than two-
fold since the date of the said Proclama-
tion, become unequal and insufficient ; for rene-
dy whereof, and to rernove as speedily and e-
quitably as may be, the causes of the exist-
ing complaints and uneasinesses on the subject:
Be it therefore enacted by the King's most Excel-
lent Majesty, by and with the advice and con-
sent of the Legislative Council and Assembly
of the Province of Lower-Canada, constituted
and assembled by virtue of and under the autho-
rity of an Act passed in the Parliament of Great
Britain, intituled, An Act to repeal certain parts
of an Actpassed in the fourteenth year of His
Majests's Reign, intituled, ' An Actfor making
'more çectual provision jbr the Government of
'the Province q Quebec, in North America,' and

Jr making jùrther provision for the Govern-
ment of the said Province : And it is hereby
enacted by the authority of the sane, that from
