COMPANY.

ANNUAL MEETING.
[BT TELEGA*™.—OWN lORAESrOXDtirr.]

HaMiLTON. Sunday.
The annual meeting of the shareholdete 

in the Farmers’ Co-operative Auctioneer­
ing Company was held yesterday. Mr. 
Hawkins (who preaided in the absence ot 
the chairman), in moving the adoption of 
the report, said the paid-up capital hg 
increased during the year by £10.507. 
The indebtedness to the bank had be* 
reduced by £90.000, and the company wu 
practically that much better off. The
reserves were growing steadily, and now 
amounted to £31.600. The expenses bed 
been heavier than usual this year, partly 
owing to the strike 1 and partly 
to other cans*. The net prom 
was practically the same as last
year. If the business was to expand 
fresh capital most be provided. It 
perhaps, impossible for farmers to b, 
able to find the whole capital necessary 
to run a company of that kind, and t 
might be necessary to go outside the fann 
ing community. The director» had unde, 
consideration the question of issuing pro 
ference shares. Of course, the itanctioi 
of the shareholders would be neoeessrj 
if they decided to do so, but in issuiny 
such shares they should take every pos 
sible care that" the farmers’ control ol 
the companv would not be jeopardised.

Mr. Ê. Goodwin urged a reduction it 
the commission to 24 per cent. This, th, 
chairman said, could not be done. Since 
the company had started, seven year# 
ago, the commission rate had been re­
duced 20 per cent., and they could not 
go further at nresent.

Mr. Caldwell (a director) referred to 
the difficulty in getting increased capital, 
to secure which they had to psv 8 per 
cent. Tf the farmers wanted the rat* 
reduced they would have to find the cap* 
tal. His contention was that if they coult 
arrange when money matters are. easier 
to get their capital on 64 or 6 tier cent 
preference shares and take deposits, they 
might become one of the most successfti 
companies in the Dominion.

Mr. J. D. P. Morgan said the com­
pany was not as co-operative * -it should 
be. " Benefit» in such a company shone 
be in the ratio to liability, and the re­
bates in commission should only be paid 
in Proportion to the shares held.

The chairman said this had been .over­
looked in the first place, and would meal 
an alteration in the articles of association. 
The only reduction in the commissi* 
would he by an increased rebate, other 
arise the shareholders would receive ns 
benefit over the non-sh are holders.

The motion for the adoption of the re. 
nort was carried unanimously. Mr. W. 
G. Park was re-elected as a director un» 
ooposed. Messrs. English sod Bruce wen 
elected auditors after a ballot, and M». 
G. Edgecombe shareholders’ scrutineer.

PUSHING ON THE WORK.

The contract for the erection of the 
auxiliary I^o. 2 ward on the Auckland 
Mental Hospital grounds for the accommo­
dation of female patients is j now well in 
hand, despite the fact that great delay 
and inconvenience was caused by the re­
cent strike.

The contractors. Messrs. Grevait and 
Son. commenced the construction of the 
building towards the end of September 
last, and 15 months was specified for com­
pletion. The authorities, however, are 
pleased to know that in view of the ex­
cellent progress made up to the present 
it is expected that the building will be 
handed over to them by next August, 
which will be four or five months before 
the expiration of contract time.

I lie fiuildmz. which covers a large area, 
is two gtocQ^high. and I» l-uil 
with c*> it y «Alctmd . wnRs It is faa 
outside with buff-pressed bricks, gauged- 
arches, with cement, trimmings, and is 
plastered throughout internally, including 
all ceilings.

The additional ward accommodation 
will provide for about 100 female 
patient*. Thus the congested condition of 
the main building will he considerably re­
lieved. In addition to the accommodation 
for patients in the new ward, provision 
has been made for a very large dining­
room. dayroom, extra bathrooms, lavatory 
accommodation, and extra nurses’ quar­
ters, capable of providing for a large num­
ber of nurses.

The new structure occupies a fine, ele­
vated site. Great care has been exercised 
in providing ample light and ventilation, 
so necessary in a 1 uilding of this descrip­
tion. The new building when completed 
will have cost over £12,000.

Besides the new female ward a new 
ward to accommodate about 60 male pati­
ents is now in course of construction, the 
contractor being Mr. W. J. Hood. Good 
progress is being made, and the building 
will probably be handed over to the auth­
orities well within contract time.

KHOX HOME.

COMPLETION IN FEW WEEKS.
The Knox Home for Incurables st 

Tamaki, as far aa the building itself is 
concerned, ii now nearing completion. The 
plastering and finishing work inside the 
building is in progress. The Gas Com­
pany i* laying mains to the new home for 
lighting and heating purposes.

Arrangements have teen made with the 
West Tamaki Road Board whereby the 
board will connect its water mains with 
the institution. This will provide the prin­
cipal water supply to the home. The work 
of laying the mains is to be put in hand 
almost immediately. The mains are to 
be laid to what is known as St. John’s 
corner.

As regards the drainage of the home, 
thi# matter has been finelly settled, and 
a contract has been let for the drainage 
system, which will coeduct the sewage 
from the septic tank and deliver it into 
the West Taaaaki tidal waters.

The contractors, Messrs. Johns and Son, 
have been instructed to instal a steam 
laundry in the -home, and this ia now in 
course of construction.

The building has been constructed under 
the superintendence of the architects, 
Messrs. E. Bartley and Son. It is ex­
pected that the home will be completed, 
m readiness for the official opening, in 
about six or seven weeks.
