S1rS AND BROTHERS:

In taking the liberty of submitting foﬁ
your consideration a spscimen copy of a
Royal Arcanum JOoURNAL proposed to be
issuéd mouthly in the interests of our Or-
der in Canada, I desire to append a few
reagons for such action, trusting that the
Grand Council in its wisdom will acknow-
ledge their force, To be practical in this
matter, I also submit an alternative
offer to publish such a paper for the Order.

1. As a member of the R.A. in good
standing since 1884, a Past Regent of the
Order, a Representative to the Grand
Council’s inaugurative meeting of 1885 and
therefore a life member of the Grand Coun-
cil,and as one fraternally and financially in-
terested in the growth, prosperity and
stability of the Order. I have person-
ally in common, no doubt, with a
large number in the Saciety felt the great
need of such a paper being published and
devoted solely to the extension of the Or.
der in Canada. »

2. Although, we Canpdian Arcanumites
must acknowledge a certain indebtedness
to the American papers of\the Order,yet con-
gidered from our standpoint it must be can-
didly qwned that these papers do not ** fill
the bill” as regards our special fraternal
needs in this Province.

8. A Royal Arcanum paper published in
\'nn"fjwn ‘l’ov‘law J_,:t 40/7’ or ‘«'n.u-tmu'«uuy'.
unde  thy direction, wore or less, - of the
Grane ‘“egent, or Edecutive, and placed in
the hana. of each member monthly, would
be productive of immense beunefit to the
Councils and to the entire membership of
the jurisdiccion.

4. Some of the advantages may be stated

~ a8 follows.

(@) Such a paper would be a regular,
officient and economic way of educating
our members 1 fraternal matters.

(b) Suchapaper would furnish amedium for
communication between Councils, and make
our officers and members better acquainted
with one another, would draw the Councils
more olosely to each other and consolidate
the Order for more aggressive work.

(¢) A iournal of this kind would provide
a fund of information for the public as to
the merits of the R.A., and thus making
the Society better known and appreciated,
a larger percentage of new members would
be attracted to the Order.

(d) A paper of this kind would incite the
passive members of the Orderto activity,and
not only interest the families ot the members
in our work, but provide valuable fraternal
and other reading matter for the members’
firesides.

(¢) It would be a medium for conveying
to each and every member full information
a8 t> the proceedings of the various Sessions
of the Girand and Supreme Councils, the
statistical and financial reports of Girand
and Supreme Officers, and all the general
ciroulars of instruction and advice issued
from time to time by our Girand Officers.
By this means, therefore, the humtlest
member of the Order wonld be put in fos-
session of full information about the Order,
which now reaches only a few in cfficial
positions.

(f) An official or semi-official paper issued
in the interests of the R. A. of Ontario
would place this Order abreast of other
competing societies that have such organs,
and are prospering by the aid thus furnish-
ed. Wae should then be better able to hold
our gwn againet competitors in the struggle
for new members and in the competition
for public favor.

Not to trespass further upon your time
and patience I now make the following al-
teérnative offer :

Grand Regent of the Royal Arcanum of the Province of Ontario. Bro. Hickson,although !

still a young man is probably, fraternally, one of the oldest members of the Order in
Toronto, he having joined the R. A. in 1881, as one of the charter members of Canada

Coancil No. 612, which was organized in the month of July in that year. To his efforts,
in fact, may be credited a large part of the suczess and prosperity of this Council which
has always occupied a place in the front rank of Canadian R.A. Councils, and.which we
believe has been the Lanner Council of Ontario for some years past, it having at the pres.
ent time over three hundred of a membership. Bro, Hickson was elected Secretary of
Canada Council, at the time of its institution, wnd in the following year was alected
Regent. He was also elected as representative of his Council to the first Grand Council
of Ontario, which was organized in London in May 1885, At this Grand Council meeting
when the election cf the first Grand offiters for the new jurisdiction took place, Bro.
Hickson was chosen as a membver of the Grand Council Committee on Finance. Having
served for two years on this Committee, at the Grand Council session of 1887, he was
elected Gfand (grltor and re-elected to the same position in 1888, The" next four years
he continned to be an offizer of the Grand Council, serving during that ¢time on the Com-
mittee on Appeals and Grievances. Av the eichth annual Session held in the City ot Lon-
don last year, Bro. Hickson’'s keen interest in the Order, and his zeal and enthusiasm in
promoting and extending its benefits and influence met with the well merited approba-
tion of the Grand Council and was acknowledged by his being unanimously elected as
Grand Regeut of the Order for the Province of Oatario. The wisdom of the Grand Coun-
cil in making the selection, has been shown by results obtained. During the past year
Bro. Hickson has been very active in visiting almost all the Counciis in Ontarin, These
visits have been, as may be judged, productive of very beuneficial results to the Councils,
awakening fresh interest/in our work and inciting the officers and members to increased
zeal and activity in our fraternivy. . _

A pleasing and practical rewlt of the Grand Kegent's numerous visits and his words of
counsel to the membership has been a large increase in the membership. of the society for
the past year. Most of the fraternal societies are realizing that there is wisdom in keep-
ing an efficient chief exesutive officer in his position for at least two years, and if this is
the feeling of the present Grand Council in regard to Bro. Hickson, the Order may look
forward with confidence to a still more prospsrous era under his leadership in I894.5.
In regard to other societies we may mention that Bro. Hickson is a charter member of
Doric Lodge No. 316. A.F. & A.M. and of Occident Chapter. 77 R.A.M. of which he is
a Past Z. He is alsoa me nber of the Lodge ot Ferfection No. 3, Toronto. Bro. Hick-
son was one of the Charter members of Fidelity Tent No. 13 K.O.T.M., which has
the largest membership of any Tent in the City of Toronto. Bro. Hickson occupied vhe
chair of Sir Knight Commander in this Tent fo: the first three years.

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copies or over for their mgmbers, and trust
to making the venture pay expenses,on con-
dition that vhe Grand Council pay me an
annual bonus of four hundred dollars,
payable monthly.
