welfare of Qur said Province of Canada, and therein to do as may seerm necessary.
Herein fail not.

In testimony whereof, We have caused these Our Letters to be made Patent,
and the Great Seal of Our said Province of Cwnada to be hereunto affixed :
Witness, Our trusty and well-beloved Sir Edmund Walker Head, Baronet, Go-
vernor General of British North America and Captain Genersal and Governor
in Chief in and over Our Provinces of Canade, Nova Scotia, New Brunswick,
and the Island of Prince Zdward, and Vice-Admiral of the same, &e., &c.,
