These tiny beings get all their living
from the waters of the sea, It Is from
source also that they derive the
saults of lime from which they secrete
the bony structure that remains after
the animal is dead.

The coral polypi cannot live in fresh
water. Their food supply is brought
to them by the waves and currents
of the sea. As a result it is found
that directly opposite the mouth of the
stream from the island the reef does
not grow.
