The hotel is & two
story building not wholly boarded in,
without chimneys, and with openings
for thirteen wisdows in the front, and
apparéntly less fit for a habitation
than one of cur most common country
" barns. The following in regard to
this. matter is an extruct from the
Montreal Witness: <

We ask the reader to look at this build-
ing and.say what they think of a Govern-
ment that would give nearly six thousand
dollars for it. A western contemporary
referring to this remarkable transaction,
and describing the **hotel,” says: ** 1t is
built of slabs and culls brought from
Oliver's will; an institution which exists
on the other side of the Kaministiquia

tiver, a short distinceofi. The rickety
concern stands uport™a few posts which
wind in every possible direction, yielding
such an insecure support that those who
once tenanted a portionrof it ** dug vut;™
for feer the whole thing would come tumb-
Jing down upon their lieads, with - the
exception of tenants occupying a couple of
rooms, as indicated to the extreme right of
the picture. No ehimney stack is provided
in this ¢ hotel,” though in so high a latitude
the luxury of fires can'scarcely be dis-
Ppensed with at any scason of the year. A
couple of stove pipes, which are stuck up
through the roof, is all the provition made
for a heating apparatus. The land on which
this magnificent pile stands was a part of the
. plot sold to the Guyvernient for 851,000, a
transaction now knownastlie Kaministiquia
Land Job. The ostensibie vendors of the
hotel were the Neebing Hotel Co., but who
may be better known to our readers as
¢ Oliver, Davideon & Co.’" It will bie borne
in mind that Mr. Oliver, who 1epresented
aneighboring constituency (South Oxford),
obligingly res’gned infuvor of Mr. Crooks,
after the electars of Toronto had turncd
their backs upon hiw.  Such patriotism
and negation of self coul! scarcely go unre-
warded.  Dutitis not always casy to satisfy.
such pubiic spirits when the eyes of sach a
vigilant Opposition as that which is wateh-
ing over the interests of the country is
abroad. It was a fertile brain, however,
that contrived the scheme to turn e slabs
and culls from Messrs.‘Oliver & Davidson’s
sawmill into an hotel, and thea sell it to the
Government.  People have been heard.to
speak of selling out to an insurance com-
pany, by burning down a building; but
that plan, whatever its merits may be, is
not stamped with half the ingenuity dis-
played by Mr. Oliver, who,/Dy a knowing
device built an hotel on the exact spot
which the Government wanted to buy, and
when halt finished managed to turn the
awkwar slabs, shaky lumber and crooked
posts into Dominion notes’to the tune of
five thousand nine hundred dollars.

A gross fraud has been practised
upon the public by some oue, and it
is right the gulity one should be
Itnown.

Awmong the many blessings which
A | ]

we as a people enjoy, there’is none

for which, if need were, we would
more readily and persistently con-
tend than liberty of specch and the
press.  Striven for by our brave and
high-spirited ancestors during so
many years and yielded only as ne-
cessity and the force of eircumstances
compelled, we shiould and we do value
it s a precious heritage. But how
easy il is to unisuse this right, and
how common is its abuse. Itis right
that we should eriticise the policy of
any public man; and that policy’
which withers oclore the sunlight of
a legitimate criticism must have ger-
minated in the dark, and can never
be heaithy and vigorous. But how
often i3 the matter at issue hidden
and forgotten in a ¢loud of personali-
ties altogetlicr foreign to the ques-
tion. If cne believe the policy ‘of
any public man deirimental to the
best interests of the conutry, it be-
comes his right, nay duly, to-Lring
to bear on that poiicy all the powers
of reason, supported by the unanswer-
able arguyents of facls ab liis com-
mand ; but before the private acts of
such an one let there be thrown a
barrier impenctrable by the enve-
pomed darts of the caluminator, 3

Again, in private life it one accuse
another of a crime he is supposed to
have in his posscssion a knowledge
of facts whicli will bear him ootin
his accusations, and is usanlly called
upon for these facts before-u proper
tribunal ; but how often do cur pub-
lic men assert of each other that
which, if true, would ferever shut
them out from the society of right-
. thivking men. Public  men  are

. amenable to the laws of the land,
and by these they should be justified
or condemned. Inthe heat of debate
words may Le spuken which carry a
point whose wounds may never heal.
But where the speaker has had time
to weigh his words, he should be he.d
strictly answerable Lo tho rules of
fair play. :

We fear that Canadisn public men
are by no means guiltless in this mat-
ter, and are too ready to leave argn-
ments dictated by common seuse and
reason for others less logicai. A few
days ago, our Finance Minister, suw
fit to resort 1o the following :

“Of the three culprits—from Mr. Cum-
berland, the Munaging Dircetor of the
road, who was the immediate instrument
in the embezzling, or the stealine (1o
speak in plrin English) - from that highly
respectable individual, Mr. Senator Mac-
pherson, the very respectable receiver of
the stolen goods—knowing them to be
stolen—to SirJolin Macdonald; who wisely
and judiciously, and with that acumen he

has so long practised, declined to know
whence the money rame, declined to have
anything to do with it, but had i placed in
the hands of his wife’s trustees, and does
not even pretend to say that the money was
honestly got, but is unhappily too poor to
make restitution—of these three I gay it is
a difficult matter to say whichis the worst,
but if there is any difference at all I think
the man who so astutely kept himself clear
of the possible penalties was the worst of
the party. * * * Werel, us I was
in time past, a supporcer of Sir John Mac-
donald, I would mortgage my best farm to
pay that money,or I would cease forever
to support Sir John Macdonald sooncer than
allow a great party to be dishonored by
leaving it in the power of their npponents
to say to them that your chief is actually
living, actually owing his bread, to the
proceeds of money dishonestly obtained
from the people of Canadun.”

Is this consistent with the dignity
of -one holding a position second
in importance to none in the Do-
minion? If Sir John Maedonald
were guilty of such a crime, this
was neither the time nor the place to
make such a charge. A more proper
and honorable course was open to the
accuser, aud thealleged culprit should
be brought before a tribunal that
could and would deal with the facis
which would, if the charges were
proved, compel restitution or brand
with ignominy. the criminal.

He refers tauntingly to Sir Jobu's
peverty. - What are the facts?  Here
is a man blessed with talent of the
highest order; & man who, in le-
gal knowledge and acumen, knows
