The road cleaning work will
be finished in two weeks, and the city
will have very little employment after
that, excepting sewer work, to give any
one. Only four gangs will be employed
on cement sidewalk work this yvear, and
it is doubtful if even that number will
be kept engaged through the year

HAD DOMESTIC TROUBLES
AND YOUNG WIFE SUICIDED.

Mrs. Charles Housden Took Carbolic Acid and
Died in a Short Time.

A sad case of suicide was reported
to the police on Saturday evening
about 6.30 o’clock and the case was
made more pathetic, as the vietim of
her own work was a voung married
woman only 25 yvear of age, and the
mother of a three-vear-old girl. The
victim was Mrs. Charles Housden and
she lived with her husband and his
parents at 320 Hughson street north.
Carbolic acid was the route she chose
to pass the great divide.

Mrs. Housden and her husband,
the police were informed, have walked
a “tormy path since they were married
four vears ago and a little over a year
ago the wife had him up for non-sup-
port. After this she returned to live
