MURDERER OF ELSIE SIGEL NOT 
ONLY CRIMINAL.

Police Unearth Facts Which Prove 
That Leon Ling Could Not Have 
Sent Telegram From Washington 
to Elsie’s Parents.

New York. June 29.—Information is 
at hand to-night which for the first time 
since the discovery of Elsie Sigd eleven 
<lays ago, definitely establishes that 
Leon Ling must have had accomplices, 
land that, tlirough a telegram signed 
with his name and in his writing wag 
sent from Washington, he could not have 
been there on the date on which the mes­
sage was sent. The police have also ac­
counted in detail for the movements of 
the body as it was hurried hither and 
thither in panic, after the crime, up to 
the moment of its discovery in the bed­
room of I>eon Ling over an Eighth av­
enue chop sucy restaurant.

An expressman in the employ of the 
Constitution Express Company of this 
city told this afternoon that at 12.30 p. 
m. cm June 9th, the day of the murder, a 
lean, light-colored Chinese, agreeing per­
fectly with the description of I^eon Ling, 
called at his office and told him that 
he wanted a trunk carted to the ad­
dress of n Chinese laundry. Logan lift­
ed the trunk, with the help of his regu­
lar assistant, and. though he is a strong 
man, found it. heavy. He noticed that 
it was stoutly roped.

Nearly eight hours later a well-dress­
ed Japanese, as the starter of the New 
York Taxicab Company then thought 
him. called at the company's office and 
asked how much it would cost him for 
a taxicab to Newark, and instructed 
the driver, Martin Luria, to call at Wall 
Kee’s laundry for “somebody.” When 
Luria got to the laundry at 11.55 p. m., 
he found that .the heavier part of his 
fare was “something,” not “somebody”— 
a stoutly'corded trunk.
