PLANO TUNING

Synopsis of Canadian North­
west Land Regulations.

ANY person who is the sole head of a fam­
ily. or any male over 18 years old, may 

homestead a quarter-section of available 
Dominion land in Manitoba, Saskatchewan or 
Alberta. The applicant must appear in per­
son at the Dominion Lauda Agency or Sub- 
Agcncy of the district. Entry oy proxy may 
be made at any agency on certain conditions, 
by father, mother, son, daughter, brother or 
sister of intending homesteader.

Duties—Six months’ residence upon ana 
cultivation of the land in each of three years. 
A homesteader may live within nine miles of 
his homestead on a farm of at least 80 acre*, 
solely owned and occupied by him or by his 
father, mother, eon, daughter, brother or sla­
ter.

In certain conditions a homesteader in good 
standing may pre-empt a quarter-section 
alongside his homestead. Price $3.00 per 
acre. Duties—Must reside six months in each 
of six years from date of homestead entry 
(Including the time required to èarn home­
stead patent) and cultivate fifty acres extra.

A homesteader who bas exhausted the home­
stead right and cannot obtain a pre-emption 
mav take a purchased homestead in certain 
districts. Price $3.00 per acre. Duties—Must 
reside six months in each of three years, 
cultivate fifty acres and erect a house worth 
$300.00.

MR. PRESTON’S WARNING.

In Ten Years Opportunity for Amend­
ing Policy in Japan Will Pass.

Port Hope, Oct. 8.—Mr. W. T. R. Pres­
ton, in an interesting address .in St. 
Paul’s Church, warned the Christian mis­
sionary world that in ten years the op­
portunity of amending their missionary 
policy in .Japan would not be available. 
The Christian world still looked upon 
the Jap as a heathen ni the savage 
sense, and did not recognize fyis wonder­
ful intelligence. Christianity had been 
tacked on to education and civilization 
in Japan, the native missionaries were 
underpaid, and the cause was losing 
ground. He asked the western world to 
treat the problem seriously.

WHAT IS A WORKINGMAN?

The House of Lords Attempts, a 
Definition.

Ixmdon. Oct. 8.— The spectacle of 
lords, spiritual and temporal, laying 
down a definition of that much ill-used 
and foggy phrase, “the working classes.” 
was one of the features of llie proceed­
ings recently on the housing and town 
planning bill.

The Ijord.s’ definition, which they in­
troduced in the bill, runs: The expres­
sion. ‘working classes,” throughout the 
housing acts, unless the context other­
wise requires, shall mean :

Mechanics ;
Artisans ;
Laborers (and others working for 

wages) :
Hawkers ;
Costermongers;
Persons not working for wages, but 

working at some trade or handicraft 
without employing others, except mem­
bers of their own family ;

Persons whose income does not exceed 
an average of 30s. a week, and such per­
sons as may lie residing with them.

When the division was taken, the new 
definition of working classes was put 
into the bill by a majority of 83 to 37.

yachts? Do you want to possess the 1 
magical touch of Midas and turn the 
basest of mundane things into gold ? 
Do you want to emulate the magician 
and pluck real money out of thin air? ‘ 
Of course you do. Everybody wants 
more money ; the man who has fifty 
cents wants a dollar; the man who 
ha.s a thousand wants to double his 
money ; and the multi-millionaire sighs 
for more stocks and bonds and railroavb. 
It is human nature to want more. So­
if you are interested in get-rioh-quick 
schemes, lis-ten, as the comic opera fun­
ny man would say.

It really ia very simple, this getting 
rich. One needs very little capital to 
start in business, and once started the 
ret unis roll in just so long as one wants 
them to roll. What is more, there is no 
hazard in this form of investment. 
There is no danger of losing the capital 
invested. It is safe, sane and conserva­
tive. Briefly, the plan is this: Invest in 
a ring—a gold ring. Hold this ring in 
your left hand and rub it with your 
right. Now, if you think intently of 
the ring as you rub it. creating in your 
mind an exact image of the metal circle,

1 lo! in your hand will appear a second 
gold ring. 'I he method is really very 
simple. All one has to do is to create 
in mind-Stuff a perfect picture of the 
first, ring. Then into denser matter is 
projected this metal image, guided by 
the power of will and thought.

Even the great 
Blavatsky did not disdain a knowledge 
of the arts of the charlatan, and so 
clever was she in the practice of legerde­
main that she became the leader of a 
cult. Oh, yes, there is money in this 
mental projection scheme, even if you 
have to buy both rings : for when you 
can do t-lre trick cleverly enough to es­
cape detection, you, too, can fare forth 
as a prophet of the occult. Mystic cults 
possess a fascination for many people, 
and their leaders and prophets never 
want for followers iwid audiences. And 
what is more to the purpose the gate 
receipts are large enough to be attrac­
tive.
