LAST NIGHT'S FIRE.
The Old Legislative Building
Burned,

SOENES IN AND ABOUT THE
BUILDING DURING THE
* PROGRESS OF

THE FIRE.

Abou}. 9.30 o'clock last evening, the EN of
the Legislative Building was found to. be'on
fire. Wreaths of thick black smoke, followe-i
shortly aftérwards by jets of struggling flame
issued from the eastern side of the building
in the vicinity of thS cghqul and ,largevst
chimney. Desultory alarms were sounded
from the Engine House on King Street, and
from the City Hali, but it was fully an hour

vicinity, were#ware of the éxistence of the
fire.

As soon as the location of the fire was
asceriained, - the department “turned out in
quick pace. The companies in charge of the
two engines bave been doing duty month
about, and as the responsibility came upon
the “Silsby” during February, she was.dis:
patched to the scene of action and located on
the river at the foot of St Jobn street.
_.The hand engines were on hand early and
'did’ good service in miateridlly checking the
progress of the fiames -toward the main
butlding, before the steamers had got fairly
to work.

At 10.30 it was thought that the fire was en-
tirely out, and the Chief was about to give
orders for the removal of the engines, when as
though by magic forked flames leaped through
the roof and ran along the eastern eaves, and
the “ Amoskeag ” was signalled and posted at]
the tank on the corner of George and 8t John
Sts. in charge of Engineer Todd.

Through the ready channel afforded by the
gas pipes and the double sheathing, in a few
minutes the flames held high carnival; their
“wierd, fantastie splenior mingling with' that
of the moon in the zenith, shed a sort of dull,
lurid @lare 6ver the husy scéne, Whilst about
all, éenveloping all iw #s murky mantle, an

spéctators.

Then for the first time the fear arose that
the main bailding was in danger.
i The furmiture, etc., in the assembly room
#nd other aparfments was removed and piled
out on the square, and the portraits fortunate-
ly were got out undamaged.

Members, Government and Opposition, who
had daring the week ransacked their brains

into the “ sloughs of dark derision,” worked
like Titons hand-in-hand for the preseryation
of their common effects. :

"Carpets were pulled up and pictures down,
and lofty legislators of our province, with
pants rolled up, slenged through pools of
water in a most natural and undignified way.

Book in hand, reporters dashed through

_ | corridors and appeared and reappeared at un-

expected points, hobnobhed with everybody,
got unqualifiedly snubbed by everyonejand in
general proclaimed themselves as a publlc
nuisance.

Many valuable books were destroyed or
otherwise lost, and a vast amount of documen-
tary matter of a character nseful to no one i3
missing, which proves that a protective cor-
poratign:to:assist in tlie systematic' removal of
furniture at fires is far ypore needed than a
hook and ladder company.

The books in the legislative library were
conveyed to places of safety in the law offices
of Messrs George Botsford, George Bliss and
the offices of the Education department.

.» The :plaster had fallen off the ceiling of the
assembly voom and lay in heaps on the floor.-

Several hundred books are missing from the
legislative library, but not a volume is gone
from the law libraray.

For some time it seemed very doubtful
whetber the anain bulding Would be saved or
pot; remén swarmed over the roof, and Sup-
erintendent Lipsett seemed to be everywhere
at once. :

Timbers fell, sendfng ,great coltmns of
spiarks'whirfing heavenward, and the flames
appeared for a while to bid defiance.

Shortly after 12 o’clock the Superintendent
declared the fire under control, ané at 1.30 it
was completely out. g

The ell or part consumed was divided as
follows: On the first flat were the legisiative
library, the passage leadjng therefrom to
the assembly room and the telegraph opers-
e’ ¢ B the second were the legslative
councfl eliantber a11d-the rooms of the Presi-
dent,Clerk, and Usher of the Black Rod. The
upper flat was entirely consamed and the low-
er storey completely gutted and filled with
charred timbers. !

Several sleepy members of-the Council snd
Assembly appeared on the scene’after the fire,
only to find their seats in the snow bauks and
the speaker’s chair tilted up against an elm
and occupied by an uptown ex-alderman.

The building was insured for $4000 in the
Queen, and $2000 in the Aetna. The legisla:
$iye library for $15000, composedof $4000 ach
inthe North British & Mercantile and Western
Assurance Companys. and for $7000 in the
Commercial Union. The law library was in-
sured in the Northern for $2000. S B

Between 1 o’clock and 4 all the furniture

removed to the County Court House,
