St. Columba is generally believed
o have been a native of Donegal. In
the year 563 he set out with twelve
for the Island of Iona, the most
famous of the western isles. Here
they founded s monastery and a

schoel of theology, which were
known by eminent repute through-
out all mediweval Europe. The

name of the island of lona is not only
hallowed by its sacred associations,
but immortalized by the eloguent
writing of many authors, notably by
Dr. Johnson and Sir Walter Scott.
The ruins of the old monastery and
the church are still extant, with the
scpulchres of many of the Scottish
sovereigns in the cemetery adjoining
the latter. 8t. Columba died there
in 597, when about 76 years of age.
For nearly a thousand years after
l;}iu death the Church of North
ritain enjoyed e, and the whole
ple en;aymer inestimable
lessings. But about the middle of
the sixteenth century the country
was invaded by the Anglican Re-
formation, which in the hands of
Jobn Knox and his followers was
speedily transformed into Presby-
terianism. The history of Catholicity
in Scotland during the remainder of
that century, u?(‘i‘ the first half of
the next one, is a dark and san-
guinary one. The government re-
lentlessly persecuted the compara-
tively small number of Lowlanders
who remained faithful to the creed
of their fathers,

On the Tth dny of April, 1571,
John Hamilton, eighth Archbishop
of Bdinburgh, was executed at
Stirling for -hqml high treason,
and he was not the only prelate who
won the crown of martyrdom during
that troublous period. In 1553 the
death of Bishop Roderick left vacant
the See of the Isles; in 1558 the See
of Gulloway became vacant; the
Diocese of Dunkeld was leit without
u bishop. in 1585, by the death of
Right le\', Robert Creighton; the Sec
of Aberdeen was msde vacant by the
death of Bishop William Gordon in
1577; the decease of James Betoun,
the fourth Archbishop of Glasgow,
who died in Paris in 1603, deprived
the city on the Clyde of her last
Prelate until the restoration of the
Scottish Hierarchy, 225 years later.
This restoration, to which the ven-
erable Pius IX. looked forward with
unceasing ardor, was happily eoun-
summated in 1878, o lto greal
delight of the whole Catholic world,
aud the unspeakable joy of the
Catholics of Scotland.
