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He Wants a Spending Department.

When Owen Murphy, the
New York thief;who had been interest-
ed in the Connolly contracts, had lost a
good desl of money in speculation, and
had chalked up his losses as election
subscriptions, he looked around him for
a new way of filling. his depleted ex-
chequer. Two schemes suggested
themselves to him. “He had ac-
quired a hogus note for $100,000, alleged
to have been signed by one of the Con-
nolly brothers, and upon -this he tried
to ccllect. He failed in the fraud, and
was subsequently tried and convicted
of an actempt to get money under false
pretences. Vhen he was about to be
gentenced he made a midnight journey
to the border, and escaped to New York
The other expedient was blackmail.
He had a number of McGreevy's letters,
and, 8o the Globs says, offered to s=ll
them to their author for $40,000. Mr.
McGreevy would not consent to be
blackmailed, whereupon Murphy hand-
ed the correspondence over to 'Tarte,
who, adds the Globe. then determined
“to take the side of virtue” and to
knife his benefactor, Tarte worked up-
on the McGreevy case, but, the Globe
declares, while blackening the char-
acter of the man who had made him,

took care to conceal his own share in
the varicus transactions. The Toronto
Globe, of course, must know what that
ghare was.
