For these
men, &t any rate, the Outholicism of
the Gaidhealteachd is at once a first
principle of their faith and' the main
objeoct of their policy. In the golden
days of Highland history the whole
nation waa inensely Oaticlie. Prot
estantism wus an alien element
brought in. by the Sassensch ; and
the life, the independence, the na-
tional customs of the Gael faded with
the downfall of Lis ancient faith.
And to this day, when Celtic sohcl=
ars wish to ficd the purest and most
faishful torme of the dld Gaelio cus-
toms and literary iraditions, they
naturally betake them=elves to the
intensely Catbholic population of the
Western Isles. Facts like
may well make o remember ths' in
Irishkk Gaelic the wiid Gaedheal
mesans & Ca.holic. From this point

It sppears that ‘“in the
automn number of Guth na Bliadhna,
1905, Mr. Alexander McRae, of New
Zealand, asked for a song of which
he gave a stanza.”

In fact, no one
hearing him talk German would
dream that he was anything else but
an BEoglishman.

Peopls, indeed, bave no ides of the
‘extent to which German predomin—
ated at the Court of Great Britaia in
the youth of the King, and the late
Princs Oonsort: even® weiit 6 Tk s
to select s German or rethar a Heqn
eian—if I remember rightly his name
was Meyer—to teach riding to bis
sops.

The
King, keenly alive to the drawbacks
of this condition of affairs—thers is
nothing that he is so tonohy about
as this matter of his German acocent
in speaking English—has been care-
fol to give an exclusively Englisb
eduoation 10 his children and to his
grandohildren. = The Pricce of
Wales, his children and his sisters
have pot the slightest trave of the
German aceent that distinguishes the
Eoglish of all Queen Viotoria's chile
dren.

With regard to Emperor William's
English, the Eoglish newspapers are
manifestly prompted either by pre=
Jjudice or by orass ignorance in ss-
sertiog that it is *inferior 10 King
Edward’s German.” The fact of
the matter is that the Kaiser’s Eog-
lish is far more free from foreign
accent than the King’s. ' This is due
to the fact that it was his mother's
tongue, and the one whioh he first
learned to spenk. The late Empress
Frederick was passionstely and de-
votedly attached to the land of her
birth, and when she went to Ger-
many as a bride she not only sure
rounded herself with English ser—
vants, and insisted upon exolusively
English nurses for her children, bat
wade & point of invariably speaking
Eunglish, both to her husband and
with her cbildren, 80 as to ingure a
greater amount of privacy from the
German curiosity and Bismarkian
watchfalness by whioh she was sur
rounded. Prince Henry of Prussis
also speaks English extremely well,
88 those who bad the opportunity of
making bis scquaintance when ip
thie conntry had occasion to observe,
while as to the Kaiser’s sisters, each
one of them speaks English withont
the slightest trace of German acoent,
invariably usiog this languasgeamong
themselves.

Another occupant of a throne whose
Eoglish ia eatirely free from any for-
eign accent is the present Empress of
Russia, whose bringing up, both at
Darmstadt and in Great Britaio, was
almost wholly English. Her German
always has been marred by a foreign
accent, although she was born as a
German Princess, and this lack of flu-
ency in German was more than once
prior to ber marriage made the sub-
ject of criticism among her German
relatives, and of public comment in
the German press.

Of course it would be only natural
if the Kaiser's German were to be
marred by an Eoglish accent, seeing
that he learnt Eoglish before German.
But this is not the case. His schoel-
ing was so entirely German that it
eradicated any foreign accent in his
German, and no one who has listened
to his speeches will be disposed to
deny that he possesses the most per-
fect mastery of the German tongue.
His French is also perfect—a trifle too
perfect ; that is to say, it is too aca=
demic and too correct to be in keeping
with the language as it is spokea now-
adays in Freoch society. This ex-
cessive academic correctness in talking
Frcoch is a fault, if fault it cen be
called, that ome only finds among
foreigners. —Marquese de Fontenoy
