From Wednesday’s Bulletin.

Liberals and Conservatives, young
and old alike, of Strathcona, assem-
blgd 1ast night to do honor to the pop-
ular representative -of the constitn-
ency, Dr. McIntyre, M.P., on the eve
of his departure for Ottawa to take
up the duties of the coming session.

The ‘banquet was held under the
auspices of the newly formed Young
Liberal club in the new dining hall
of the,K Strathcena hotel and, as the
first public funection of the club was
an immense suecess. There were pre-
sent- nearly a hundred persons when
chairs were taken at the tables, about
half past nine o’clock.

The presiding officer was James M.
Doaglas, president of the Liberal as-
sociation. On his right - was the
guest of the evening and on his left
Premier Rutherford. Among ' those
present from. Edmonton were M. J.
McLeod, deputy provincial treasurer:
D. 8. McKenzie, deputy minister of
education; Duncan Marshall, T. Ryan
and others.

The chairman, in calling the gath-
ering\to order for the toast list, re-
ferred to the large gathering that had
assembhled to do honor to the guest
of the-evening, .

The toast to The King was drunk
to the National antoem.

The Guest of the Evening.

The toast to D Melntyre was en-
thusiastically drunk with applause
and the strains of “He’s a Jolly Good
Fellow.”

Dr. McIntyre, in gpening, Teierred
to the large gathering and thanked
those présent, not alone ‘Liberals but
Conservatives as well, for their en-
thusiastic reception. Tt had been his
duty and privilege to represent  this
constituency. for the past two years
and during that time he had never
asked, when a request was preferred
whether the person asking it were a
Liberal or a Conservative.

A loyal citizen in considering the

Why- do not the provinees have their
own lands? askcd the Conservative
leaders, In answer, the speaker quot-
ed the words of the greatest Conserva-
tive leader, Sir John A. Macdonald,
that ‘the ecrown lands could be best
administered by the Federal :govern-
ment. Why did he make this state-
ment, Because the cost of adriiftis-
tration was mere than the proceeds.
The Deminion government did not
make money out of the land, they
gave it away. Where would the popu-
lation go if the docal government own-
ed the land and endeavored to sell it.
The people would go to the province
where they got it for nothing. Pro-
vincial eontrel would lead to Sectiona!
battles, while the proper poliey for
Canada was national,not sectional im-
migration. The Conservative party
said that practically every. odd see-
tion should be kept for railway cor-
porations, whiler Hon. Mr. Oliver’s
policy was ‘the land for the settler,’
and the opening up of every section,
not the odd alone, for the colonist. The
(‘onservative government gave away
during . their administration thirty-
seven -millions ot acres to railway:
whileé the Liberal government had not
given an acre.

Denéunces Land Grant 0 C. & E.

In eloguentilanguage Dr, McIntyre
denounced the present of two mil-
lions acres of land to the C. & E.
Townsite Co., of which one of the
leaders was E. B. Osler, K.C., a prom-
inent Conservative of Toronto. This
was the way the land that was pro-
perly that of the settler was exploit-
cd -for the benefit of Conservative
politicians.

The conditions of the proposed land
Lill of the minister of the interior
was explained. It carried out the pol-
icy outlined at the Liberal convention
of 1883 of the land for the settler.

With regard to the timber limits.
Dr. .Mclntyre effectively answered
the charges made by Conservative
speakers and pointed out the present
system of tend:r, which was absolute-
ly just to all -who were tendering.
Now Hon. Mr. Oliver proposed to
place the timber limits up for auction
in the open market, svher2 there could
not even be a charge of mismanage-
ment.

Referring to Mr. Bergeron’s charges
as mad: in the west, the speaker said
they were but the echo of what Mr.
Nerthup, of Hastings, had previous-
ly uttered. He had criticised the

whalers” thas they had no claim on
Canadjon’ territory, and also.for the
purpose of a. relief boat for vessels
that had met “disaster in fh® north.
When Mr. Northup madé his charges

politiedl positions of both parties
should have regard to the queghbions
of ;the .day. and along thiz life the
speaker urged that every member of
the Young Liberal club as well as
every older man should study both
sides of the political questions.’ In
order that this’ might be more intel-
ligently dene he had loaned the elub
all the recent Hansards as well as
the reports .of the ‘different departs
ments in order that they might be-
come eonversant with the issues of
the day. He urged the maxim: “Work
diligently and make yourself familiar
with the political gquestions now be-
fore Canada.; Congider carefully what
the political speakers say and weigh
carefully the arguments advanced by
each. party.

Speaking as the representative of
the constituency, Dr. MelIntyre out-
lined some of the things he had done
at Ottawa duoring last session.

His Part in Rate Reduction.
It had been charged by more than

one speaker in the West that he had |
nothing more to do in reducing the |

western railway passenger rates than
to have his picture taken and run it
in the Toronto World. As a matter of
faet, when he asserted that he would
Butroduce legislation to prevent a
rate of more than three ‘cents per
mile he woke up one morning and
found himself famous., The statement
was telegraphed from one end of Can-
ada to the other and it was up o
himn to make good. To do =0 he in-
troduced a resolution along the lines
indicated above, which was aftér-
watds malle an amendment to the bill
introduced By Hon. Mr. Aylesworth.

