Third Russian Council of Empire 
Opens its Second Session—Consti­
tutional Democrat Makes Vigorous 
Attack on Government for Attempt­
ing to .Throttle Voice of Nation.

DEADLOCK OVER BISHOP.

Farthing—Clergy Dean Evans.

Montreal, Oct. 29—Never- in the his­
tory of the diocese of. Montreal has 
there been such a clash between the 
clergy and laity as took place today 
m the selectioit of a bishop to suc­
ceed Bishop Carmichael. Dean Far- 

* «S’ of Kin68ton, and Dean Evans, 
of Montreal, were the men ’between 
whom the synod was divided, the lay 
going almost solidly for Dean Far­
thing, while the clergy consistentlv 
supported Déans Evans. The synod 
was still sitting at midnight, at which 
time four votes had been taken. On 
the third vote, Farthing secured 43 
out of 82 of the lay vote, 42 only being 
necessary. On the same vote Dean 
Evans only secured 38 from the cleri­
cal side, "when 51 were nccepsary,while 
in the lay vote he secured 20. In spite 
of the lateness of the hour a fourth 
vote was taken. In the case oi Bish­
ops Bons and Carmichael they were 
selected on the fourth ballot. The pie 
sent i* the first instance oi a aérions 
deadlock, and it would not be surpris­
ing if a compromise bishop were se­
lected- The attendance of the clergy 
and laity was very large. At 12.30 th: 
deadlock still continued with no signe 
of agreement, and the v ta.ry- delu 
gates finally agreed ;o v Ijourn until 
ten o’clock tomorrow morning. The 
indications at the close of the ses-: ••! 
point to the probability of Dean Far­
thing being elected tomorrow, hut it 
is Impossible to make any definite pre­
diction.

St. Petersburg, Oct. 29—The autumn 
session of the third Russian Douma 
opened yesterday and the sittings of 
the coufieil of empire began in the aft­
ernoon. This is the first time the Rus­
sian parliament has come to its sec­
ond session. Its deputies plunged im­
mediately into the Balkan situation 
by means of an urgent interpellation 
to which all parties subscribed.

M. Maktakoff, Constitutional Dem­
ocrat, made a vigorous attack on the 
government. He declared that the 
annexation of Bosnia and Herzegov­
ina by Austria-Hungary was a nation­
al question and that the attempts of

Decidedly Unique Method Adopted by 
Suffragettes to Prevent Immediate 
Ejection From House of Common* 
—Chain Fastened to Waists and 
to Grill, Latter Having to be Un­
screwed to Release Frantic Wo­
men.

London, Oct. 20—The Hoppe df fiOTfr. 
mens wag the scene tonight of thé 
most extensive and bfeet organized-euG 
iragette raid yet- By a preconcerted; 
arrangement, disturbances were che­
ated simultaneously in the ladies’ gal- 
levy, the men’s gallery and 8t. Steph­
en's hp.V outside the precinct’ of the 
chamber. Two young and pretty suf­
fragettes, Muriel Maltere and Helen 
Fox, got tickets from members to 
whom they were strangers and whb, 
therefore, obtained a {.ledge on their' 
honor that they would do nothing 
contrary to the rules if decorum. Hav­
ing secured two seats some distance 
apart in the front row of the ladies* 
gallery, up against the ornamental 
brass grill that separates the gallery 
from the House, they proceeded sil­
ently to fasten to the grill stout steél 
chains which had been already made 
secure around their waists. Theft 
Miss Malters interrupteti the proceed 
ings by demanding attention to somij 
questions, shouting, “Votes for Wo­
men.” i

Janitors rushed into the gallery to 
remove her, but after prolonoged ati 
tempts, during which the proceedings 
in the House degenerated into chaos, 
the sections of the grill to which th* 
young women had chained themselves', 
had to be uriscrewed -and removed 
bodily, together with the shouting, geV 
ticulating suffragettes.

Just -ae these women were being 

taken out a man sprang up in the 
Strangers' gallery, at the opposite enq 
of the House, dashed te the front nndi 
with a dexterous turn of his -*rist, 
sent a shower of suffragette proclam£- 
tions fluttering over the heads of tire 
members.

A little later another man in the same 
gallery yelled “votes for women." His 
neighbors throttled and nearly choked 
him before the janitors could rescue 
him.
