The 
three passengers had the fools’ luck 
to escape unhurt, which was a won­
der, considering that in its descent the 
balloon hit a chimney hard enough to 
topple it over.

General protest has been rouked 
against the foolhardy Indulging in 
this sort of sport to the peril of earth-

bound citizens. It is said that police 
orders will soon be issued forbidding 
flights over the city.

Prevention of Consumption.
Dear Mr. Editor,—I am tempted to 

write to you on two or three sub­
jects which need more consideration 
tc my mind, than they have yet re­
ceived, as they are of far more im­
portance to the Colony as a whole 
than some at present think, and a few 
public statements of the views held 
on them by those who see them from 
different view points would be very 
valuable. 1st. The Hon. John Harvey 
has rendered untold services to this 
city by his efforts to suppress Tuber­
culosis and by calling attention to the 
dangers of spitting and foul air. A 
student from a New York Hospital 
with a tendency to lung trouble, came 
to us last summer and has wintered 
down north with us. His bedroom 
window has never been closed, and the 
entire frame has been out for the last 
month. He has not only survived, bul 
is twice the men he was and is as 
excellent protest against the theory 
that cold air hurts us as any I know 
anywhere. Yet that that theory it 
still held to Is only too patent along 
this coast. Not nearly sufficient at 
tendon has, however, been yet paid ti 
the danger of infection through tin 
mouth and food. There are mam 
who now hold that tuberculosis is con 
traded far more through the tonsili 
and stomach, and so through the 
glands taking lymph from the- bowels 
than through the lungs. Very import- 
ant experiments on very extensive 
scales have of late been made to shov 
that pulmonary or lung tuberculosi- 
is secondary to infection of the bowe 
glands. It behoves us to. lay ver 
much stress on the washing of cups 
howls and. plates, spoons, etc., use< 
by consumptives, and separate. outfits 
being used. The dangers of tuber­
culous meat and foods is well known.
I fear, however, that only very, very- 
thorough cooking can be looked t< 
help to eliminate this danger in this 
Colony, as there is no way yet to cer 
tifiy to the health of cattle in the out 
ports.

1 would wish to very earnestly com 
mend to all families that have in 
fected members in their houses, to pu 
aside special vessels and food utensil 
of every kind for their use, and I an 
the more anxious to do this, as in i 
catechism I had printed and circulate! 
in thousands, I laid no stress on this 
source of danger. It is a very rea 
one, and personally I am now incline- 
to accept the theory that it is quite 
as important as those to which sr 
much attention has of late been paid. 
Destruction of Seals and Effects oi

Northern Outports.
The second thing I want to hear th< 

public to discuss is the serious effec 
the destruction of the seal herds i 
having on the Outports. We have jus 
had a most delightful visit from Cap! 
Alpheus Barbour and his crew in th 
"Neptune,” and we fully realize wha 
jt means in St. Jonh’s, and the ope o 
two outport towns from which th 
sealing crews come, when a steame 
comes home with her bunting up, an 
her rockets announcing she has beer 
successful. We rejoice with these 
that rejoice, and such must be the 
result of the circulation of so much 
money as comes to St. John’s when 
over a quarter of a million seal pelts 
are brought in. But we can’t help 
seeing the other side—and that has a 
very serious aspect indeed. As Oapt. 
Alpheus Barbour lay at the ice edge 
men from all round our harbour had 
to actually go to his ship asking for r 
carcass, a carcass for dog food; yes 
and for food for their families, foi 
meat is a luxury here in winter. Tt 
me this was a pitiful sight. There 
was a time when the harbour coulc 
have given them all the carcasses 
they might need, and when we could 
have sold them a load of fat tc 
boot; there was a time when traders 
and merchants found it worth while 
to supply the)/- dealers with seal nets 
for the retur j they brought from the 
local fishery. The best proof that the 
local seal f/shing is no longer re 
munerative, is in the fact that this ie 
no longer done. The few men whe 
still fish for seals get little or nothin? 
in return for their outlay, beyond the 
fact that they do have some dog fooe 
and some skin boots—where others 
must go without because their mone; 
can not even buy any. It has strucl 
me very forcibly in another way aise 
Every year now as I leave for Lab 
rador more and more of our friend 
on the coast beg me to put them dowi 
for a pair of skin boots, if I can. 
have been these last two or three 
years regularly employing Labrado 
women to make me boots for peopl 
from Conche to Kirpon, and at th 
mill In Canada Bay, simply because 
we must otherwise send to St. John’s 
for skins. There can be no denying 
this was not the case even so recently 
as 18 years ago. But beyond this 
there are places that when I came 
here first were nice little settlements, 
where as one journeyed along our 
lonely rounds one found bright 
hearths, and heard merry voices, and 
got a cheerful welcome; just such a 
place was North West Point, In Hare 
Bay. Now only deserted, tumble 
down huts greet one,there, for there 
are no lejnger any seals to depend on, 
and one hurries past the spot, which 
to its loneliness has thus added a 
sense of graveyard desolation. The 
seal fishery along the coast and at the 
outports was, so it seems to me, just 
that annex of the cod fishery, or that 
complement of it, that nature provided 
to supply the needs of the people when 
that somewhat fickle Industry failed.
It thé sea is to be held responsible for 
the entire sustenance of the distant 
outport population, and if settlers are 
to be encouraged to spread and settle 
the outer coves of Newfoundland, then 
It has always seemed to me that the 
seals are essential as a winter balance 
against cthronlc semi-starvation. 

