The Dancing Mania 
Attacks a Town.

The town of Yenlahehr, in Greece, 
Is witnessing revival of the famous 
"dancing mania" which raged In Eur­
ope from the 14th to the beginning of 
the 16th century, and the epedemic 
Is said to be growing in Intensity 
year after year. When a correspond­
ent visited Yenishehr he found 'about 
thirty households affected, and several 
of the "possessed” in the church, 
climbing the altar screen and going 
through a variety of contortions to 
the accompaniment of "piercing 
screams.' On the Sunday following 
he attended the morning service, but 
“it was no service," he says, “for the 
voices of the officiating clergy were 
diowned by the clamor that arose 
from the congregation. The hysteri­
cal, to the number of a hundred, were 
scattered all over the church and 
caused such a scene of wild disorder 
as to upset my nerves, I thought I 
should have gone mad myself. It was 
more like an assemblage of furious 
lunatics than a religious congrega­
tion. Such a shrieking, shouting and 
groaning, such contortions and con­
vulsions, I never witnessed before 
and hope never to see and hear again. 
Some of the 'possessed" were strik­
ing their heads against the walls and 
floor; others were climbing to the gal­
leries and up the altar screen like so 
many spiders. In a word, it was pan­
demonium. All these poor creatures, 
adds the correspondent, "should have 
been under the care of a doctor, who 
might have save them from the heart 
disease which many of them contract 
n consequence of their prolonged and 
unstrained frenzy.”
