FEARFUL LOSS OF LIFE.

MILLIONS WORTH SWEPT AWAY.
_—

TOUCHING INCIDENTS,
—_—

Haydenville, Mass., May 16.—A large
reservoir, four miles from this place,
burst about 8 o’clock this morning. The
water came rushing down the hills carry-
ing everythang before it. It struck the
south-eastern portion of Williamsburg
village, oarrying away & large number of
dwellings, thence Skinnerville, where it
swept away Skinner’s large silk mills and

next struck the large manufactury of
Hayden, Gore & Uo., sweeping it awey
in an instant, Large stones and. ma-
chinery swept throvgh the main streets
at a fearful rate. Well built houses
were instantly crushed, mnot giving the

tes a t's w The flood
then struck the village of Leeds, where
s large nuwrber of shops, dwellings, ete.,
were swept away. The loss of life is
very heavy, whole families, in some in-
stances, being carried away over dams,
and either killed o: drowned. It isim-
poss’ble at this time “to give the number
of lives lost. Twenty-three bodies so
far have been taken cut of the rubbish
on the shore. The whole block of tene-
ment houses Flled with women and
children, were swept down the stream,
and all the inmates of courso were loat.
At this hour—neon—the bodies are con-
stantly being brought in and laid in the
Church. Most of them can be recog-
nized.

Springfield, Mass., May 17.—The lat-
est figures of the loss of life make the
total one hundred and forty-foar,divided
as fo!'ows :—W*'liamaburg, 60 ; Leeds,
49 ; Haydenville, 85. These fignres only
iepresent persons whose loss is positively
known, though the bodies of all are not
yet recovered. Bodies are constantly
being found, and in some cases those of
persons who were not supposed to bo
lost, so that it seems perfectly safe to
say the total loss of life will ezceed 150,
if indeed it does not more nearly ap-
proach 200.

Among the iacidents of the disaster it
is niemtioned that Dr. E. M. Johnson, of
Williamsburg, rushed from his house
with two children in his arms, his wiie
following wiih the third, brt the wholo
family were overtaken and drowned. W.
H. Adams, whose flouring mill was des-
troyed, notified his family of the im-
pending danger, and endeavored to reach
his mll, bat was caught by the flood.
His house and fam’'v escaped v hurt.
One of the saddest casos was thut of H.
Bermingham's familv, The father,
mother, and three daughters were all
swept away together. The family ‘were
at breakfast when the water streek their
house. Of thirteen women and gizls
who started to run across the bridge,
from the gilk mills' at Williamsbrrg, only
one escaped. . She wes caught by the

the accident. Of a fomily named French,
the mother, son, and three dasvghters
were drowned. Tho father aad three
children were saved. H. . Tilton, of
Williamsburg, carrying his aged mother
His
mother was unfortunately drowned, he
himself narrowly escaping by eliaging to
the branches of ‘a tree, that withstood
the torrent. J. M. Stevenson and two
other men climbed a tree. The troe was
swept away and the men wore lost. John
Atking, foreman of the weaving room at
the silk mill, died 1 saving his wife and
children.

New York, May 18.—Special despatches
*rom the roene of the disaster in Massa-
chusetts contains details of the incidents
conneéoted with the late horrer. Aid is
being freely extended by a'l the town-
ships in the vicinity, and the Mayors of
New Haven, Sp:ingfield and Watertown
have rendered assistance. Watertown
places the residue of the Chicago fund
at the "disposal of the sufferers.

Brutal Oui ageona Briish Officer.

The fo'low ' ng particula.s have come
to hand respecting the recéent outlrage on
Mr. McGee at Guatemala :—

Mr. John Magee, British Vice-Consnl
at San Jose de Guatemala, who 18 per-
sonhlly one of the most popular officials
on the coast, had incarred the enmity of
Colonel Gonzsles, the Commandante at
that port. Mr. Mageo held o semi-
official Gov-~nment position which
placed him out of the Commandante's
jurisdietion, and this increased the
latter's dislike. On the 24th of April the
steamehip Arizona arrived at San Jose,
and providentially this was the day that
Colorel Gonzales had fixed upon for
venting his w.ath on Mr. Magee. Early
in the morning he summoned the Vice-
Consul before him, and when the latter

d himself b of la 5
gsent a file of soldiers, with orders to
bring Mr. Magee ** Dead-or alive.” Ac-
cordingly, the sufferer was brought in on
a cart, insulted, struck in the face with
the butt of a pistol, imprisoned, and
ordered to reccive 400 lashes at four
.m. Tho surgeon at the port protested
that it would end in the vietim's death.
The Consular Agentof the United States,
Mr. James, presented a wntten protest
vuder his official seal. (Gonzales brutally
‘replicd that he would not only adwminis-
ter the punishment but would shoot him
at eight o'clock next morn’ °g, and after-
wards put to death every foreigner in
San Jose, Mr. Magee was brought out
frcm his dn»geon. throwa vpon the
gror °d, and a soldier sat upon his head
wh'e four others sat on his hands and °
fegt. ~After his coat and vest had been
stripped off 200 lashes were administered
by foar soldiers, the Commandante sit
ting by aad keeping tally. At this point
Mr. Magee became insensible, and the
rest of the flogging was put off ‘until the
following day. Then the Commandante
fi"ed himeelf \ ‘th whiskey, plundered
the British Consu'’s office and the houses
of other foreigners, and all night long
kept up a drunken orgie with his soldiers.
Occasionally - he went where Mr. Magee
was co1 fined, and putting a pistol to his
head arked his vietim how he * would
like to die,” and if it were not best to
“ put him out of his misery.”

Colonel Gonzales had seized *he tele-
graph, but Mr. Moncrieffo, the agent of
the Pacific Mail Steamship Company,
managed to make his escape, and tele-
graphed to the capital for aid and pro-
tection..
