DECIMATED EY DIZEASE.

Terrible Mortality Among Seamen
Caused by Smalipex and
Yeilow Fever.
Loxpox, Jan. 2.—A cable dispatch from
the British consul at Santo, confirms the
recent alarming reports in regard to the
terrible state of aflaits there growing out of
the ravages of combined yellow fever and
smallpox., Eighteen captains of merchant
vessels have died either from the black
vomit or smallpox within two months,
On sume vessels the entire ship’s ecom-
pany, officers and crew, have perished
from these awful maladies. Seven sailors
died in the streets, so quickly fatal has
been the shafts of the disease. It is esti-
mated that at least two-thirds of the per-
sons attacked have been fatal., The great
majority of the vietims are immigrants and
sailors. The consul writes that a much
greater mortality than now exists is looked
for during the hot montis of January and
February.
