It is not Improbable that the outcome 
of the London street railway strike 
(will be that the city will, in a short 
time own and operate its own street 
railway system for the benefit of the 
city. A special meeting of the city 
council will (be called by" Mayor Wilson 
tor Wednesday night to consider the 
purchase of the existing road or the 
construction of the new one.

Mayor Wilson’s idea is that the 
council should appoint a committee to 
open negotiations with the street rail­
way company, and, If possible, have 
them name a price at which they would 
be wilting to sell the road "to the city. 
If the company should refuse to con­
sider an offer of purchase by the city, 
or should name an exorbitant price, 
the next step would be to request the 
company to build lines on certain 
streets that would give a service ade­
quate for the city, and practically 
equivalent to the present system. If 
the company refuses to construct the 
lines as requested, it is proposed that 
the city proceed to build them, prac­
tically paralleling the existing fines 
and in some cases Improving on them.

In that event,” said Mayor Wilson 
to an Advertiser reporter, “the com­
pany’s lines would be absolutely worth­
less to them. They would not make 
enough to buy axle grease, and would 
have fco abandon the field.”

The city engineer has figured on the 
cost of the road, and says the outside 
cost of the road would not exceed 
$10,000
It could t>e built for $7,000. The pres­
ent mileage is 32 miles, which would 
bring the cost in the neighborhood of 
$309,000. George F. Jewell, the city 
auditor, (has been doing some figur­
ing, and says the city ccuild afford to 
pay the company 200 for the.r stock, 
snd even then the road would pay for 
itself within the life of the franchise.

Mayor Wilson had an interview with 
Mr. Everett recently, with a view to 
having him name a price at which 
the company would be willing to sell 
to the city. Mr. Everett flatly refus­
ed to consider any such proposition.

"After that.” said the mayor. “I 
wash my hands of the street railway 
company. The existing state of things 
is intolerable and is costing the city 
more directly .and indirectly than 
would pay the interest on the deben­
tures for the citizens’ road and pro­
vide for the sinking fund. Municipal 
ownership seems to be the only pos­
sible solution.

“I believe,” added ithe mayor, “that 
If the question were submitted to the 
people now the plan of municipal 
ownership would carry by a sweeping 
majority.”

Pretoria, Sept. 3.—The reply of the 
Transvaal Government to the imperi-i 
al Government's last dispatch has been 
received by Conymgham Greene, the 
British agent here. It Is understood 
that this government is willing to meet 
the other side in a conference at Cape 
Town as suggested, and to explain the 
working of the new franchise law.

Since Allbron Herbert, voicing the
