Bravery of Prison Officials—XKilled Hls

KILLED HIS BROTHER-IN-LAW.
Chattanooga, Tenn., April 30.—Wil-
liam Ramsey, a cripple, last night shot
and Kkilled- his brother-in-law, Madison

him. 'The bullet passed through Amos's
body, and fatally injured an infant
in the arms of Mrs. Amos, who was
in the room at the time.
BRAVERY OF PRISON OFFICIALS.
Denver, Col.,, April 30.—A. special to
the Republian from Santa Fe, N. M.,
says it develaped at . the hearing of
William Wilson, charged with furnish-
ing convicet George Stevenson with the
revolver used by him in the recent at-
tempted delivery at the penitentiary,
that the plan was to secure the release
of Tom Ketchum, who was executed
last Friday, and ‘“Broncho Bill” Car-
ver, a member of his gang. Wilson
gonfessed his guilt, and said Carver's
sister offered him §$500 to smuggle the
pistol into the prison. The plans were
so carefully laid that but for the
bravery and good marksmanship of the
prison officials, “Black Jack” and a
score of other desperate characters
would have regained their liberty.
Wilson was held under $2,000 bail,
TRUE BILLS RETURNED.
Pittsburg, April 30.—The grand jury
to-day brought in indictments against
the Biddlie-Dorm&m gang.

SHOT AT A WEDDING.
Amsterdam, N. Y., April 30-—John
McDermott was shot and killed early

‘this morning at a wedding in this city

by Albert Vettner, bridegroom. Vett-
ner objected to the presence of McDer-
mott and three companions at the
wedding, and ordered them out. As
they did not depart quick enough to
suit him, he shot McDermott with a
revolver. The dead man was 25 years
old. Vettner is in custody.

THE CREW ARE ALL RIGHT.

New York, April 30.—The steamship
City of Washington, which arrived
here this morning from Colon had on
board the crew of eight men of the
schooner Emma C. Kmnowles, which
was discovered one day last week on
her beam ends off Barnegat. The
crew were picked up by the steamer
Alliancia, bound from . New York for
Colon, after the steamer had been in
collision with the schooner. The
Alliancia transferred them to the City
of Wagshington on April 26. The
Knowles had been bound from Charles-
ton to Fall River, and it being sur-
mised, when she was found, that she
had been in collision with a steamer,
probably at night, it was feared that
her crew had all been lost.

NEW FALLS DISCOVERED.

St. Paul, Minn., April 30.—Word has
just been received here of the diseov-
ery of another natural wonder in the
Yellowstone National Park. James
Latherman, deputy game warden for
Wyoming, has found a -waterfall 300
feet high, which he has named ‘‘Lost
Falls.” 'The falls are in Box Canyon,
two and a half miles north-west of
Hell’s Half 'Acre. The water plunges
to a depth of 300 feet or more. A dense
growth of timber hides the sheet of
falling water, and a person can walk
to the brink of the falls without real-
izing his danger, warned only by the
noise of the falling waters.
