Useful Hints,

“Fowre,—AN OLD MaN’s ExPERIENCE.—I1
plowed up my pouity-yard and kept it mel-
low. The fowls took great delight in belping
me, for they scratched and dung for worms
and insects most assiduounsly. I fed them on
dough madg of wheat-bran, some cornmeal
and greens, mustard and horse~-weeds,cooked
together, The fowls throve nnder that kind
of treatment. The pext ge‘r I plowed up
tbe yard and sowed a patch of oats in it very
thick. -The chickens.got a good deal of it
before it came up, but some grew; and I
thought it did much good by affording a place
for iusec:s to collest. The fowls, especially
the youg chicks, would go about in the oats
and seem to be very busily engaged catching
flies, bugs, &c. My neighbors laughed at me
for raising oats in my poulty-yard, but I had
a good ‘ crop’ of chicheos and no sickness
among them. Ikept no acsount of the ex-
pense of cultivating my pateh, and followed
the same plan several years uatil I sold my
farm, I have been in poulfry yards where
the fowls were ro .crowded that the weeds
and grass wounld not grow ‘much, but the

now of to clean such yards is fo turn over

the ground with : the :spade or plough,
My neighbors laugh at me when I tell them
to cultivate their poultry yards, but I notice

that those who allow their poulfry the run of

plowed fields, have the healthiest fowls.

Hogs require slean and comfortable quar-
ters in a well built and water-proof sty, with
sleeping apartments cut off from the feeding
place. The trough should .be.of strong oak
boards, a portion partitioned oft for fresh
water, Io the sleeping apartmemt a little rye
straw should be thrown. and exchanged for
clean from time to time. When fattening,
hogs should not have an excess of water, bat
just enough to slake their thirst. Being om«
niverous, hogs devour almost everything that
is. given them to eat, and often disgusting
and improper food is given them, Almost
any place is thought good erough for a pig,
