AN EPIDEMIC OF DIVORCE.
Ill Considered Marriages Bear Their 

Natural Frnit In New South 
Wales.

Divorce is becoming so increasingly 
prevalent in New South Wales as to 
have apparently reached the dimensions 
among some classes of an epidemic. The 
mam cause of the trouble would seem 
to be ill-considered marriages, but what­
ever the reason, the effect of competition 
is being felt in the divorce market, as 
in all Other markets, in the cheapening 
of prices. Some suggestive examples of 
this have recently occurred. In one case 
an applicant explained to the judge that 
the reason he had not secured a divorce 
before was that he could not afford it at 
prices formerly ruling. He tried three 
or four solicitors in 1892, and the lowest 
quotation was £30, while most of them 
asked £40. Now he was pleading “in 
forma pauperis,” and expected to get 
through for £3. In any other fojan, 
counsel explained, divorce was still an 
expensive .luxury, in spite of the fall in 
prices. On this particular day the judge 
dealt with a dozen cases, during the 
course of one of which it appeared that 
Sir Alfred Stephen’s inclusion of simple 
desertion as a sufficient ground of di­
vorce had led to people coming from 
Queensland in order to be able to take 
advantage of a provision which does not 
obtain in the northern colony, or in any 
of the other colonies except Victoria.
