" “The first question I wish to speak
about relates to the’ Songhees Reserve.
Ever since.I came to this Province.it
has been a vital question to the people,
ang to the city of Victoria- more par-
ticularly, and we are glad to know
that through the efforts of this Gov-
ernment we have at'last arrived at &
satisfactory solution of this difficulty.
I cannot forget that there are many
other cities
sim'llar conditions prevail. Near the
eity® of Kamloops we have a vast re-
serve, containing thousands of acres
of good land for pasture and fruit and
grain,  All this land lying .co Tra-
tively idle and unproductive, ig situated
right at the gate of the city of Kam-
iobps, and if the same efforts were put
forth in that case ag were put forth
here, we might have the same result.
This is a matter that affects not only
the city, but the whole Province. It
must be a strange sight to visitors to
Victoria to se€e that magnificent re-
serve lying useless, and it must give
to visitors to the Province-a worse im-
pression than they would otherwise 'ob-’
tain.

“Phe question of fisheries
don’t intend to deal with, as
other districtg rather than my own.,
There is, however, a question that does
affect my district, and that is the use
of water for irrigation purposes in the
railway belt. ' By the decision of the
courts this has been given over to the
Dominion government, and I hope that
some arrangement will be arrived at
petween the Dominion and . Proyincial
governments so that there will be no
delay in the development of the dry
belt., The gquestion is a most impor-
‘tant one to us who live in that belt.and
if the two governments 0. not work
amicably together it will retard our
progress congiderably. . Although the
Dominion government has full control,
1 hope that they will not use it to the
detriment of the people of the district.

lewuy Construction.

‘Rallway cpnqtruction in thig prov-
ince has, during the past year, gone on
to a greater extent than formexly on
account of the legislation we passed
last ‘session. - The Canadxan Northern
Pacific and Kettle River Valley com-
panies have gone on well with the con-
struction .0f their roads, and thesg
roads, particularly the Canadian Nor-
thern Pacific, will traverse a country
hitherto.almost unknown, or only suf-
ticlently known' to reveal the fact that
the railway will develop great areas of
virgin soil, virgin forest and undiscov-
gred mines. The valley of the North
Thompson above Xamloops possesses
mines and timber and farms that will
no doubt provide ample revenue for the
railway, and furnish' homes for the
thousandg of- families that will go in.-

“I am glad to see some notice of leg-
islation in connection with trust com-
panies. - This is most important, and
will addi to the feeling of security in
the country’s institutions, as before
people deposit their cash they will feel
assured that it is. safe;

“Another important matter is a bill
looking te the inspection of legging and
mining camps and similar industries.
I balieve that this will benefit both the
employer and the workingmen. I '‘know
that in my country employers often
find great difficulty in getting men to
work in their logging camps and saw-
mills, because of conditions that they
fear exist there. ' 1  hope ‘that the dii-
ties of these inspectors-will not be con-
fined to logging and mining camps, but
that they will look into domestic
campsy -Jnto .the. homes., . We are told,
thotigh I hardly believe it, by experts,
that every person in this country is
more or less affected with tuberculos-
is. I hope I am not affected, but I
don’t know how soon I may be, because
throughout this country we come in
contact with people who are infected.
We¢ have in Kamloops an institution
for the treatment of this disease. It
is being conducted on very economical
lines and I believe gives good satisfac-
tion, and I think this institution should
receive very material attention from
1this government. I remember that- a
few Vears ago the cattle in the district
became infected with mange, and the
;overnment spared no expense to erad-

te it. A few years later horses in
another district became affectec; with
glanders, and the Dominion govern-
ment did everything ‘in its.power to
stamp out the diseasd, Now are nét
the men and women of this. province
of much' more importance than : the
lower animals, and when the governa
mients can spend so much on them I
think they will be justified in going to
any length to promct human life;

¢Last year the government appointed
a commiseion to select a site for a pro-
vincial university. I confess their de-+
cision is somewhat of a disap'polntment
to myself, and I think that many in
this house will sympathize with me,
because I believe, with a great many
others. that the Kamloops district, or
dat least the dry belt, was the proper
place for a provincial universtiy; but
they have seen in their wisdom fit to
select Point Grey, near thé city of
Vancouver, and whatever my disap-
pointment as to the selecion, 1 .feel
sure that as a result of the esablish-
ment of the university our families
after us will be: benefitted by- it.

“‘During ‘the past year our minister
of finance took a trip to the eentke of
Vancouver Island, and we are told as
g resylt that some thousands of acres
have been set aside there as a. pro-
vincial park. Throughout this prov-
ince every town and village is look-
4ng for a park in'its immediate vi-
cinity, and surely this should justify
the government in making a selection
on a larger scale for the whole prov-
ince. I.think it -will be ‘a good in-
vestment. A great deal of wealth is
brought inic the country by visitors
to the Naional] Park at Banff, and
there is no reason why this province
should not benefit equally when thln
park is developed.

“We a\ told also that the gevern-
ment 1dings are to. be enlargeg.

Business men have been backward in
investing in the wealth of our fisher-
fes and in their develppment. The fish~
ermen have been handicapped in their
operations, and altogether British Col-
umbia may be said to have ‘got the
short end of the stick’ Our fisheries
are of such proportions that their
wealth is almost beyond computation,
Up to the present time, we have, so to
speak, only been fishing in the pool,
while the mighty ocean lies at our very
doors—=as yet almost untouched, cer-
tainly unexploited. Our pack of sal-
mon for 1909 was 967,920 cases, of an
approximate value, of $5,600, 000; ~our
herring fisherieg in 1908 gave us $467,-
812. Nanaimao Harbor alone in 1809
produced 22,500 tomns of herring. Our
halibut catch im 1908 was valued at
$875,852, and this'is.only a mere frac-
tion of the ultimate ivalue of the pro-
duct of this industry. Our. whale
fisheries, practically in their infancy,
gave us in 1908, $357,500, and this is
being very much exceeded at the pres-
ent time. The value of the vessels and
fishing material used in 1908 (includ-
ing the sealing fleet’ and its equipment
representlng $367,660) was mnot less
than $4,6560,396, There are large quan-
tities ‘of other food fishes in our Brit-
ish Columbia waters that, so far, we
have only to'a very limited degree ex-
ploited. - When the halibut bénks and
the codfish banks now known to ex-
ist in the neighborhood of the Queen
‘Charlotte group and also in the vi-
cinity of Hecate straits, are developed
to their capacity, such an industry will
have ‘been established and brought in-
to profitable operatien as very people
of this day so much as dream of. When
the Grand Trupk Pacific railway and
the Canadian Northern Pacltic have
been completed, insatiable markets will
have heen opened up for our food fish
products that are at present unthought
of. We have at present some 12,000
men engaged in this industry, and this
is only the beginning of what will be
if the industry be properly ¢onserved

what nature has destined it to be—
one of the véry greatest industries of
our Canadian Dominion.
