Orrawa, Feb, 1.—Contrary to expecta
tion Sir Charles Tupper did not move the
house into committee of the whole to con-
sider the resolutions introduced by Sir
John Macdonald affecting the Canadian Pa-
cific railway. It was stated in the lobbies
that Sir Charles would deliver a speech on
the Canadian Pacific railway, but he gave
notice for next Tuesday.

Mr. Mulock introduced a bill to further
amend the eonsolidated railway act.

Mr. Ross (Manitoba) introduced a bill to
incorporate the Winnipeg hank.

Mr. Abbott introduced an act to confirm
the lease of the Ontario and Quebec to the
Canadian Pacific railway and for other pur-
poses.

Mr. Cameron (Victoria) introduced a bill
to incorporate the Lake Nipissing and
James Bay railway company. He also in-
troduced a bill to empower the Northwest
coal and transportation company o build
a railway from Medicine Hat. Hedid not
specify the direction. He also introduced
a bill to incorporate the Alberta railway
and coal company.

Mr. Daly introduced an act to incorpo-
rate the Halifax Marine Insurance com-
pany.

Mr, Cameron introduced an act to in-
corporate the Canada Temperance and Life
Insurance company.

Mr. McDougall introduced a bill to in-
corporate the Marine Insurance company
of Pietou. -

Mr. Hall presented a petition from the
International Railway company praying
for the passage of an act empowering them
to extend the line of railway from Lennox-
ville to the city of Sherbrooke, to increase
their bond issue and for other purposes.

Mr. Cameron (Victoria) presented a pe-
tition from the Bell Telephone company
praying for the passage of an act empower-
ing them to increase their capital stock;
also a petition from the Napanee, Tam-
worth and: Quebec railway praying for an
amendment giving it power to construct a
branch line from a point on the Kingston
and Pembroke railway northeasterly; alsoa
petition from prominent citizens of Quebec
praying for the construction of a railway and
traffic bridge over the St. Lawrence at or
near Quebec city; also several petitions
from officers of the methodist episcopal
church of Canada, praying that the metho-
dist episcopal church be not included in
the bill respecting union; also a petition
from the Ontario and Quebec railway,

ying for an act confirming the sale of
the road to the Canadian Pacific railway,
and also for an extension of the time to
complete the road.

Mr. Cameron’s act to amend the crim- |

inal law and extend the provisions of the
act respecting offences against the person
was read a second time.

In reply to Mr. Blake, Mr. Bowell said
special regulations were passed by order
in council last July to authorize collectors
of customs not to enforce the law respect-
ing certificates to masters and mates of
coasting and inland vessels.

Sir Charles Tupper answering Mr.
Landry said the construction of a bridge at
Quebec was engaging the attention of the
government. e

Mr. Guillet moved for copies’ of all
papers, orders in council, and correspond-
ence relating to the arrest on Canadian
territory by a detachment of United States
soldiers of Henry Watson said to be for-
merly a resident of Nova Scotia, and
wothers.

Sir John Macdonald would be glad to
bring down all the papers, which would
show that the men were pursued across the
border and captured. Representations
being made to Washington, the men were
mnmediately surrendered to the proper
authorities.

Sir Richard Cartwright moved for papers
or correspondence relative to the mission
of the minister of finance to England in
1883 for the purpose of making arrange-
ments for the issue of a Adw loan, toirether
with his report thereon to thé council.

Sir Leonard Tilley said in November last,
which was found to be the most favorable
time for floating the loan, the government
placed on the market at London £2,000,000
sterling, all of ‘which was to be applied to
payments due Jan. 1, 1885, and the balance
was to pay all Canadian Pacific railway
subsidies as they matured from time to
time, Owing to a subsequent arrangement

‘with the Canadian Pacifie railway {the

money would not be required. He promised
taller information in the budget.

Mr. Charlton moved for copies of cor-
respondence and papers relating to any
proposed or sug‘i;est'ed. reduction in letter
postage in the dominion of Canada. He
made a speech quoting the figures of the
United States for the last quarter, showing
that by the reduction of postage the loss
should be 334 per cent.

