Abous the years 105-6 Finney, a Roman
governor, wrote to the Roman emperor,
“that these christians they were persecut-
ing were everywhere, and that their num-
bers were multiplying.” At the close of
the second century we had 2,000,000 chris-
tians, and at the close of the next century
4,000,000. The text declared that those
who preach Tthe gospel should live of the
gospel, which simply meant that the men
in charge of the truth should preach the
whole truth and nothing but the truth, as
igis in Christ Jesus. In conclusion the
speaker stated it was the duty of the pew
to supply the means for the propagation of
christianity. Rev. Dr. Stone preached in
the evening to a large congregation. The
. regular meoﬂ:g will be held
to-night, when ad 1 be delivered
on missionary work by Rev. Drs. Stone,
Carman and Sutherland.

sudden Hlimess and Death of James
Livingstone of Knox Church.

The congregation of Knox church has
lost one of its most useful and respected
office-bearers jn the death of Jas. Living-
stone, who breathed his last on Saturday
morning after a twenty-six hours’ illness.
Up to an early hour Friday moruing Mr.
Livingstone was apparently in good health,
when, shortly after rising, he was suddenly
taken. very ill. Dr. W.;T. Aikins was
called in, but in spite of medical aid he
sank rapidly and it soon became evident
that nothing could be done for him. Dr.
Aikins at first decided that the complaint
was inflammation of the bowels, but as
unusual symptoms developed  before
Mr, Livingstone’s = death he was
left in uncertainty. A post mortem
examination was held yesterday morn-
ing, when it was found that death had
resulted from an ulcer in the bowels. The
funeral will be held this afternoon at3
o'clock from Knox church., Mr, Living-
stone had for over twelve years been an
active and zealous officer bearer in the con-
gregation, For several years back he has
been an elder, and for the last seven years
has gratuitously officiated as precentor.
His death leaves a gap in the congregation
which will long be felt.

Neither Dr. Strahan nor
those who preceded him on the subject
condemn bicyeling altogether ; but when
indulged in constantly and especially when
the course traversed is rough or hilly, they
agree-that it leads to gerious disorders. In
the case of growing boys, Dr. Straban de-
clares that the amount of pressure upon
the perineum directly affects the prostrati,
the muscles of the bulb, and indeed the
whole generation system.

In the private cellars of Cloister Erbach
there may yet be found some of the finest
Rhine wines, These cellars are now under
Prussian administration, which, like the
former Nassau superintendence, stores the
best and most ‘‘characteristic” wines in
them. These wines have never got into
the trade, but go principally to the impe-
rial table in Berlin on payment of a price
fixed by sworn appraisers, This price is a
pretty high one at times, a8 may be seen
from the fact that the best so-called cabinet
wine, of 1868 vinteze, was some five or six
years ago appraised at 30 marks a bottle,
which will not be deemed excessive when
it is considered that upward of 30 women
during a whole month carefully selected
every single grape. There are but few
happy pfortals who ever drank pure, un-
mixed Steinberger.  This wine, like most
of the Rheingau growths, is generally
sblended” with cheaper wine in the pro-
portion of ome to three or one to four,
without thereby causing great detriment
to the public. ~ Most of the Rheingau
wines, even the best, have a decidedly
harsh taste, and, in spite of their fire, their
richness in alcohol and their bouquet are
r&ther “thin” on the tongue. All these
defects, however, vanish when blended
with wine of greater body, thereby in-
creasing the.pouquet, since the Rheingau
wines are 80 racy as to impart their char-
acter in this respect to three and even four
times the quantity of other wine.
