Does the Lowest Tender Go ?
Editor World: Yestlerday’s issue of a city
daily contained the foilowing:

A VERY BAD BREAK.

A very amusing incident occurred over the
awarding of a tender for fire hose. Two offers
were received, one by the Gutta Percha Com-

any, whose factory is in Parkdale, to supply 600
Peet at 81 per foot, another by the Toronto
Rubber Company to supply the same h at 90
cents per foot. Ald. Atkinson declared fof"home
manufacture, and said in Montreal, where the
Torento Company's hose was made, the people
wonid hot buy Toronto goods, and the people
of Toronto should not employ what was prac-
rically alien labor. That settled it, for the
French-Canadian is not beloved of our alder-
men. and the contract was given to the Gutta
Percha Company at a loss to the city of $60.
Afterwards it is discovered that the Toronto
Company’s factories are. at Port Dalhousie,
with headquarters in Kingstreet, and that
Sylvester Neelon, that stout old Tory of Lin-
coln, 18 president. Chairman Shaw s rin
sort of sickly way when he discovered
it was too late.

We affirm this to be correct. THe rival
company state in another paper that it 1s in-
correct, and make a number of assertions
relative to the matter, which we declare
positive falsehoods. g
Why are.our competitors asking for favor
because their factory is located in the city
of Toronto? Surely if this is a matter of
sentiment, it would be more becoming to
favor a Toronto company, composed of five
native-born Canadians and. Foneers of the
Prubber industry and manufacture in this
province, than one which is composed eo-
tirely of foreigners and which is in reality a
branch of a New York housé. o)

Moreover, why is it represented thav their
fabric hose is of "home manufacture? This
fabric which they offer is made in the United
States. 3 .

But it is a palpable absurdity to discuss
the matter ot a fire hose award on these
grounds, We ask no favors, but desire only
fair and equal treatment with compstitors.

Cost, in consistence with quality, is in
every case the first consideration in the pur-
chase of fire bose, Our tender being the
lower, and for a standard brand of hose
“‘Paragon,” well known from the Atlantic to
the Pacific;, and declared by experts to be
superior (this point has not yet been disput-
ed), it is certainly evident that the contract
should be awarded to us.  Moreover, con-
sidering common honesty in the transaction
of b with icipal corporations,
why should our competitors ask from the
city to-day 90 cents for the same hose which
they have recently supplied to this corpora-
tion at 65 cents, when the cost of production
has meantime decreased ¢ Again, within a
couple of weeks they have offered this same
hose to the city of Hamilton at 75 ceats and
they now come to Toranto and coolly ask %0
cents.

Now with regard to quality: The hose
offered by our cempetitors is a cottou fabric,
having but a single winding or filling strand,
consisting of eight individual threads, total-
ing according to their own estimate 24
threads, while oar Paragon brand has two
distinct winding or filling strands, composed
of 16 and 23 threads resEectively, or totaling
29 threads. Where is the comparison? Is a
so-called three-ply hose with a 24-thread weft
in any way equal to one with 302

Now we are prepared to show this supre-
macy by facts. ‘e do not wish to run down
the goods of other make than our own, but
we are satisfled at any time to prove the
superiority of our Paragon hose under an
official hydraulic test.

BEHRING SEA.

Another Three Hours' Debate in the
United States Senate Without a De-
clsion Being Arrived At.

WasuixeroN, March 9.—The Senate
:Bent. nearly three hours this afternoon in
e consideration of the Behring Sea seal
fisheries questions.
The subject came before it through the
presentation of the President’s m e
transmitting the correspondence on the
subject since May 4, 1891, between this
Gaovernment and the - Goverament. of Great
Britain.

“Another debate very similar in character
to that which characterized yesterday’s
proceedings was begun,

The ' Committee on Forcign Relations,

through its chairman, stated in answer to
a %ueetion that it had not yet been able to
fully consider the treaty and report to the
Senate.
It appeared from the discussion that a
large majority of senators were of opinion
‘that the treaty should be amended by the
addition of a clause providing for the re-
newal of the modus vivendi, or that the re-
solution of ratification, as already indicat-
ed, should be accompanied by a direction to
the President to withhold exchange of rati-
fications until Great Britain consented to a
renewal.

