of equality with citizens of the United
States. Canadacomplied with the request,
and. from _tbat date to this Uhited States
vessels have navigated Canadian canals cn
terms of absolute equality with Canadian
vessels. Cauadian vessels have freely pavi-
gated the Sault and St Clair cunals;
but the Chbamplain Canal was cl
by United States customs officials and
all the lumber taken down the Ottawa
River - and canals for the United States
market, and ‘all the &oal, ~brought up
the helieu Canal bas been car-
ried in United States vessels.

The
evidence showed that & day or two before
the prisoner went to beth-road he
made the acquaintance ‘in - Fleet-sireet of
Elizabeth May and Elizabeth Masters and
that he arranged to meet ong of them on

Oct. 9 ,

On that day he was secn by two women
making the scquaintance of Matilda Clover,
and he was seen to enter her house after her.
Masters and May waited to see if he would
come out, but he did not, and he did not
return to his lodgings that night, Octobar
9. On October 20, iucy Rose, the servant
girl at Clover’s lodgiugs, saw Clover enter

described as tall,
broad, abotit 40, with a heavy mustache
and wearing & silk hat.. That night Clover
died in great sgony, after stating that a
man had given her some * ills,”

There the matter rested as far as the

facts of the death were concerned, but after-
ward an extraordinary state of things was
disclosed. At the end of October and in
November, when no one knew the truth
as to the girl's death but the man
who poisoned her, the prisoner asked
Emily  Sleaper, ab whose house
he lodged, to go around. to Lam-
beth-rond to enquire aboub a girl he
knew who he thought had been poisoned,
aud on Nov. 28 he wrote a blackmailing
letter to Dr. Broadbent, in which he de-
finitely stated tlat Matilda Clover died
through being poisoned by strychnine. He
was thus giving information which could
only bé known %)y the man responsible for
ber death. In May the body was ex-
humed, and Dr. Stevenson found that death
had occurred through a fatal dose of strych-
nine.
The principal witness to-day was Eliza-
Fbeth Masters. At the beginning of Oc-
tober a man accosted her on Ludgate Hill
and asked her to take a glass of wine. The
witness identified Neill as the man, and
also identified him as the associate of Ma-
tilda Claver.

The prisoner was remanded until Friday.

The Australians and otber hall-
starved desert wanderers readily devour
certain beetles and the grubs out of rotten
wood.