The result was thas the railway
commission got busy and began to
take the matfer into consideration.
In the meantime prominert railway
merni;, inciluding D. D. Mann, of- the
Canadian Northérn,Mr. M¢Nichol and
Mr. Brinkwater, of the O. P. R..wait-
ed upon him to learn his meotives, The
ultimate result was that the .rates
of the C. N. R. and C, P. R. east of
the Rockies have all been reduced to
three cents a mile.

“I bave not talked to my constitu-
ency, but for my constituéncy on the
floor of the house,” said Dr. Mcln-
tyre, ““and I have never risen to my
feet unless I had someshing to say.
Many of the members affer a sub-
jeet is thoroughly discussed rise to
their feet and give a long speech on
something they really know nothing
about and then have thousands of
copies cicrulated among their con-
stituents to show . what ~ wonderful
men they are. This is what I call
talking to the constituents, not for
the constitoents.”

With the toast to the Young Liberal
Club was coupled the name of the
president, R. P. Lewis. Mr. Lewis,
in-opening, spoke of th? pride he felt
at being identified with the Liberal
party, more €specitlly in view of the
speech of Dr. MeclIntyre. Th> duaal
poliey of Mr. Borden was eriticised
and aptly illustrated by a neat story,
whieh ~provoked hearty applause.
Strathcona was honored not alone by
having Dr. McIntyre as its member,
but in having th? premier, Hon. Dr.
Rutherford, asits representative, The
Young Liberal Club would endeavor
to educate its members along political
lines as well as to giv2 the privilege
of the club rooms for social purposes.
In closing, he solicited the aid of the
older ;membBers of the Liberal party,
not alone financially, but in the mat-
t:r of advice as well.

The Provincial University,

To the toast of The Provincial Uni-
versity, ‘‘a toast very dear fo every
Strathcona citizen,” was eoupled the
name of Hon. Dr. Rutherford, pre-
mi>r of Alberta.

Br. Ratherford was reeeived with
hearty and prolonged applause. The
magnificent banguet, he said. was
only a’ worthy tribute to Dr. Mecln-
Ftyre. Visiting Ottawa last year, he
had: heard  glowing woerds of the
Strathcona representative in the
House of Commons.: His work was
not a bed of roses; his const.it.uen(;y
was the largest rural comnstitweney in
Canada. The honor and apprecia-
tion expr2ssed of his work must there-
fore Be most gratifying to him. A Do-
minion election’ would shortly occur,
and - it was: most. pleasing .that  no
other name was mentioned but the
present repres2ntative—and a Liberal
nomination in Strathcona was virtu-
Lally an election. Dr. Meclutyre pre-
viously wen a magnifieent vigtory,

The provingjal umiversity, he said,
Ilﬂy very close to his heart.

@ great work. Sinee his .last < a
pPearanee at the banguet previous - fo
his departure to the old country,
some progress had been mads. A
site not-surpassed in the Americ
continent had been secured.  He h
left mothing undon2 that should help
to familiarize himself with the great
uhiversities. =~In England he had
visited Oxford, and on a recent visit
to Ohio he had made an examination
oilthe university there.

A good man was needed for the
Alberta university, and as its head
Dr. Torrey had been secured. He
was a man of about twenty years’
connection with McGill, and would
shine at the head of any university
in Canada. He had not heard &
single adverse ecriticism of his ap-
pointmént.” He would begin  his
duties about the first of the year amxd
would -visit a_number of - Americah
a3 well as Canadian universities, i

The time of starting classes was as
et~ a matter of ‘some indefiniteness
and would b= left in the hands af
the new organizer. The growth of &
modern university was a. matter of
vears, but he hoped soon to havg
here one of the for®most universities
of America.

The 'selection of the professors
would be the duty of the senate. whe
would b> comvened in the near fu
ture. Over 230 graduates had ak
ready registered as members of the
convocation. and they would select
five memb>rs of the senate, the ret
maining ten being selected by thé
government. The rapidity with
which things moved " in the future
would not rest so0 mueh with thé
government as with the senate.

There had been some criticism of
the government for selecting the sité
of the university in Strathcona, Buf
this had prefty nmch ‘died.out. I}
had been felt that the™ university
should be as near as possible to the
seat of government. The site was
selected with an eye to the future as
wéll as to the present. The centre of
the province was about sixty miles
north of here, and in future years
thousands of people would reside te
the north of us, and for their con
venience, as well as those of thé
south, the university should be as
near as possible to the centre.