.Then the meat and fat even are a 
’dernier ressort’ when starvation 
threatens. If these seal herds, that 
are now so seriously threatened, are 
not permitted to recuperate what they 
have alreaely lost in past years, the 
day is not far ahead when life will be 
practically Impossible In the far north, 
unless mines and factories can be 
started and kept at work. There are 
a great many of the poorer people

now living as close to the food limit as 
they can go; we doctors eee many 
hungry and half-starved children, who 
never see milk nor half enough fats 
in any form to produce healthy, well 
developed girls and boys. Nor does 
there appear any likelihood at present 
of any other source of income being 
provided if the seals are exterminated. 
They are already almost gone from 
the shore and bays. It is a terrible 
thing to believe, and a fact one dart 
not state publicly, If one were ndl 
fully convinced of it. But the fact is 
that where the seals are all gone a 
large part of the population will have 
to follow them and go too, i.e., as fai 
as any of us down here can see at 
present. It would sound very unpat­
riotic in St. John s if we were to di­
vert our attention from trying to make 
it possible to live here and in Labra­
dor, and instead used all our efforts 
to send away as many families as we 
could to Canada. Several families 
have gone already to places like Ed 
monton and to British Columbia, anc 
the West, and on my visit to the Paci­
fic Coast a year ago those I heard o' 
were all doing well, just because the) 
are desirable settlers. But it is the 
disappearance of the harp seals tha: 
s making it so increasingly difficul 

ror the cod fishermen to live. If some 
31 the better off men on this coasi 
could express their opinions on this 
matter, those in power in St. John’! 
vejuld, I think, be very much sur- 
>rised at the serious view we all here 
ake of it.

The Peat Problem.
The last matter I am going te 

^rouble you with, Mr. Editor, is the 
L eat Problem, that is a very hopeful 
aspect of life here. We have showr 
clearly to ourselves primarily anc 
partly to our friends and neighbour! 
the economy and effectiveness of pea 
or fuel. If there is any sceptic ii 

the matter who chances to be visitinf 
3t. Anthony I shall be delighted te 
give him a practical proof of the heat 
ng power, lasting power, cleanliness 

and cheapness of peat fire, that I thin! 
n a very short time would send hin 
îome to look for a peat bog for him 

’.elf near his own home. We had the 
Measure of convincing Capt. Barbou. 
fid Capt. Whitely and some of thei 
-rew of the efficiency and cheapnest 
>f a peat fire on an open hearth. The 
closed stove now heating the room 
m sitting in, simply couldn’t fail te 
lo the same for anyone else. Lik' 
nost things new, however, one has te 
earn to handle it tb get the best re 
ults, and we have experimented ii 
very way. The first thing is to cu 
s deep and long a straight drah 
hrough your bog as you can make 
Is you cut down ÿou can throw m 
our brickets of fibrous roots onto the 
mrface, when dry they are as gooc 
lmost as kindling ,tyut burn much toe 
tuickly to last. As you get down 
owever, the texture becomes muct 
loser and the peat'more useful. One 
ay sunning, and then turned ove. 
nee, and another day’s sunning, ane 
our peat is already to house. We 

find it well worth while to run up lov 
flakes to allow the air to circulate un 
derneath, as then a rain shower in ne 
way hurts your material. But tha 
is by no means necessary, and in Ice 
land and Ireland 1 have never seen i 
lone. We house our supply right b; 
the marsh, as then we can easily rui 
it home^on slides at no cost in winter 
But we;are now running a light rail 
oad track right to the cuttings, ane" 
he trolly once started will almost rui 
Jiemselves to the end of our nev. 
.vharf, or can be switched off to the. 
various houses. It takes men ever 
tere now on an average three hours 
o haul a load of wood out, and to gel 
wood you can only cut and haul twe 
loads a day, whereas you can bring 
tome a load of peat in half an hour 
ind the actual cutting and drying if 
it little moment when you get a win 
‘er fuel supply in two or three days 
which you can easily do; we use pea- 
iutters from Ireland, but at first usee 
>nly the straight square shovel sharp- 
ned. Some dry wood is necessary te 
•tart your fire in a stove. But with 