CANADA’S TRUE FRIEND.

Lord Lorne Defends the Dominion Against
g ASpersers. | .

Loxpox, Eng., Feb. 1.-—At a meeting of
the Society of Arts on Tuesday evening,
the marquis of Lorne presiding, a paper
wasread upon emigration to Canada. The
Princess Louise is interested in the work
of the emigration society. Sir Alex. Galt,
late high commissioner for Canada, said
200,000,000 acres of land had been given
away in farms on the simple condition that
the farmers should have the right of own-
ership. *The Canadians thus rejected the
doctrines of Henry George. = The marquis
of Lorne said he had been greatly surprised
to see ‘‘a most extraordinary telegram pur-
porting to emanate from New York, which
asserted that the finances of Canada werein
a bad way,” but he had been relieved the |
next day by receiving a letter from the
secretary of the high commissioner of
Canada, which showed that the figures in
the dispatch were altogether erroneous—in
many instances hundreds of thousands of
dollars out of the way. This had led him
to the conclusion that, while many people
in America were kindly affected toward
Great Britain and all things British, cer-
tain others were quite the reverse. So far
as he himself was concerned, he could only
speak most lovingly of the American people,
but at the same time Englishmen should
not allow their love for their kinsmen
across the Atlantic to make them forget that
their own stock in America had the first
claim upon them.

THE GOVERNMENT OF EGYPT.

Lord Dufferin’s Plans of Reform—Man-
hood Suffrage Proposed.

England entrusted to Lord Dufferin the
drawing up of plans for Egyptian reform.
Lord Dufferin, in designing the machinery
of government to which he has given the
somewhat general term of ‘ institutions,”
would seem to have adopted the design of
a pyramid, with manhood suffrage as its
base and the khedive as its apex. -Man-
hood suffrage elects the village constituen-
cie® or spokesmen, who themselves elect
the provincial councils, the members of
whhich form nearly half of the legislative
council. * The legislative council itself fur-
nishes thirty out of the eighty members of
the general assembly ; from the general as-
sembly are taken the eight ministers, and
these last are responsible to the khedive.

Manhood Suffrage.—The basis of repre-
sentation is every male Egyptian subject
exceeding twenty years of age not
in military  service, not having
been found guilty of any serious
offence and not being declared ‘insolvent.
The number of persons who fulfil these
conditions out of an estimated population
of 6,800,000 is 903,420. Of this number
797,571 from about 4300 village constitu
encies; the remaining 105,849 are electors
for the towns of Cairo (65,016), Alexandria
(26,841), Damietta (6329), Port Said (2730),
Rosetta (2423), Suez (1979), El Arish (299)
and Ismalia (232).

Village Constituencies—The 797,571 only
hold their vote for the purpose of electing

cteur delegue,” or spokesman to repre-
sent them at the election of the provincial
council—that is,. they do not choose their
provincial representative, but they elect
the men who shall choose him.

Provincial councils—These 4300 spokes-

men are then convened by khedivial decree
to meet at the chief town of the province
to which their villages severally belong,
and there to elect a provincial council for
their own province. There are seventy
councillors to be elected in fourteen differ-
ent conststutiencies, the highest number of
electors in any one being 455, the lowest
90 and the average 307.
- Legislative Council—This consists of
thirty members. Fourteen are sent from
the provincials councils, each to represent
its province. Fourteen are named by the
khedive upon the proposition of his minis-
ters, and among them is a president and
one vice-president, the second vice-presi-
dent being chosen from among the rest of
the body. The remaining two represent
the eight towns, one for Cairo and the
others for Alexandria, Damietta, Port
Said, Rosetta, Suez, Kl Arish and -Is-
mailia. :

The general assembly consists of 84 mem-
bers, as follows: The cabinet of ministers,
8; the entire legislative council, 30; and
additional elected members, 46. The 46
are chosen by the spokesmen of the differ-
ent towns and villages.