The chairman ' of the Committee of
Foreign Affairs, Senator Sherman, calle
attention to the significant fact that Lord
Salisbury had, in the correspondence, re-

udiated any responsibility on the part of

is Government for the action of the
poachers. - The Senator thought the United
States had gained in its contention through
this admission. He urged strongly that
when the treaty was reported jt should be
ratified by the Senate, taking the ground
that by doing so the United = States would
give evidence to the world of its willingness
to arbitrate the questions involved. The
President might be relied upon thereafter
to continue his efforts to secure the eonsent
of Great Biitain to. a renewal of the modus
vivendi, 4

Senator Teller had grave doubts as to the
ability of the United States to protect the
seals without the co-operation of England.
He pointed to the obstacles in the way of
efficient police patrol of the large area .of
water and felt that it would be beyond the
ability of our Government to effectually ex-
¢lude poachers unless England joined in the
proclamation of exclusion.

The Arbitrators.

The first article of the arbitration agree-
ment recites that the questious shall be
submitted to a tribunal of arbitration to be
composed of seven arbitrators, two to be
named by the President of the United
States and two by Her Britunnic Majesty.
The President of the French republic is to
be requested to name one, the King
of Italy to name-one, and King of Sweden
and Norway to name one.  The seven arbi-
trators areto'be jurists of distinguished re.
putation in their ctive countries, In
the event of the failure of the three last
named persons to -designate arbitrators
within two months after request, then the
vacancy isto be filled ‘in such manner as
the high contracting parties shall agree.
The arbitrators are to meet in Paris.

Interest in the opening proceedings of the
Senate was at once attracted by the report
presented by Mr. Hale, acting chairman of
the Committee on Naval Affairs,{providing
for an increase of naval facilities. The
interest was intensified by the offering by
Mr. Morgan of the following: A bill to en:
force the provision of section 2, 866 inspect
of art 24, ofthre- Treaty of Washington of
May 8, 1871, with the Government of
Great Britain. The bill provides that all
parts of laws are hereby declared to pe in-
operative which exempt from the payment
o?duties any articles of commerce which
are not on free list when the same are en-
tered in the custom houses of the United
Staces for transit or transportation through
the United States to Canada or any British
province on the continent of North America
or from the same to - any foreign port, pro-
vided that this declaration does not apply
to Afticle. 30 of the treaty with Great
Britain concluded May 8, 1871, or to that

DEATH OF JAMES X, SMIZH,

One of the Most Respected of Toronto's
Citizens Passed Peacefully Away.
Ex-Mayor James E, Smith died ‘yesterday
morning at his residence, Wellesley-straet,
after a prolonged illness, in his 6lst year.
Mr. Smith was born in London, Eng., on
Christmas Day, 1831, At the age of 10 years
he came to Canada with his parents, who
settled in Toronto. Young Smith, after
having received a first-rate education, turn-
ed his mind in the line of mercantile busi-
ness, He was energetic, frugal and ambi-

At the age of 26 he was elected councilman
for St. John’s Ward, a position which he oc-
cupied most  honorably for 10 successive
years—1857 to 186 inclusive. ln 18067 Mr,
Smith was elected mayor of the city
and again in 1868, He' was elected
alderman for 8t John’s Ward in 1869
and 1870. When his second aldermanic term
had expired he was offered and accepted the
customs collectorship for the port of Tor-
onto. 3

During the time of Mr. Smith’s servicss to
the city he was engaged mainly in the whole:
sale grocery business at the corner of Church
and Colborne-streets. In later years be was
engaged in real estate and insurance busis
mﬁﬁing freqluently employed as arbitra:
tor in large real estate litigation. Mr.Smith,
who had a wide circle of friends. in the city,
was pretty generally known throughout the
provioce,

Mr. Smith knew almost everybody in Tor-
onto and almost everybody - knew him.
These persons were in the habit of taking his
advice on- any venture tbey propos to
make. There are bundreds of men in
this city to-day who when they thought
of doing anything or proposing something