In the past two years some 300
new school districts had been organt
izzd in the province. The govern:
ment was also paying close attention
to the common schools. He hgid re:
ccntly returned from a conference in
Winnipeg, and as a result of the con:
fzrence new and improved readers; as
well as other text books, would be
used in Manitoba, Saskatchewan and
Alberta. ;

Politics had been kept out of the
eduecational affairs of the province,
and it was therefore fitting that AR
berta should wunite ‘with the Con-
servative government of - Manitoba in
the curriculum of the public schoolsi

Alberta. would ultimately, and in
the not distant future, become th¢
greatest province of the ‘Dominioni
We had unextelled farm lands -an
magnifieent eoal and wotiher min“r%
regburees.” In his recent trip he hai
met thé governors of Ohio and Mihnét
sofa, aund both deplored the loss of
population in thé immigration to th3d
west.  They tecognized the advan:
tages of Western Canada and realizé
that they must put up with the loss
in population. i

Speaking of th2 money stringency;
the premier said he.found it  mord
acute in the United States than ig
Canada. In many places clearing
house receipts w2re being used ini
stead of money. It would be ove#
in a few months, however, hethought,
In the west; the action oi Hon. Mr,
Fielding in arranging for mor> money
for the banks, was much appreciated

In supplementing the donation of
Dr. Meclntyre; the premier élosed by
promising to the Young Liberal elub
ali the local statutes, ete,, and alsé
humorously asserted that, along the
line of the suggestion of Dr. Meln-
tyre to keep posted on both sides, he
would also present any mnewspapers
that criticized the local government,

Our City.

To the toast oi “Our City,” Mayot
Mills’ name was coupled, In an elo:
quent speech, he eulogized the work
of Dr. McIntyre in the Federal House;
He had given close attention to his
duties, had applied himself assiduousr
ly in the interests of his constituency
and had also applied himself indus-
triously in the interests of the coms
mon- country.

Dealing more particularly with the
city of Stratheona, the Mayor refer:
red with pride to the location of the
university_in Strathcona as the result
of having Mr. Rutheriord as the repres
sentative of the constituency,

To the east of the city, through the
munificence of Dr. Rutherford, Strath:
cona had ten acres, oi beautiful park
land, to the south was the park ss
generously donated by Mr. Allen, te
the west were the university grounds,
and to the north on the banks of the
river the city had reeently purchased
ample park gromnds. Thus the city
had endeavored during the past yea$
to make Strathcona the city beautifu}
and one of the most attraetive in Can.
ada, - Trwe it had felt the finanecial
stringency, but there was mo.- great
cagse for sorrow that debentures had
not yet been sold. §

Phe C. P. R: had done great thing$
this year for Strathcoma, and these
were only forecasts of what that comi
pany would yet do. Transportation
questions were all important in theé
west at present, and he felt sure thaj
developments would take place in the
next few months that would make the
citidens sit up and take notice,. And
as a result, though assessments might
appear-high at present, the time wounld
soon come when they would gtand
still further increases. In closing, he
expressed his pleasure at being pres
ent, hearing the excéllent addresses
and doing honor to Dr: MelIntyre.

lege to support two such representa-
tives as Dr. McIntyre and Dr. Ruth-
erford, Dealing with a statement 'of
a. Jocal Conservative paper, the only
avowed paper of that complexion in
the constituency, the speaker referred
at some length to the tariff and the
greater use of ‘luxuries as the result
of greater prosperity. The finaneial
stringeney, he said, was not the re-
sult of exeessive taxation, as Conser-
vatives had said, but of excessive
prosperity. The Liberal government
had” been charged with prodigality.
but larger expenditure had been the
result. of greater revenue. The last
money stringéncy was in 1893, but the
present yedar was a far more prosper-
ous one than on that occasion,

Mt. Marshall congratulated the city
oi Strathcona upon having men of the
ability and the industry and the op-
timism of Dr. Rutherford, Dr. McIn-
tyre and Mayor Mills. The press had
played a prominent part in the mak-
ifig of the politieal history of Canada,
es well as of the United States and
the Old Country. In Ontario, Hon,
George Brown; in Saskatchéwan Hon.
Walter Scott and in Alberta. Hon.
Frank Oliver, and again in Ontaric
Hon. Mr. Graham and Hons. George
Ross and J. P. Whitney had all been
prominent newspaper men, and had
done much for the advancement of the
communities in which they lived. And
Dr. MelIntyre, when he attained prom-
inence in the House of Commons, had
his execellent work heralded ' by the
press of the country throughout the
Dominion. But newspapers had had
2 bad influence as well as a good in-
fluence, but lampooning of this kind
did not go with the better classes of
the community. A newspaper was al-
ways safe so Tong as it told the truth,
He felt proud at having taken some
part in the election of Dr. MclIntyre
and felt assured at the next election
he would be returned with renewed
confidence by the electorate, .

Speaking of Premier Rutherford he
compared the feeling towards him to
that expressed twenty-five years ago
to Sir Oliver Mowatt of Ontario—as
long as he was at the head of the got-
ernment. the people were assured of a
fair deal and honest administration.
And a government that in only two
vears of power had taxed the railways
of the country, had built public tele-

| phones and had prosecuted the lum-

ber combine must be satisfactory to
the people of Alberta.

Dr. McIntyre, the guest of the eve-
ning, had assuredly ‘made good’ in
his one year at Ottawa, and in .the
coming gessions that he would repre-
sent the constituency of Strathcona
would do additional credit to the elec-