liberal supply of peat you can dis- 
iense with any other fuel in a stove o> 
ipen fire place after the first setting 
m fire. To make a hot, cheerful fire 
ve put the brickets in carefully with 
til spaces right l)p through them 
vhile if we are going to leave a fire 
"or a long time, we shake them dowr 
dtogether, and thus you can, as it 
were, turn up. or down your fire like 
i kerosene lamp. If only every har­
bour in Newfoundland would take tc 
ising peat and spare the trees neai

the houses, how much more beautiful 
the landscape would be, and how much 
easier it would be to get shelter and to 
grow vegetables and flowers.

The destruction of trees around 
harbours, to me is on a par with the 
destruction of the seal herds, and in 
a line with the depopulation of out­
ports by tuberculosis, scurvy and 
other scourges that are all of them 
avoidable even by the very poorest. 
It will be with the very greatest in 
terest we shall look for the comments 
on these points that we have raised. 
Wo are fully confident that the Legis 
lature eran do much to help in all these 
matters, and we are deeply grateful 
for the attention that already they are 
showing to them.

Marine Notes

Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir,—To-day the ridiculous 

spectacle of labourers employed by 
the County Council here was witness­
ed removing material brought from 
St. John’s and landed on the public 
wharf by the Portia, to finish the con­
struction of another public wharf on 
the opposite side of the harbour about 
a gun shot from the one now in use. 
Can it be possible, Mr. Editor, that the 
.Minister of Marine and Fisheries is 
not aware of this extravagant expen­
diture of the public monies, and if so 
low can he expect to appease the 
demands of the residents of other 
lortions of this district who are with- 
jut any marine convenience. A 
glimpse at the Harbor of St. Lawrence 
ivtli show anyone that the building of 
i second wharf here is a useless ex­

penditure of our marine grant, and 
me thing is certain either one wharf 
>r the other must fail, through the 
vant of repairs, as our share of the 
narine grant will be insufficient tc 
keep both in good condition. I would 
sk the Minister of Marine and Fish­

eries why is this second wharf being 
built? It cannot be said that the busi­
ness people here are demanding it as, 
I know whereof I speak when I say 
hat the present public wharf has af- 
orded all the facilities required for 
he past five years, and this being the 
rase why is the action of our Council 
in this matter allowed. It may be 
answered that our Council is supposed 
:o he composed of men of intelligence 
and common sense, having for their 
abject the best interests of the peo- 
ile they represent always in view; 

but, Mr. Editor, our Council does not 
represent the people of St. Lawre’nce, 
t is what is known in common par­
lance here as a “one horse show,” and 
if our people were given a chance of 
m elective Road Board which was one 
if the boasts of the People’s Party in 
fills district the- present administra­
tion here would have to bundle and 
go. The privilege of an elective Road 
Board was denied us here although 
demanded, and that is why we have a 
body of men to represent us to-day 
who with the exception of the chair­
man are not able to answer the simp­
lest question concerning amounts of 
local grants, marine, etc. (We are 
Utopian in all but name).

FAIR PLAY.
St. Lawrence, May 2nd, 1910.

“To the distinguished representa­
tives of the commercial interests of 
the Empire, whom I have the pleasure 
of seeing here to-day, I venture to al­
lude to the impression which seemed 
generally to prevail among their 
brethren across the seas, that the Old 
Country must wake up if she intends 
to maintain her old position of pre­
eminence in her Colonial trade against 
foreign competitors. No one who had 
the privilege of enjoying the experi­
ences which we have had during our 
tour could fall to be struck with one 
ail prevailing and pressing demand— 
the want of population. Even in the 
oldest of our Colonies there were 
abundant signs of this need. Bound­
less tracts of country yet unexplored, 
hidden mineral wealth calling for de­
velopment, vast expanses of virgin 
soil ready to yield profitable crops to 
the settlers; and these ran be enjoyed 
under conditions of healthy living, 
liberal laws, free institutions, in ex­
change for the overcrowded cities and 
the almost hopeless struggle for ex­
istance which, alas, too often is the lot 
of many in the Old Country. But one 
condition, and one only, is made by 
our Colonial brethren, and that Is:

By this 
means we may still further strength­
en, or at all events pass on unim­
paired, that pride of race, that un­
ity of sentiment and purpose, that 
feeling of common loyalty and obli­
gation which knit together and alone 
can maintain the integrity of our 
Empire.”—Prince of Wales at the 
Giuldhall, December 5, 1901, on his* 
return from a tour of the' Empire.