Bradlaugh's Position,
Loxpox, Feb. 1.—Bradlaugh has acqui-
esced in the suggestion of Mr. Labouchere

that he shall make no effort to take the
oath on the opening of parliament, but
shall remain below the bar. On Feb. 11,
however, he will advance to the table of
the house of commons to take the pre-
scribed oath.

CRAIG'S CRIES FOR HELP.

THE GOVERNMENTS ADVANCES TO
THE EXCHANGE BANK.

———

The Correspondence Laid Before the House
—Only a Hundred Thousand out of
Tihree Hundred Thousand Recovered.

OrraWA, Feb. 1.—Sir Leonard Tﬁféy
brought down correspondence regarding
the advances made tothe defunct Ex-
change bank. 1In :April last President
Cmig applied for assistance, stating that
the bank was in difficulties. On April 11
Craig - acknowledging . the receipt of
$100,000 - wrote, ‘“Things are much
quieter and I think the worst
is  over, although we  may be
troubled a few days yet.” Shortly
afterwards Sir Leonard advanced another
hundred thousand in response to another
appeal from Craig, dated April 16. Craig
intimated that the money was required to
meet a run on the bank’s funds by large
depositors. Acknowledging the receipt of
the second remittance, gmin wrote: *‘If
anything turnsup I shall let you know.”
Something besides money turned up,
and on April 21 Craig wrote Sl:l'
Leonard Tilley : ‘I shall require
another hundred thousand to place
me in an independent position. The
knowledge that the government were as-
sisting me had a wonderful effect in quiet-
ing matters. A telegram from you on
Monday that it is all right will oblige.”
The deputy minister of finance replied that
the government had fixed the limit at two
hundred thousand. Sir Leonard, however,
relented, and on May 11 placed Craig in
an “independent position” by forwarding
another hundred thousand.

On July 1 Sir Leonard asked Craig to
return$50,000. On July 29 Craig begged
twenty days’ ce. Sir Leonard Tilley
compromised the matter, agreeing to ac-
cept 85000 per day till $50,000 had been
returned. Replying to a second demand
of $50,000, Craig requested that paymert
be deferred till September. On Aug. 15
the government consented to have $50,000
refunded—$10,000 a day till paid. Thi
appears to have been the last instalment
paid, and although Craig received notice
in September that $50,000 would be re-
quired, no answer was received.

The voluminous correspondence termin-
ates with a letter from the deputy minister
of finance to A. W. Ogilvy, stating that an
advance of $100,000 guaranteed by him not
having been returned, he would be held
responsible for any deficiency. of the
amount. ;

A LITTLE CHILID’S ACT.

She Causes a Terribly Fatal Explosion
And Demolishes a Building.

AvLLIANCE, Ohio, Feb. 1.—A frightful
gasoline explosion occurred in Orr’s to-day,
demolishing the building and burying in
the ruins an unknown number of persons.
Four have been extricated and four more
are positively known to have been inside,
Men are at work to rescue if pos-
sible those that are alive and recover
the bodies of the dead. Orr’s store was a
large new brick block in the centre of the
town. It is rumored a child turned the
spiggot of the %)a.soline tank, the gas
escaping igniting by 'the fire in the stove,
Several persons were in the store, and two
families lived on the second and third
floors. Besides those engulfed in the de-
bris many others were seriously injured.
The force of the explosion wrenched and
broke windows in other buildings, Dam-
age to buildings $75,000.

F. M. Orr, Elmer Orr, his son, Mrs.
Homer Hight and a daughter, Mrs. Frank
Evans and two children, aged 2 years and
4 months, were known to have been in
the building at the time of the explosion,
These all perished. ‘A woman and chil-
dren were in the second and third stories,
and are supposed to have been  killed by
the falling walls, Orr and son were_both
spoken to while confined under
the debris, but. were burned to
death. The bodies were all recovered at
10 o’clock to-night. They were crushed or
charred so as to be hardly recognizable.
Only one person in the Orr building is
known to have escaped. It was Frank
Evans, whose wife and children perished.
The following have been injured: Robert
Joyce, Frank Evans, Frank Fries, J. D.
Lewis, Jerry Miller, Maggie Miller
and John Baker. After Orr’s child
turned the faucet in the barrel the
fluid ran out on the floor, and Orr was
mopping it up when thé gas arising there-
from ignited from the gas light.

John Curry and Chas. H. Hayden, of
Duprez & Benedict s minstrels, were blown
out of Orr’s store through a plate glass
window and carried entirely across the
street, where they were picked up bady
but not dangerously injured.

) The Address not yet Through—Mr. Neelon
Defines his Position.

Mr. Phelps’ speech yesterday was long
and tamely delivered, though the matter
of it was fairly enough connected. He
told a good story about the way a plan of
& new post office was hung up in a place in
his riding just before each of the last
three elections, and taken down as soou as
the elections were over.

Mr. Neelon, about whom there have
been various boasts current amongst the

opposition, that they would buy him up
with a senatorship, or in some other way,
defined : his position. . He had
told his | constituents last February
that he had all confidence in the Ontario
government, and was with them heartily
in the rivers and streams bill, the boundary
award question and the veto power. Now
he didn’t feel like supporting the govern-
ment on their falling away g‘om their old
position to take the same practically as that
held by the opposition. The province
'should have maintained its full control
over theawarded territory. There was no
need for any reference to Lord Selborne or
anybody else, or to the privy council.
They' should have stood ~ by the
award simply, and he didn’t think
that if they had there would have been
blood shed. Now he stood alone in the
house in opposition to this question to both
the government and their opponents. He
didn’t think that the national policy should
be discussed in this house, but as it had
been introduced he would defend it, as
having benefitted the manufacturing indus-
tries and the farmers as well, afthough
he didn’t like the inequality in the duties
ou wheat and flour. Upper Canada
college, he thought, was not a necessary
part of our educational system. The
agricultural college he didn’t profess to
know much about. He had never been
there, but he hoped it was not true that
many of the students were rich men’s
sons who got an education there and then
did not follow farming. Mr. Neelon
took up the way in which the dov:' i.»
had vetoed Ontario acts and condemned
the exercise of this power.

During the speech Mr. Hardy looked very
glum. Mr. Meredith and his followers
loudly applauded Mr. Neelon, even when he
most strongly condemned their course on
the boundary award. They expected that
this kind of - flattery would be relished
and might have some effect in widening
the breach. .

Mr. McKay on the opposition side, and
Mr. Rayside on the side of the government
were the other speakers.

Receipts and Expendltnng’i—l’ow the Road
Stands With jhe Government — The
Company’s Liabilities,

Orraws, Feb. 1.—Sir John Macdonald
laid on the table of the house this after-
noon a letter from George Stephen ex-
Pplaining the position of the company and
showing why the government aid was
asked. After pointing out that the immi-
gration was not up to the mark and ex-
plaining the reasons for the general de-
pression in the stock market it says the
company earned of the money subsidy
$12,829,211, leaving a balance of $12,170,-
789. The land subsidy earned was 13,-
755,705 acres, of which 3,753,400 acres had
been sold, leaving a balance earned of 10,-
002,305 acres and unearned 11,244,295
acres. The land sold shows a net return of
$2.36 per acre. At this price the balance
of land would bring $50,142,920. Of land
grant bonds the company has sold
$10,000,000, The company has re-
deemed and destroyed . $6,667,000.
Balances payable by individuals on

land sold not yet due, $1,363,500 s bal-
ance on bonds to be provided for out of

unsold lands, $1,123,500; balance of bonds
in hands of the government, $15,000,000;
total amount of bonds existing $16, 123,000.
The lands actually earned and unsettled

are ample to pay off these bonds. Thus,
10,002,305 acres at $2.36 per acre, $23,-
605,440, leaving a surplus from earned
lands, after paying off the entire land grant
bond issue, of $7,481,940.

The company’s liabilities are as follows :
Amount of bonds in’ hands of the public,
£1,123,500; amount of bonds charged with

to Montreal and Brockville, $3,203,050;
material, rails, etc., $4,028,604. It has
gaid to the government in advance of
